Letter writers who wish to get credit^ for reliability,should keep truth on their aide. Some of

them however, in, their zeal to defend and whitewashthe misdeeds and blunders of the cabinet,
are in the habit of sending forth falsehood after
falsehood, manufactured out of whole cloth. One
of these writes the " Juvenal" letters for the New
Tork Express, and the " l'atuxfnt" letters for the
Baltimore Patriot.
One of his statements, in both papers allued to,

is that the Richardson investigating committee
have been hunting about for witnesses, among
those most busy in getting up charges against Mr.
Kwing, and, failing to find any who had any testimonyto give, have abandoned the pursuit, and
turned to Mr. Ewing and called upon that funcLtionary to furnish thein with the information they

' sought.
Now, the fact is, the Richardson committee have

not called upon a single individual to testify. No
one has as yet been summoned before the com-

Of the papers which Mr. Ewing has sent to the
committee, agreeubly to a resolution adopted by
the committee, are those relating to the allowance
and payment, for the second time, of the llarron
pension claim. If these papers alone do not nail
Mr. Ewing to the counter, then will I acknowledge
myself mistaken very much. If those papers ao
not show that the claim was settled and paid at the
treasury f years ago, ami u receipt for the monev, in
full.received in return, then IB I greatly mistaken.
If tliey do not also show that the claim was reopenedand settled upon a ditl'erent principle from
the one first adhered to, then am I much mistaken.
If they do not show that Mr. Ewing decided to allowand pay the claim upon the newly adopted
principle, a full month before Mr. Attorney GenenemlJohnssn (who gave three legal opinions. I
believe, on the subject) decided that it ought to be
allowed, then ant I greatly in error. If; finully,
they do not show that Mr. Ewing allowed ana
paia compound interest on the claim, then I am
mistaken.
The claim, when first settled, was settled upon

the principle, and under the law, of half pay for
life. The sum received by the claimants and
receipted for, at the time, was a little over ten
thousand dullas.
The cluim was re-opened by Mr. Ewing, and

settled upon the principle of full pay for five years,
and the interest thereon. The sum of ten thousanddollars, paid on the first settlement, was de,ducted from the amount of the five years full pay,
with the interest thereon, which left the sum of
upwards of thirty-two thousand dollars, paid to Mr.
James Lyons, the agent of the claim. The government,getting ularnied, has commenced a suit,
as I learn, to recover back from Mr. t-yons the
amount of money overpaid in the tthupe of compoundinterest.

It is ascertained thut Mr. Secretary Preston is in
the same category with five of the other members
of the cabinet, in the matter of upsetting the usage
of the government, and paying claims previously
reftosed. The Benson claim, of some fourteen
thousand dollars, for alleged damages in the matterof a contract made with the Tyler administration,and vetoed by Mr. George Bancroft, while
Secretary of the Navy, has been allowed and paid
by Mr. Secretary Preston, as is understood, upon
a legal decision of Mr. Attorney General Johnson,
reversing the decision of his predecessor, Mr.
Toucy, who had decided against the claim.

It is amusing to see with what eagerness the
agents and attorneys of the claims allowed and
paid by members of the cabinet, are filling the
newspapers with such arguments and isolated precedentsas they can invent and cull, to justify the
conduct of the cabinet. The mind of one of these
attorneys who despises the whole cabinet in eveiy
thing but their allowance of these old claims, is
seen in a tailored defence, as a communication, in
the Baltimore Patriot, and, also, with slight alteratoins,in the A'< w York Exprcu. Is there any fear
thut the moneys recently paid out on these old
claims will have to be returned to the treasury 1
The moneys allowed to the Messrs. Ewing have
not all been paid as yet. They are to be paid in
instalments.

In your paper of yesterday you gave an Important
leader from the Ripublic of Monday last, and make
some very judicious remarks on the subject.

The committee on the Galphin claim will be

ready to report in a week or ten days. There will
probably be two reports, though of this 1 am not
certain.
The report of Mr. Burt, chairman of the committee,will be pretty elaborate, and will be confined

almost entirely to one branch of the inquiry, to wit:
whether the claim, and^the interest on it, were allowedand paid in contormity with law and precedent.
The course of the government, in the matter of

allowing claims and the interest on them, has not
been strictly uniform, as the report will show ;
but for the most part it has been the usage of the
government not to allow interest on claims, unless
by order of Congress specially giveu. This doctrinewas laid down by Mr. Badger in the Senate,
last week, as the doctrine uniformly recognised and
practised by the government.
Mr. Burt s report will cite the action of the governmenton this subject, and leave the House to

draw its own inference, as i learn, us to whether
the Galphin claim, and the interest thereon, were
allowed and paid according to luw and precedent,
or not.

1 understand the report will not affirm that the
claim was or was not just and valid against the
United States, but give the facts, and let the House
decide.
The report will not touch the question of delicacy,or that of morality, both of which have been

raised hv the newsouners asuinst Mr. Crawford's
conduct. The House did not call upon the committeeto go into these questions.

If the members of the committee undertake to
screen or whitewash the conduct, beyond what
the testimony will warrant, they will Sad it a hard
business to face their constituents and meet their

but which prediction, you way remember. I prouounod at the time to be utterly busvless.still continuein power. Recently, however, renewed and the
most desperate effort* hare been made by the oppositionand diaappointed partisan*, and whose efforts
are by no means abated, to briug about a displacement
of the cabinet; but all such exertions, all such attempts,have not only proved to be vain, but have
recoiled upon the heads of the assailants and discontents.Gen. Taylor, in civil life, hi* opponents
have by this time discovered, is no more to be
driven from his propriety, or seduced from the performanceof high duties, when he has taken his position,than he was in military lile to be turned from
bis purpose by the presence ot an army numbering
quadruple his own force. And I now tell his opponents,of whatever shade, hue, or character, that
where General Taylor is, there are liis cabiuet; that
wherever he will be, there will they be ; and I
boldly predict that not only will the present and futureefforts to sever the bonds of fidelity and affection
