AT BOSTON.

The Bouth-ettaiHtly storm which commenced in

light it blew a perfect gale. The rain fell at intervalsduring the day, and until evening in torrenN,
soaking the earth, which hud become uarch'il by
the long continued dry weather. It will Ire of incalculablebenefit to vegetation, which, in many
placet, was sutlering by the drought. At an early

wind continued with unabated violence until nine
o'clock this morning, since which tune the wind
has somewhat abated in violence, and we have had
showers at intervals.

AT ALBANY.
[From the Albany Kve. Jour July 20.)

The waters ol the Mohawk continued to rise rapidlyuntil last evening. The banks of the river
were overflowed, with thousands of acres of the
flats. A great deal of cut grass was swept uway,
and other crops extensively injured It is so unusualto have a flood at this seasou of the year, that
no one was prepared for it. Crops are destroyed or

seriously injured on fields which had not been overflowedbefore in inid-suinmer within the memory
of the oldest inhabitant. Marty of the small bridges
on the turnpike are missing, as well as on the roads
north of ihe vulley.

AT .MlLFOItD, DELAWARE.
We have received the following letter relative to

the late storm:.
Mii.ford, Del , July 19, 1850.

We were visited last evening by one of the most
tremendous storms that has ever visited this part of
the country. It commenced blowing and raining
about midnight, creating great destruction among
the fruit trees, many of which were torn up by the
T,mta Tin* Iiiku 1 Hin not unle to ascertain Cor-

rectly, but ii is no doubt very great. The farmers
here are just gathering their harvest, and those who
have not got it all in will sutler greatly. The corn
is all prostrated to the ground, most of which will
probably rise again. The Delaware river is rising
at this place at the rate of one foot per hour, and
fears of a great freshet are entertained. It is said
by our oldest citizens to be the most severe storm
they have witnessed. It is still raining, but not
hard.

at bai.ttmork.
[From Its Baltimore American. July 20 ]

The storm which prevailed ou Thursday, and up
ta near daylight yesterday morning, was one of the
most violent, especially when the season of the
year is tuken into consideration, which has occurredin this vicinity for years. The wind during the
night blew a |terfect hurricane, and the rain fell so

steadily and in such quantities as completely to
flood the streets, and to inundate a large number of
cellars in all parts of the city. The wind also did
considerable damage in different parts of the city,
anrooting and prostrating the walls of houses, and
breaking and tearing up a large number of shade
trees. On Bond street, below Baltimore, a two
aiory and attic brick building, juat ready for roofing,was almost entirely blown down, only a portionof the back building being left standing. It
was building l>y Mr. Hardester, carpenter. On
Gough street, near Washington,the gable end walls
«f two new two-story and attic buildiugs were
blown dawn. The houses were under roof, and
were the property of H. J. Newkirk. On Washingtonstreet, in the same vicinity, a portion of the

was hiown down. On Cannon street, Canton, the
front walla of a row of ten aniall brick buildings, in
course of erection, were blown downt A portion
of the roof of the railroad bridge over Harris a creek
Canton, was also blown oil". The roof of the back
part of the warehouse of 11. Kieinan 6c Sons, on

the come r of Hnward and Fayette streets,was forced
off and fell into a neighboring yar.l, knocking down
in its course a part of the chimney of an adjoiningpremiers, occupied by dark 6c Hart.
Tne tide in the hartair rose very high, under the
influence of the wind and rain, overflowing many
of the wharves, and deluging the cellars and lower
floors of buildings in the vicinity. The damage
done in this way, however, was, as far as we have
heard, but slight. At 12 o'clock on Thuraday
night, the Ma nad riacn very high, and much damagewas apprehended, but the wind about that
time changed from northeast to northwest, and the
water rapidly fell. Iheahipping in the harbor receivedbut little damage; far less than might have
been eioected from the violence of the wind.
Some of the vesarls at the Point had their sides
rubbed and bruised by coming in contact, and
some of the bay craft on the South side of the
Basin broke from their moorings; they were, however,soon brought back, and more substantially
secured. The shade treea in the streets suffered
eevrrely. In all parts of the city they could be
fen yesterday, either brok< n and stripped of their

foliage, or entirely prostrated. In the country
around the city, we also learn that considerable
damage was done, trees and fences being prostrate,
and burns and other buildings unroofed. The l«>dy
of water which came down the Falls was exceedinftlygreat. At Fawn and Concord streets, the
nrrt'1 wm o»rrnowea 10 ine arpm ui »r»rr»i n-ci,
and all the reliant in the vicinity were flooded.

