The news from Europe is of very little impor-
tance. There had been no change 1 cotton.
There is nothing definite from the Dresden Con-
terence. It is suid that the most vatisfactory un-
derstanding seems to prevail on ell points between
the delegaves appoated to attend the Conference;
but, it was understood the result of their dehbera-
tions would be withheld from the pnblic until the
cluse of the proceedings.

The advices from Hamburg state tha' skirmish-
ing along the line of outposts in Schleswig con-
tinued, but no important action had taken place,
The dirmussal of Maejor General Gerhard from
the Holstein service, wae notified in the official
Gozette. This is the second General sacrificed by
the Schleswigers. Pruseia and Austria have deter-
mined upon an energetic course of action with
respect to Schleswig Holstein, and the Fede-
ral treops have wlready commenced their march
tewards thal quarter.

Austria geems to be trembling on the verge of
nativual bankroptey, and Lankropt she would soon
be if the sct were not attended with danger.

On the 2d June, 1815, Prince Metternich, as
president of the committee on German aflairs, at
the memorable Congress of Vienna, drew up the
draft of the constitution of the German confedera-
tion. The escape of Napoleon from Elba at that
critical moment, and his appearance at the head of
& powerful army, bad doubtless some effect in in-
ducing the German princes to agree to the draft.

The object of the present Congress at Dresden is
to reform Metternich's constitution of the Diet
which is found unsuited 1 the present condition
Germany, and which the revolutions of 1848 have
50 shaken that it hes become o dead leter.

According to the coustitution of the Diet of 1515,
Austrie and #sid, who then, as now, ook the
lead us the two great powers of Germany, are de-
clared ein :}-&u:ipm m the confederation, “ oaly
tor su ir posses:ions us anciently belonged
to the German empire.” v

Innevation firet, is the demand by Austria to be
admitted with the whole of her provinces, which
inciude Hungary, Galicia, Loml and Venice
—and the reason of the demand is obvious. Cra-
cow, Pesth, Trieste aud Veoice are (leaving the
de jure out of the question) de facto Austrian cities,
to ull intents and porposes, and, in case of a war,
would be attacked an such by the enemy. Frieste

An sddiuonal wrticle coafeired upon Austria the
right to preside over the federal Diet. (Art. V)
Frunkfort was selecied, and has since been the
seat of the Lhet.

It was further decided that no member of the
Diet “*could make treaties directed sgainst Lhe sale-
ty of the confederation, or make war against any
other member.”

In the joint circular issued lately by Prinee
Schwarzenberg and Paron Manteuflel, the States
of Germany are invited ** to meet for & revision of
the conetitntion end a reorganization of the Gere
mun confederation, by means ol 4 common uaion,
aod free consent of ull German governmeats.”
