Tux Fronma Inoiass.—~A bill has passed both
bouses of the Legislature of Florida having in
view the removal of the lodians from that
From a sammary of the act in the Florida R -
ficum we learn that it instrueis the Governor te
urge upon the President of the United State the ne-
cessity of removing the Indiane, in falfilment of
the treaty of Payne's landing, and, until this ean
be eflected, of muintaining the foree and posts de-
signated by the Secretary of War in 1542 and
also authorises him to raise and equip a regi-
ment of mounted volunteers, 1o conmst of (en
companien of eighty mok and file each, and to
increane the same, il need be, 1o two regiments.
It alen invests the Governor with power to nee
sald force to co-operate with any Usited States
troops the Pres'dent miay order to Florida for the
removal of the Indians, or, if in his jodgment i
miy become neceseary, to uae them as an inde.
pendent force—said troops to have the same pay
and rations as are allowed to United States tronps;
and that the CGovermor he required to make applica-
tion to Congrese to make provision for the payment
of the expenses so mcurred.  The bill further en-
acts that §50,000 be appropriated, subject to the
control of the Governor, to provids for the neces-
wnry supplies und i & nnd authorizes the
Governor to pledge the State for the payment of
the sum of moaey #o appropriated. The bill also
provides that if the 'nited States decline or refuse
to take prompt stepe for the removal of the Indians,
that the Governor is empowered to proposs 1o un-
dertake their removal for the sum of $2,000,000,
