"The miners can
wash now if they will, and we expect them to turaout
the shining dust through their long rockers, s speed-
ily aud as merrily as ever. The general carelessness

which for some time might be seea in the minin

district, vanished before the first few days rain, an
bustle und retivity will heaceforth reign supreme
until the end of the wet season, The 8 to the
mines are nearly impagsable for the wagons, and
ma{ soon be for heavily packed mules; so that it
will be difficult to transport supplies thither. Un-
less the principal mining districts are well supplied
with provisions, clothing and utensils, these articles
will bring prices. We believe, however, that many
of them have a good supply on hand, se that they
will not be obliged to purchase much trom the river
towns untilthe dry weuther again returns. We look
tora good winter's work in the mines, even though
the rain was long coming ; but we do not expact
so rich a yield as many do with whom we have
conversed. We are satisfied that most miners have
heretofore been sadly disappointed in their caleu-
lations regarding the richoess of their claims and
the dirt which they had taken from them. So it
will be, and must continue, uatil the richer de-
mlits are ilmost gone, and the regular unprospeet-
takes the place of the irregular, unmethodieal
labor which has been, asd now is, prevalent in
the mining region. In another year or two we will
have system in culling from the auriferous soil. its
golden treesure, and though some men may not
then make thear * pile ™ as speedily as before, yet
all on an average will be better paid. It the gold
cannot be extracted without the use of water, rail-
ronds will be built to carry 1t to the strems, and
ghieds ereeted, not only to save the workmen from
the summer’s sun, but glso from the winter's raia.

There is sullicient wood for [ire, houses, roads,
&e.,an all parts of the mines for many years to
come, end in most places mlmdscuuld{nunclad
round the mountains, with, in many places, a gra-
dual descent from the mine to the river. o other
places horses or mnules would be necessary.

We look for great improvementsin mining opera-
tions during the coming year, both as regards the
machinery and the ease und comfort with which it
will be worked. More gold will be turned out
with less labor and daoger to health and life in the
coming than in the past time. Men will feel more

Total for the FOar.. . oo s s an s oo s 51,722,600
The largest pro n of this amount of bullion
has been received from the Atlantie States, though
8 no inconsiderable amount has found its way from
the old world—sent hither from both localities, for
the reason that in no country in the world does aa
invesiment of money pay as well. Becurities are
emple, and the losses small, in comparison with
the flood of disasters which sweep over other lo-
calities. Individuals may be ruined by fire in An
hour, but the money loaned at from three to ten per
cent per month interest, generally comes in but for
a small proportion of the loss.

As connected with the subject of currency, we
will here take occasion to say that in no other sec-
tion of the globe are the generality of bankers
more careful, judicious, und! business-like, than in
San cisco. The rapid changes which are

Some time in the moath of July or August last,
the American schooner Jupiter, Capt. W, BT
rived &t the igland of Dominigue, (one of the group
of the Murquesas Ivlande) and remuined there for
several weeks. While at the island of Dominique,,
the captain and mate indoced five female, one ol
whom wes the queen of the bay, aod only fourtee
years of ege, and the others the davghters of
chiefs, 1o go on bosrd the schooner, by some falss
pretence, and soon after the-g were on board, ot
under way, and forcibly, nud against the will of
the females, brought them to this port. Duriog
the \royafe the females were treated  witl
great crue_tr, and ofter their arrival here they were
treated still woree, so much o that all of them
jumped overboard, and endeavored to escape to
the shore. Having been saved from drowning,
they were egain telien nu board, and soon after the
schooner satled for Stockton, still retzining the
femalea on board.

Col. Collier, the collector of this port, mide & re=
presentation of the above facts to the Justices ol
the Supreme Couil !ﬂllfdl?’ morning, and a writ
of habeas corpus was i flately issued, directing:
the sherifl of Sen Francieco to cause the sail
females to be bronght before the Supreme Court,
and summening Captain Spow and Mr. Coleman,
the mate of the Jupiter, to appear and show the
cauge of their detention.

The
ceptains of the vessels represent that it would b
extremely hazardous to proceed oa their voyare
without 1heee females, g8 they are fearful the
the natives will 1eke revenge vpon every Ameri
can vessel which may visit the islands.  Colone
Collier states that, while in this port, Cajt. Snow
forced the females to receive the visits of dissolu ¢
men, and in this vile business he collected a cons
sideruble sum of money.

When the course of political events directed the
eyee of the United States to wards this country, and
the events of war threw it into our cccupation,
which the treaty of Guadalupe changed to a par-
manent possession, there were not a few of our
pecple who turned their faces thitherward, tired,
perhape, with a fruiilers search for wealth, or ::re.
