A more glorious epoch of peace and prosperity has
burst upon ig this latter day; and the glory of our
splendid Union eclipges the most brilliant chapter
of the empire of the Cwsars. This, then, is the
auspicious time. We huve veduced Mexice to
peace—securipg the Bay of Sain Franesco and the
gold mines of California; the Cuba expedition has
been suppressed; we hawe preserved the peac®
with John Bull aad Chatteld in Ceniral America;

The belligerent republic of Frunce has been swc-
cessiully preserved in a coudition of peace by the
wise distribation of champegne and sausages
ameong the Natiogal Guards.  All over Eurcpe the
disposition to negotiate and arbitrate is superseding
the berbariin prapensity of the dark ages, to plunge
into war. The signs ef the tmes are all propitious,
and afford in themselves a very distiact glimmer-
ing * of the good time coming."”
