Ey the bark Edgar, which arrived at this port
yesterday, from Moorovia, we have received in-
telligence concerning the republic of Liberia to
the 158:h of December last From the information
we have received, we are inclined to believe the
republic is in & very prosperous condition, and bids
fair to increase in population, wealth, power, and
resources.

The following is & syuopsis of President Roberts
annual message to the Liberian Congress, which
we copy from the Liberia Herald (—
