That soil is cen-
secrated to liberty, and an eatrance upon it by
an erbitrary power will awake the sympathies,
and, it may well be believed, the action, of thou-
sands throughout the civilized world.

With regpect to the preparation of Italy for a
revolution, there seems to be no question. Any
one conversant with the spirit of her people, well
knows the heart that is hidden under the silent
tongue, and which will beat rapturously atthe
very first sound proclaimirg to the world that the
rivets are falling from the fetters of Austria. The
French army have forced their way against the
breasts of a liberated people, and have held them
till their limba were bound again; but we mistake
the temper and purposes of the patriots of Italy, if
they permit any power, mo matter what, or how
greatthe sacrifice, to re-ensl:ve them, should the
ltalian tri-color once more float beneath the blue
skies of Rome.

Arctic and Baltic, of the Collins line of New
York and Liverpool steamsh'ps not having
left Liverpool with a sufficient quantity of
coal, and a large portion of the public having
entertained the most jloomy (orebodings for
the safety of the Atlantic, receatly damaged,
in & great measure, the reputation of that
line in the estimation of the community. Many
were inclined to believe that the British were cor-
rect in saying that the Americans could not build
steamshipes to encounter the Atlantic ocean during
the boisterons season—that no matter how rapidly
they sailed in summer, or how short their passages,
they were not, from their large dimensions, suita-
ble for encountering atorma and Lurricanes in win-
ter.

But when the causes of the detentions of
these steamships are calmly investigated, what do
they amount to?

They amount to this, and no more—that from
& miscalculation as to the quantity of coal re-
quired for a winter passage against opposing
winds and seas, the Arctic and the Baltic
got out of fuel when within six'y hours of their
port of destination, and that the ma n shaft of the
Atlantic broke when that vessel was ateaming in
the face of the severest gale that has agitated the
waters of the Atlantic ocean in many years. The
first arose from a miscalculation, caused by the
want of experience. Experience in this matter
has been gained in such a manner as will effectu-
ally obviate hereafter,ull detentions from & simular
cause. We venture to say that never again will
any vessel of the Colling line be detained on her
passage on account of the fuel giving out. As to
the second—the breaking ot the Atlantic's shaft—
that was an accident which could not have been
foreseen, and to which all vessels propelled by
seam are liable. With all our experience in
building river boats, hardly a summer passes that
the shafts of some of our magnificent floating pa-
laces on the Hudsen river do not break. The
same thing happens on the lakes, as well as on the
Mississippi and other rivers. Similar casualties
have befallen some of the steamships of the Cu-
pard line. About the time that the Atlantic’sshaft
was broken, the same part of the machinery of a
British steamship plying between the cities of
Glasgow and Dublin, likewise gave way. It i3
evident, therefore, that iti= not an unusua! occur-
rence for o steamship to break her shaft, and that
all veseels are subject to it at any moment.

On & review of all the facts and circumstances
conneeted with thege steamsh ps in their late pas-
sages, we have no hesitation in eaying that the line
to which they belong is more popular now than it
ever was with the jublie, and that more confidence
in their gtrength, safety, and sea-worthiness is enter.
taiged than there ever was. Ewvery one is satisfied
that none of them will again be short of coal; and,
on the other hand, ell ure convinced that if any of
the accidents (hould occur to them, to wh ch all

In accompliching a distance of eleven hundred
miles in ¢leven days, by sails simply, the Atlantic
proved herself to possees uncommon!ly fine sailing
qualities. 1t is much to be doubted whether any

In ccnsequence of the immense outlay incurred
in constructing these ateemships, and considering
the importence of maintsining them in the best run-
ning order, the sum ellowed by government for
carrying the mails is eatirely inadequate.

shipe, and promote the construction of additional
lines, until we have a steam fleet equal to that of
&ny cther nation, and equivalent to the wants of
the country. We have been (erced into a friendly
rivalry with Great Britain for the supremacy of the
eear; and heving eceepted the gauantlet, we cannot
retire from the contest without national disgrace
