In England,
they say the gas companies make & large
profit out of 1t, and, there'oce, t ev - n afiord to
sell gas cheape-. 1o New York, coke brings from
ten to twelve ' nd a hall cent: per bushel. Ia
Philadelphia, where coal for domestic purposee is
cheaper than in New York, coke only br nis five
cents per bushel. The New York GGas Company
ought, thereiore, to be able to eell gas cheaper
than the Philadelphia works; but instead of
doing so, they ctarge §1 25 per one thousand feet
more, an excess of nearly thirty-six per ceat.

We call the particular aitention of the reader to
the foregoing statement, as one of the grossest de-
ceptions ever attemipted to be palmed on the public.
The Halfax company have made, according to
their own aceount of the cost of the raw material
| (4s. per 1000), about 5,679,000 cubic feet of gas.
Now, if the information of the committee here be
correct—that the price of coal in Halifax is only one-
third the price o conl in New York—it shows that
the §4,548 70 would have purchased 1,517 tons of
cosl at $2 50 per ton. That number of toas con-
tuing 4,070,080 Fes. It ha« therefore taken very
nearly three-quarters of u pound of coal to prodace
one cubic foot of gas: whereas three.quarters of a
peund of coal ought to produce nearly four feet of
gas; and the true result would be, that the receipts
of the company would be quadrupled. But the
farce is not over. The amount of coal said to be
congumed would yield about 75,600 bushels of coke=;
yet, in the same account, we find an extra charge
of §1,675 for coal for fuel for heatiny the furnaces,
whilet, in the accounts of the year, they state that
they have received for coke, tar, and lime,
AU0E6 N8 Td.

If this extraondinary statement recoils upon the
Commen Council, they have their commiee to
thark. Weonly turn their own wespons against
themeelves. At most, 600 tons of coal <hould
have both made the gas aud supplied the necessary
fuel (eolie) for the furnaces; and asthe great=st
quantity made is little more than 15,000 feet per day,
the charge for lubor, salaries, &oc., i« most extrava-
gant, asie, also, the charge for rejairs. Indeed, the
whole affair is as disreputable to the ITalifax com-
prny, asit isto the Common Council of New Vork,
to attempt to deceive the public with such infor-
mation.

We have thue effectnally digposed of the report
of the commuttee of the Board of Aldermen, and
shown, even from their own data, that gus can he
mapufectured from corl, and sold to the citizens,
thirty-gix per cent cheaper than its present price.
We have o right to as cherp gas »+ our a=ghbors
of Philadelphia, and we shall not be satisfied with
less. The commitiee igdeed tell usthata new
company csnnot compete with the old. letas
have a trial of that experiment.

Arramms v CEnTRAL AMERICA.—We have re-

ceived the Gaceta dil Salvador, 1o the 17th of
January. The news is very important, and we
translate several items that will be mteresting to
our readers. The preparatory Junte for the na-
tional representation ef Central Americe, was
organized on the 21st of December, 1850, under the

directions of the minister of the supreme govern-
ment of San Salvador. After examining and certify-
wng the certificates of the election of the represen-
tatives of the States of San Salvador and Nicara-
gua, 8r. D. Jose Barrundia was elected as Presi.
dent, and Jose Silva as Secretary of the National
Diet. It was organized on the 215t of December,
in the ecity of Chinandega, and presented by its

proceedings great hope for the future reunion of
the principal Statee of Central Ameriea. The ia:
habitants of Honduras published in the Guaceta of
Salvador, the following card:—

“ Who says that we favor the slaves of Gautemals
and others’ Ne! We are mot traitors, and we will
follow the omﬂu of Ban Balvador. Is it not evident,
that in this all- ublic affairs,
we should voluntarily wear the chaing of slavery, and
bind them not only on ourselves but on our children®
Are we stupid encugh for that’ No, upiom with 8al-
vador, We shall with it in defending republi-

Long life to lberty of thought, Long life to liberty of
the prese.
