enterprise. Our new President, Gen. Jose Gregn.
lio Monagas, will not "follow in the footsteps of
hia illustrious predecessor." the ex-President, hia
brother, Jose Tadio. This speaks well for him.
He immediately ordered all tho troops disbanded,
which his brother had called into service without
authority ef law, or the lra*t necessity, with the
exception of a few soldiers tor guards of stations.
He refused to have any body guards to escort hun
in the streets, or sentinels hi ms door. The ex-

president presented his brottier, the presidentelect,
with a general's uniform, and while he thanked
hia brother for it, he told hi<n he wn President of
Venezuela, and uot a general in the army, ami con¬
sequently had no occasion tor a uuifuroi lor the
next four years.

President Jose Gregorio is m iking a clean sweep
of office holders appointed by his brother. The
Ministers have all been sent to the right-about.
The Congress have impeached the late Miuisters
of War and Navy, also the Ministers of the Trea¬
sury and of Foreign Allurs, tor having built a war
sttamer at Philadelphia without sanction of law.
or any appropriation by Congress. One hundred
and Bixty-f<»ur thousand dollars have been used for
this purpose, of course wi.h the sauction of the ex-

president, *hen, it is alleged, that the steamer

only cost fifty thousand do.iars The builders in
Philadelphia will be able to settle this question.
The agent Bent to have the steamer built, wrote
and published a phamphlet against Gen. Paez, for
which eminent service the ex-president rewarded
him with the appointment as Miuister to the United
States. The punhcatiou of ihr pamphlet is report¬
ed to have cost $6,000. CoOitr<-es nas not only re¬

pudiated this unauthorized expense, but the Presi¬
dent elect has revoked the appointment of Minister
to the United States, made oy his brother. So
much for writing against the illustrious ex-presi¬
dent, Gen. Jose Antonio Paez. 11 good Miuisters
are appointed, and all the r< gues turned out of
office, Venezuela will yet stand erect, sod prosper.
The President says he means to be President of

'he whole people, and not of a party. But too
many Presidents make this profession, and forget
to fulfil their promises.The United States might copy, to advantage,

The postmaster who receives the pack-
sge at its destination, requires the person to whom
the package u directed to o,ien the same in his
presence, and verify its contents mil sign the re¬
ceipt, which the postmaster returns to the |K>st
office from whence it came, free ol charge, it ia
then delivered to the persou who mailed the pack¬
age.

Rscxption of thk Mosquito Kino at Sam Juan.
.We have before given an account of the recep¬
tion of the King of the Mosquito*, but the follow¬
ing in another which we find in the correspondence
of the New Orleans Picayune, under date of San
Juan, Feb. 16:.This town has been in a high state
of excitement for the last ten days, in anticipation
of a visit irom th* King. Last night, at 10 o'clock,
the Ingun finally came, and this morning, at early
dawn, her Britannic Majesty's war schooner was
dressed out in holiday attire, and a royal salute
was tired from her decka.a signal that he, the
King, was about to embark for town.
The Mosquito guard, eigi t men btrong, was at

once mustered and drawn up in line to receive his
Koyal Majesty, who came on shore at precisely 45
minutes and a hall past 7 A M . accompanied by
the csptain of the man-of-war schooner The mo¬
ment the royal cowhide brogans of his Royal Ma¬
jesty touched the ground, he was met by the Eng¬
lish consul, who escorted the august monarch to
the unfinished palace. Only think, Mr. Pic., bow
some fifteen or twenty or us republicans must
have felt on being ushered into the presence of
loyalty! 1 withstood the shock much better than
tome of mv companions, having been in the pre¬
sence of his Koyal Majesty at the royal piiace,Blue Fields, some time since.
At 27 minutes and 10 seconds past 8 A. M . I

like to he exact when speaking of important mat*
ters.his regal Majesty sat down to a royal ban¬
quet, prepared by her Britannic Majesty's consul,
and having given a royal wink, as much as to say
that grace might l>e dispensed with, he pitched
into the eatables with as good a will as any ordi¬
nary mortal. Whether he nad taken a cocktail or
t*o previously is more thun I can say. I only
spesk of wat I saw.
At 13 minutes past 10 A M , the feast having

ended, his serene and saffron colored Majesty took
an ainne on foot, flanked on either side by officers
of her Britannic Majesty's navy as his escort. The
ro>al trsin of five passed through the principal
streets of the city, their march leading, in what is
termed a bee line, from the palace to the Queen's
Slough From thence they proceeded to Copen¬
hagen Square, which they entered Indian file, his
Koyal Majesty in front. When directly opposite
what is known as the Turkey Buzzard Pen, the
royal procession came to a dead halt, when his
Majesty taking off' his cap. and wiping the perspira¬
tion from his forehead with the sleeve of his jacket,
graciously condescended to open his royal mouth
with the question " Wnt dat hous for dar 1" On
being informed, he put on his cap, and aguin pro¬
ceeded From the Buzzard Pen, the royal proces¬
sion went up Walling street to St Alban's, from
St. Albans to the Cock l'it, from thence to the
Rcyal Parade Ground, and from thence on until
they reached the Gin Shop. Here they took re¬
freshments all round, consisting of jerked beef and
something to wash it down, after which they scat¬
tered, each man his own way, and went off to take

