t doubt it. The wanti of nature press upon
vs irvesistibly snd incessant; and if provision had
not been made to supply those wants, man, perish-
ing ona globe of rock, could raise his eye to heaven,
and tax even his Creator with injustice. What,
hen, should his feelings be towards cither popes or
1utroons, kings or congresses, who shut him out
from his Father’s heritage, rendering this fair world
to him n rock of aridness and sterility!

The first great right of man to fall back upon
the soil, to seek employment at the hands of nature,
whose wages is fixed and n?ulatedelg God himself,
has never, so far as | am instruected, formed more
than a secondary article in the creed of Mr. Gree-
ley, or the communists, or the socialists. Time
after time, both here and in  Europe, have they or-
ganized communities, and as often have rents nod
mortgages helped largely to break these communi-
ties down. Nevertheless, they do not appear to
bave understood the importance of having free land
to buse their experiments upon. "The movement
for land reform in this country—for redeeming
American earth to its legitimate ise—was not com-
menced by the socialists in thiz country, It was
commenced by the homespun farmers of Albany
county, in 1 Doubtless, ns good men ns these
have been infidel and soeinlist; but infidel or socinl-
ist these men were not.  Theirs was not the ardor
of the French youth bursting wpon surrounding
despots, to the soul-lifting voice of the Marseilles
hymn of liberty. Noj like the soldiers of Crom-
well's army, three-fourths of their inspiration and
their hope was drawn from the Bible. OF socialis-
tic idens they knew little, und cared a great deal
less, The family and the individual home were
sufficient for them, if they coulld ouly be permitted
tu enjoy those blessings in security und pence.

But this they were not permited. Lord ridden
Europe had spawned upon our shores a dirty ex-
ample of its aristocracy, in the shape of patroons.
The trade and oceupation of these patroons was to
levy o tribute of ** good marketable wheat" from
every farmer; and, moreover, compel him to eut
down and draw home the patroon's fire wood, amd
to fork over to the patroon a ";]mrt-l-r sale,” being
25 per cent upon the price of every farm, every
time it changed hands.

You may well ask, “why did the farmers take
such leases T 1t was done in thiz way. During
the first seven years of oeenpaney, there was no rent

The log-rolling, too, in
order to get this ponderons wreek into burning piles,
was rather more laborious than the similar Inbors
now so fashionable among the * national settlers™
at Washington.

The forest cleared, the cabin raised, and half &
dozen flelds fenced in, then arrived the time for
taking up the leases. These were found to gontain
all the reservations and restrictions above referred
to, in addition to the wheat rent originally agreed
upon.  Many of the settlers could not even speak
or understand the English language, and took the
leases just as they were offe to them, believing
the patroons and their lawyers to be **allhonorable
men.”  Tothe shrewder men who remonstrated, it
was replied that these things were n mere formula,
tk!liiuml to fill up the lease, and make it of & rea-
sonable legal prolixity. 1f still unconvineed, they
were told they might take the lease, or othorwise
they must leave the farm, and with it all the results
of their seven years labor. This settled the dis-
pute. farmer retired to renew his labors, shoru
of hope and of security.

WESTERN TRIBUTARIES OF THE WILLAMETTE,

The country lying between the Willamette and
the const range of mountains, is perhaps, n< beauti-
fully situated and well watered as any part of the
territory, or we might with iety say, as any
part of the continent. The Tuality, which emptics
into the Willamette above the Falls, has several
branches, whose sonrces are in the coast range of
mountning, and running northeast and southeast,
mingling their waters on Tuality Plains, and run-
ning thence enst to the Willnmette. Along this
river and its branches may be found an abundance
of fir and cedar, with alternate strips of prairie.
Severnl mills have already boen erected and are now
in operation on the branches near the base of the
mountain,

The next tributary of importance is the Yambhill
river, which emptics some twenty-two or three miles
above the mouth of Tuality. "It is navigable for
batteaux within three miles of Lafayette, which is
located at the fulls just below the junction of the
North aud South forks. The valley of the North
fork is small in extent, and not very well timhered,
many of the farmers being compe to go five or
#ix miles to the mountains for their timber for rails.
There is some onk along the hills whieh answers
every purpose for wood, The South fork has a more
extendod and beantiful lovel valloy. Along the
banks of the stream may be found consideratile lir
and other timber, yet many farmors on the broal
spread praivies, and along the foot of the const
runge, nre compelled to deaw their timber several
millca,  The bald biufs aling the west side of the
valley affords them plenty of stone, which can be
worked to very good advantage.

There is a gap in the range of monntains separa-
1il‘1&tln- valley of South Yuwhill from that of the
Rickreal, through which sa excellent road may

wass, without the least perceptible rise. Tho distance

om the mminﬁ of Yamhill river throwgh this gap
to the Rickreal, is varionsly estimated st twenty to
twenty-five miles. The valley of the Rickreal is
gently undulating, and, to the view, is as heautiful
a fplrl of the conntry as we have seen. The want
of timber in this valley will be seriously felt when
it comes to be settled; but, when these extensive

riviries shall beeome cultivated, this valley will be
voked upon as the garden of Oregon.  Many claims
have been takenon the prairies by the lnst emigrants,
but there are still a few more of the same sort left.
There is considerable timber along the stream, =
that those who settle upon it= banks are abundantly
supplied. The stream is by far the most beantiful
we have seen in Oregon. [t is from one to two rods
wide, about one foot deep in low water, very rapid
current, and a beautiful gravelly bed—the water as
clear as erystal. “The country sonth of the Rick-
real has more timber than the north part of the
valley, thongh mostly onk, which is not fit for rails,
being m-ubbﬂ.

