if exceedingly ample, embracing in tge whole about
a hundred thousand square feet, and constituting
little less than a tenth of the whole exhibiti
ce of the building. Out of this one h
thousand feet, it was most distinetly inti-
mated by the exeeutive committee, during their
correspondence with the French commission, that
50,000 feet should be deducted for walks and pas-
sages. It would seem, however, thaut the French
loeal committees deult with their contributors as if
the whole 100,000 e were nvailable for the display
of their produetions. Notive was given to persons
who had obtained gold medals in their own exposi-
tions, that an unlimited quantity of goods would be
received from them, and silver inedallists were led
to believe that their treatment would be little
less liberal. The natural consequence of these in-

considerate proceedings was an influx of eontribu-
tions, for the sceommodation of which the very
ample space accorded was totally inadequate.

Up!:n the diseovery of this unpalatable fact, varions
devices were put in requisition by the French au-
thorities, to procure either an extension of their
spaces, or a curtailmant of the extent of the pas-
sages by whish they are traversed. The exceu-
tive committee, however, were inexorable. They

inted to the fact that the original number of
E,'lli!h contributors was 9,000, who, by the exercise
of judicious weeding aud seleetion by ovur logal com-
mittees, have been reduced to 6,000 ; and they
enlled on the French commissioners to exercise a
similur system of vigorous compression, and to re-
‘]c\'l everything not stamped with indisputable excel-
ence of some kind. They are at present employed,
we believe, in this work of pruuine, and when the
vast mass of contributions with which they have to
deal shall have been reduced within the requisite
dimensions, the arrivals of French productions at
the building will no doubt be large and froquent.
Among the most interesting of the foreign arrivals
during the last few days is a colosal figure of a
lion in bronge, which hus been forwarded from Bava-
ria, und is the work of the seulptor, F. von Miller.
