The End of the Bull Fight in the Senate.

The Senate have spont two days, at two sessions
each day, in disposing of the Bull and Saydam afuir.
This moruing the resolution offered by Mr. Mann,
yesterday, was tuken up, which contemplated tho
imprisonment of Dull in the Albany jail for the term
of fifteen deys, being the remuainder the session of
the Legislnture. Soveral of the epecelics on both
sides of the question were very able; but it was
soon perceived, from the tarn which the dobate took,
that party lines were to be pretty stiictly deawn,
and that Ball’s whig friends would not consent to
his imprisonment, Mr. Babeock the leader of them,
declareing that b had committed no offence under
the revised stututes, which would authorise the
Senate to ioflict that punishment. Mr. Geddes,
another whig Seuator, thought Ball was suffering
under o sufficient peoalty by being discbarged from
the rervice of the Jenate.

On the other side, Mr. Mann and others contend-
ed that as Yull had been guilty of a most palpable
contempt of the Senate; had procured o paper
from three Senators frandulently, and which he had
used purposcly to obtain money wron y. that
thereture the dignity of the Senate boen rom-
promised, und itd honoe insulted ; thist bJr inflieting
the proposed punishment, the dl[nlly the Menute
ro fir ns his hnproper conduet wik e Illil
be vindiested.  The vow was fiually taken, and his
imprisorment refusod by a vote of 16 to 11.  All who
voled against the resolution were whige, except
Messrs. Brandretl, (rook, Skinoer, on and
Tuttle—=nll who voted in favor wore demoorats, ox-
eopt Messes, Beekmon, Uroling and Uross.
