The stock market closed more'buoyant y< sterdafT, than
It opened The -depression In the mnrniii* was merely a

temporary ruactlon. which we uUtlp4r4. The rise for
the ft w days previous had been too rapid to be *u.<-

ttiurd. hikJ it induced many large holders to realixe
Thin brought oat u gr< at deal of mil stock, and brought
la a new class of purchaMM. This can by no ui">tn-i

be cousideced an uufuvorable feature. an it gives creator
atrength to the market, by attracting speculators at
higher prices. There in. therefore, greater nirn.itjr for
keeping up the excltemcnt, to enable those who have
¦»«>re recently «on« in. to r<>nlize a profit. Within the
past week prices have advanced from three to five per
cent, hikI the transactions have been unusually large.
An important .change hint taken place in the position of
Hevcral ««f the heaviest operators ill the stre't; but
come <4 the largest houses are ("till bearing the
Market with ail their strength. The prospect at
present is certainly more favorable for them than it was
last week at this time ; but it is our impression that they
will nuike a fatal mistake. There is no doubt but that
we are about entering, or rather have entered, upon a

speculative movement of considerable importance, and
that prices must for a time longer continue to improve.
The expansion has been thus far too rapid; but the pro-
liability is that it will hereafter be slower, and pcrhap-i
more pennant lit. Tlu re is yet a moderate margin for
an advance but it 1 1 1u 1 bo judiciously managed, or it
will never be realised.
The monthly increase in the receipts of our railroad

companies, is the surest basis for an improvement in
prices for the stock of each. The receipts of the Harlem
Kailmad Company for March, 1851, were $t2.H15 1»1,
against $32,506 '£> for the corresponding uimth la»t
year, showing an increaae of $10,018 »:l, equal to about
thirty-two ]>er cent. The increase in earnings thus far |
thin year, amounts to $27,093 94. equal to $118,775 76. for
the year. The estimated Increase Is $100,001), but
there is no doubt that will be exceeded.

.on fur pleasure travelling is about opening,
and the probability Is that it will this year exceed
anything of the kind ever before realixed.

As soon as the extension is completed to
Chatham Four Corners, the Harlem Company will con¬
nect with at least one thousand miles of railroad, from
most of which It will draw more or less business. It
would l>e well enough for th'^« interested to consider
three things, before parting with their stock at present
price*. The monthly returns of the Norwich and Wor¬
cester Railroad Company exhibit a steady increase
In receipts.

The total In-
crraae. thus far this year, hn* been about fire thousand
dollars. The prospects of this company are good, on ac-

count of Its locality and the probability of its conuectiug
with some direct through land route to Boston.
