The chief cotton factories here
are at Peubla, at Orisaba, at CQueretaro, and at
Guadalajara. It is estimated there are from ten to
fifteen millions of eapital invested in manufactures,
in the republic of Mexico. Most of the owners are
Mexicans, but there are some Englishmen and
other foreigners concerned in them.