(>n the Chesapeake hay, the storm prevailed
with great violence. Captain Nickersan, of the
bark Prntucket, which aailed from here for Californiaa few days ago, returned in the Jewess,
and reports that his vessel, while at anchor off the
Horse S<hoe, was dismasted during the gale on

Wednesday night. The steamer Oeo. Washington,for Philadelphia, dae here at 10 o'clock on

Thursday night, did not arrive until 7 o'clock yesterdaymorning.
The atsamer Washington put into th« Sassafras

river for harbor, and remained there until 4 o'clock
yesterday morning. She had seventy passengers
on board, but through the arrangements of the
Captain and officers, all were comfortably accommodatedduring the night.
The steamer Baltimore, Captain McCaoaland,

front Acquis crerk, arrived here at 9 o'clock yesterdaymorning, having laid at anchorage in St.
llary's harhor. in c«iii|>any with the ateuiner Columbia,and the government steamer Engineer.
Caotain McCsuslsnd reports the atorrn in the hay
ana in the Potomac to have hern awful, exceeding
anything that he had ever experienced. At Piney
Point, the ladies' bathing-house, a portion of the
gentlemen's, and nearly the whole of the wharf,
were swept away. The water rose to within six
feet of the door of the Pavilion.
The steamer Columbus, from Washington, after

having made a harbor during the storm in St.
Mary a river, arrived here at noon yesterday. The
steamer Pocahontas, from Fredericksburg, which
had been delayed by the storm, also arrived safely
about noon yesterday.The steamer of the Ericsson line, which left
here at her usual hour oa Thursday, had to put
bark after losing her boat, which was blown from
her deck.
The gale is generally spoken of as one of the

most severe which has ever been e*|ierienced in
the hay; and it ia matter of congratulation that
the numeron* eteamhoata which were exceed to
ita fury, with pnewengera on hoard, were enabled
to weather it, and atnva here without the occurrenceof a tingle diaaater.

H'l'h" gale of last week which was felt with so much
severity In this region, did not exteud further south
than Wilmington. N. C. The Wilniiugton Ctnwcte
says that it commenced there on Tuesday night, which

New York This gale seems to hare embraced a «ircuitot country between South Carolina and Connecticut.as It was but slightly felt at lioston. and still less
at Charleston. It furnishes a fresh evidence of the
peouliar law wbicb governs northeast storins, which
usually commence in tbe southwest, and adranoo
against the wind .

IN VIRGINIA.
A'letter to the editors of the Baltimore Jlnei iron,

under date of Norfolk. 'JM inst., says:.
"The damage doue by the late gale of the 17th and

Ibth. along tbe southern coast, is beginning to derelopeitsvlf South ot. and off Cape llatteras. a large
number of vessels is reported to have been lost. At
Cape llatteras. and on the shoals, seven or eight vesselswere reported totally lost. A pilot boat fell in
with, and towed into Hampton Koads, a large schooner,
whose decks bad been swept of everything.
''Tbe United States Coast purvey steamer Jefferson.Lieutvnant Commanding Thornton A. Jenkins,

United Slates Navy, arrived at this place on Sundayafternoon, with a large brig (Beuj Carver, of
Seersport. Maine) in tow, which was fallen in with
sixty miles to the sonth and east of Cape Henry, on

Saturday morning. In a perlectly helpless condition,
having lost her masts, jib-boom, boats. fcc. At the
time the Jefferson fell in with the wreak. It was driftingrapidly towards the shore, and. but for the ttmsly
arrival and prompt asslstanse afforded, the brig would,
in all probability, have gone ashore in a few hours,
causing a total loss of vessel and cargo. If not the lives
of the officers and crew. Captain Carver of the dismastedbrig, reports that he saw a large ship totally
wrecked on the Diamond. (Cape llatteras Shoals) on
the night of the 17th.all hands certainly nerished.
Kvery where, so far as heard from, outside the Capes
and in the Chesapeake Bay the wind blew with great
fury, producing an almost unprecedented heavy sea.'*

Another Terrible Flood sit Richmond, Va.
OR EST DESTRUCTION OF PROPERTY AND LOSS OF

I-IFE,
[From the Richmond Whig July 33 ]

We chronicled the other day a severe storm that
visited our city, and have now to mate known a destructiveflood that has done great damage to the portionof it known as the Valley, and lying on either side
ot Bhockoe creek. We also hare to record loss of life
by drowning. Yesterday morning about 8 o'clock, the
clouds which hsd been gathering over us since daybreak,discharged a tremendous shower on us. which
continued without intermission for one hour. Owing,
we suppose, to the cjuantity of earth lying about the
stri ets from the gas excavations, the mouths of the
Main street sewers soon became stopped up, and Main
street, from Fourteenth to the Creek, between the coal
holes of the pavemeuts on either side, was eeinpletely
submersed for three uuarters of an hour. Many
cellar floor* ware Inundated therefrom. Meanwhilethe etorm had extended along the
whole line of Adam'* valley, and every rivulet poured
Into fhockoe creek Ita flood and etream of water*.
Sbockoe creek ro*e eome twelve feet In thirty minute*,
and the quantity of water In It became no great that
the archwaye under Broad. Franklin, Main and Gary
etreeta became nnable to pa«* It with aufllclent freedom,
and It commenced Immediately to overflow all the low
ground*, and carry olf the looae timber, fence*, and outboureathat it reached The inhabitant* of the honaea
on the flat* auch waa the rapidity of the rife, bad to betakethrmeelve* In many Inatancea to the upper atone*
of their dwelling*, from which they were aubeeqnently
reacued by boat* conveyed in wagona from the river.
One good alaed frair e building waa only kept from beingewept away by it* chimney In the centre. Other*
floated off. or fell in, aa they were undermined by
the current About It o'clock, when the torrent waa
at the height of it* fnry and violence, a brick building,