The New Bedford Hubbi.tj Something or a
Hoax . The BostonAdvti titer, of yesterday, speak¬
ing of this funny affair, says :-3ome persons in
Boston, of whom one is known to be a reporter for
Uie abolition newspaper, 7Vie Commonwealth,
carrie.4 to New Bedford, on Sunday morning, the
story that a steamboat, with one hundred armed
men. under the orders of Deputy Marshal Riley,
had left the Navv Yard, at Charlestown, to arrest a
negro at New Bedford. We may, at the com
mencemmt, relieve the anxiety of the reader, by
stating that «<> lar bb. on diligent inquiry.we cau
learn, no such steamer has sailed; neither the
officer commanding at the Navy Yard, nor the act¬
ing marshal here, avouches any such expedition.
The report was started in New Bedford at six

o'clock on Sunday morning, and the bell on Liberty
Hall was tolled, as if the city was ia danger.

(tie main building, the moat of the former engagedin controlling the hoae and managing the pipea of
the various engine*, while he boya were amuaingthemaelves bv looking on. At least thirty men ana
bojs were thus situated when a loud crack was
beard, and at least two thirds of the building came
down with a tremendous crash, taking with it
every person on the building. The sheds at either
side of the bailding under which the Northern and
Southern cats run, came down at the aame time
thioush their entire length. There was one mo¬
ment of terrible heart ricknesa and suspense, and
then the rums were mounted by a hundred men
foi the relief of those who were amoug them fa
the building fell, several alid from the roof aud
landed clear ot the ruins, but more than half had
no opportuni'y for escape. The following persons
were among the injured -Spencer Saoderaou,
clerk in Dr Segur's drug store, son of Harvey
Sanderson, slightly injured; William Horton, son
of Contractor Horton. slighly injured, and com-

t>lains of his head; Charles Russell, brakemaa,
tesd badly contused, audfoue hand bruised, two or
three fingers broken.li ves on Washington st ; Fre©*
man Orcoit, tevere contusion on the leg and ankle.
Addison Vorrey, of New Haven, conductor on the
express train South; harsh grtt/.e down the hip and
the muscles of the thigh, sufficient to incapacitate
the limb ; Mr. Vorrey was standiog, with several
others, by the bell on the centre ot the roof at the
moment of the catastrophe; George Calkins, badly
hurt; Hasting*, in the t-mploy of the Western
Railroad Corporation at the freight house, probably
injured in the spine, as he cannot walk aud shows
no bruises; McHenry, severely hurt on the
hip; Abner Fields, employtd at Buitertield'a eating
house, both hopes of fore-arm broken; Thomas
Callahan, jives foot of Union itreet, head bruised,
and large incision in the scalp.was in the act of
putting up a Udder on one of the side roofs; James
Strickland, young man, spine apparently injured.
in much pain. In all, eleven individuals were taken
from the ruins injured, and, contrary to all expecta¬
tion, none of ihtm killed. It seemed impoasible
that all should thus have escaped. The acene
around was most excitiug. Women were wring¬
ing their binds for fear that a haaband or a son
was burisd, and every face was anxious and Bo¬
lt mn. The building was of wood, and was old.
It would have been necesaary to rebuild it very
toon, and its loss will be felt more in the inconve¬
nience to the large number of trains centering in it,than in a pecuniary point of view. Thia inconve¬
nience muat be great, as it waa the only passengerhouse ia Springfield for the accommodation of
northern, southern, eastern, and western travel.
The wounded were mo»tly removed from the
northern side of the building, and were taken into
the American Houae, where they were received