From the Rickreal to the Lueamnteis from twelve
to fifteen miles.  Onapproaching the Luoamate, the
country becomes more rolling and better timberad.
The stream is about four rods wids, very dewp, and
rather sluggish, ‘T'he country on both” sides sufh-
ciently timbered for all purposes. There are no
fouring mills on this stream—the one farthest sonth
on this side of the Willamette heing Nesmith's, 1o-
ented on the Rickrenl, near the base of the coast
range of mountains. The soil along the Lucamute,
and between that and Mary's river, a distanes of
cighteen miles further south, is of execllent quality.

re are many boantifal locations yet to be made
in that seetion of the conntry, and we think if 4 man
cannot suit himself there he is hard to plense,

I'hie town of Marysville is located on the Willa-
mette, at the mouth of Mary's river. The site of
the town is on o prairie, which extends six or seven
miles northward; but timber is plentifal along the
binks of the Willamette and Mary's rivers. The
mouth of Mary’s river may be considered the head
of navigation above the falls at Oregon City, owing
o very heavy rapids which, wo were informoed at
Marysville, steamers could not get up.

In addition to the streams mentioned as the wost-
ern tributaries of the Willamette, there are num
rous small creeks and rivalets, whose waters flow in-
to the Willamette, watering the valleys in their
mennderings, rendering that part of the countey de-
sirable to those who seck conveolence, comfort, and
plensure combined.

A new weekly mail route has boen estublishal,
running from this place by Harris® Ferry, on the
Tuality, thenece through Chehalem valliy to La-
‘ayette, and then on nearly adireet line through the
f-‘? in the mmmiailﬁof which we have spoken, to

‘ol. Ford's, on the Rickroal, Mr. Linville's, on tha
Lueamute, and thenee to Marysville,  Thie will ace
commodate our friends in that seetion with as good
mail facilities as any portion of the territory enjoy.

WHOLESALY PRICES CURRKYTY
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The Probable t of Next Summer In
Dmrnu.

(From the Alla California, Fel. 16.]

It i now pust the middle of February, There
are not two weeks of winter, properly so called, loft,
Not more thaa five or six weeks of the senson
usually looked upon as, and called, *“ rainy,"” to ra-
main.  Yet we have not had as much rain sinee the
close of the last rainy season as fell in the first rain
in October, 1849, From the present indications,
and those which have prevailed for somatwo weeks,
it seems more than probable that the ** dey souson”
has actually begun. The cold west winds have com-
meneed swelling in upon us from the old ocean, and
scarce a hope remains that we are to have even the
quantity of rain usual between this date and the
end of March.

Under these cireumstances, indepeglent of our
intorest in the miners, and their prospocts in the dry
diggings, the question naturally srises, what is to
becowme of tho live stock of the country ! Aﬁrlcu-l-
tural pursuits will undoubtedly suffer exeee Inglly
in consequence of the want of rain; and the mis-
fortune will fall vory heavily upon many who have
but just commeneed farming, and have involved
their all in the new undertaking. Wherever they
have nrranged their land so that they can irrigate,
they may be able to avoid the ruin which n severs
and long drought would otherwise inflict 3 for,
however superior rain s to irvigation, the latter
will answer when the former cannot be had, and

ood erops may be realized by its use,

But the question ns to live stoek has yet to be an-
swered. he wealth of many of the people in this
State consists in their stoek.” The life of their stock
depends upon the supply of water und grass to which
they ean have access. Inmany parts of the country,
the long senzon intervening between the close and
beginning of the rainy season, even after the rain
has been abundant, suffices, with its dry sun anid hot
winds, to make both water and grass seares. What
will be their condition by next September, shonld
no more rain fall, is not difficult to imagine. The
grasz will be dead and worthless, the springs dried
up.  Somuch impressed that such will be the easo
is a large owner of cattle to the east of this bay, that
we wot of, that we hear he offers to sell sixteen
hundres head of eatile for thirteen thousand dol-
lars, obligating himself to drive them wherever the
purchaser mway desire. e fears they will all die
with the coming drought. 3

It is said that such seasons have beon experienceld
here before, and that the cattle died by thousands,
for want of sustenance, water and grass,  IHow
ought the rancheros to act, in view of such an
emergeney T Very little idea of improvement here-
tofore has been entertained by the people of this
conntry, and that of saving eattle by artifieinl
means, could searcely have been tried, it thoughi of,
#o indolent, generally, nre those wha vegetate on
these ranchos, like the weeds and thistles, and go-

¥ ¢t on many of these ranches, or stock farms, the
meand of irrigating the soil and 1urui||ﬁ water apon
land which, without it, is valueless nnd horbloss, are
easily found. Wells ean be sunk in places possess-
ing considerable elevation, and water found ar a
soint 20 much above the level of much of the land,
hat a strenwn might be turned upon it, and thus a
sustenance foreed from the carth to support the poor
brute ereation. In many of the little valleys nmong
the mountains there are streams which never dry
up, and which a nliaghl seqnaintanee with engineer-
ing might ennble the farmer to wicld to his own will
and the salvation of his stock and erops.

We understand that some have already eom-
menced preparing for the approaching time of trial
by examining and surveying preparatory to turn-
ing, by slight canals, the water of the creeks into
new meadows, and for new purposes. It may be,
after all, that this dry season, should it prove so,
will be an immediate means of doveloping the re-
sources of the country anid the energies of Ther pero-
ple, by foreing them to devise ways and means to
make themselves, their flocks, amd farms indepen-
dent even of the annaal rains. The irrigatiog jar:-
guution should be tried—the work commenced ut
ouee, ere it be too late,