Fall ok a Church in Philadelphia..About five

o'clock thm morning, the Spring harden Presbyte¬
rian church, (Rev. JohnMtDowel), paator,) corner
ot Eleventh and W intar streets, fell with an awful
trash. The residents of the neighborhood, sud¬
denly aroused from their slumbers by the repirt,
were thrown into a state of the greatest alarm The
immediate cause of the disaster was the weight of
the snow which had fallen during the night. From
appearances, when we viewed the scene of the
ruins, this forenoon, the rafters must have broken
in the centre, when the root tumbled inwards.
The side walls were forced outwards, and the
whole masi of the upper timbers, girders, «Vc.,
lodged upon the pews in the main body of the
church Wistar street, to the walls of the houses
on the south side, directly opposite the church, is a
heap of bricks snd other rubbish. The north wall
damaged the back building of the neireet adjoin¬
ing dwelling on Eleventh street, and the bath
homes, dcc , of two or three of the houses
on Green street, backing upon the church,
were partially demolished. Several of the rear
chimneys of these houses were knocked
down, snd a hole wss s:ove entirely through
the wall of one ot the back buildings. The pillars
and ornamental portion of the front of th? church
are standing. The greatrr part of the back wall
is likewise remaining. The whole centre ot the
edifice is crushed to ihe basement story, which is
but .-lightly damaged Only a small portion of the
ceiling of ihe lecture room gave way. A bo/ in
one of the wrecked back building*, made a very
narrow escape.with his lile. Some domestics, who
were up, preparing to wash, also escaped, as if by a
miracle. We heard of no one biine injured.
Tiuly, a fortunate cm irm-iance. Hid the acci¬
dent happened when the congregation were wor¬
shipping. the result would hive been moat lameu-
tahle. The church was erected about four years
ago, and the lots to the congregation cannot, we
should suppose, fall much snort of $10,000. The
catastrophe is attributed to the bad constriction of
the building, which, it ia now plaiuly to he seen,
wss insecurely tied, and poorly roofed. Blame is
attached to both architect and builder; but the
former seems to c< me in for the largest share of the
ctnsure. There are various stories in circulation
about the matter; hut we refrain from giving them
publicity..I'luiadetphta Kvt.

The Chairman, upon introducing the speakers,

made some very appropriate remurkson the iuu-re»t
and importance of the >iuestion they were about to
debate, lie observed, thai at first aigju it might
appear uresump'.ious for youths to discus* a subject
which had so often engaged the attention wf per-
bo» of m&turer years. However, as they were
intending to take a historical rather than a philo¬
sophical view of the question, he hoped they would
prove to the highly intellectual audience present,that they were n«t endeavoring to soar too hi^h.After hi* well timed remarks on the nature of the
snbject, and the view in which it was to be consi¬
dered, the desirts ot all were somewh-it hightened
to hear the debaters advocate their respective
causes. These high anticipations were indeed
more than realized, when they heard the youngorators (all of whom we should suppose were under
eighteen,) maintain their respective positions, withsuch force of declamation, powerful reasoning,such eloquent and heartstirriDg appeals.The discourses of Messrs. Martin and Pinckney,wl o maintained that the downfall of republics is
mainly to be ascribed to moral causes, were re¬
plete with many examples, both ancient ind mo¬
dern, showing that moral corruption widely dif¬
fused throughout all classes, was what slowly but
surely sspped the foundations of Greece, Carthage,and Home, as also of the Italian republics, of
France and of Holland, in later ages.
Their opponents, Messrs. M(&luade and The-

bund, though it must be confessed they advocated
the weaker cause, so successfully over urned
some, and evaded others of the arguments ad¬duced on the side of moral causee, that the pas¬
sive listener, who perhaps a little before imaginedthe reasonings for moral agency incontrovertible,
found himself now somewhat in a similar state of
mind to the pliable judge, who, after listening to
the respective claims of plaintiff aud defendant,
impartially, though not very logically, cried out
" both must be right." But fortunately in the
present case, a more penetrating judge presided,and though equally impartial, more logical. After
weighing the arguments on each aide, clearly de¬
fining a moral and political cause, showing that
the two are inseparable, though either may pre¬
ponderate, and sdding that Prance of '93 must be
regarded as a social phenomenon, or rather
monster, not referable to ordinary rules, he pro-nounctd his deciiicn to this effect:.The down¬
fall of ancient republics, must )>e attributed rather
to rnoial than to political. that of modern com¬
monwealths, rather to political than moral causes.
The continued applause of the audience emphati¬cally bespoke their approbation, and evinced their
entire concurrence In the justneasot his decision
The music furnished on the occasion by the atu-

dt nis, under the guidance of their eminent profes
*or, Mr. Beck,'Jilied the soul of every suditor with
delight. In the present instance, Mr. Heck h is in¬
deed shown his talent as a composer, as well as a
skillful teacher; seldom, in academic halls have the
ears of any audience been regaled with such har¬
mony of sounds, or such sweet and soul stirring
notes, s- those joung warblers sent forth.
At the conclusion of the exercises, the Rev. Dr.

Forbes tepresented the audience, in expressingtheir thanks for the delightful entertainment afford¬
ed thmi by the young g« n. lemen, who displayed
such |>owers of eloquence, and such sound and
practical views on the important subject they so
ably discussed. lie rejoiced to find, iliat while
some were threatening to raise a sacrilegious h ind
against that I'nion which was conceived by t lie
mind of a Wm-hingon and a Jefferson, and cement¬
