The evidence, Insubstance. clickied bofore
the Coroner, showed that the deceasal, with several
Others, betwoen deven and twelve o'click o Sunday
night. called at the private Lhouse of Bmith Ibois, in the
Teuthavenue. and knocked agningt the bailding. A young
wan sboul reveutven yoars of pge. by the name of Johin
Mustezsom, looked oot of the window from up stades,
evidently to wrecrtadn what they wunted, some romarks
then pasced Lotwien then, and Boek, the doosasad,
if Mastersom cnme dovwn stairs he would kiek Lim.  Mus-
terson, ot Connted nt sll went dowo stedrs aml outslde |
the door, when Beck and himsolf pased o few blows to-
prther. Afterthis it soems o peniernl runniog fight was
kept up among the partics, svd in the mwuss Beek lost
hie enp, snd went back to endeavor to find it; the fight-
fog was U meooewed. A young man by the name of
Colyte Hoyt, who wos in the company of the deceassd,
radd be beard an exelatuntion, HIIL}. on turning srouml,
he buw o man with a club clovated. in the act of striking
s blow, ood by dhe volee, mf-wwd the porson to be Juhn
Master=en; but bedore the blow was strack, the witness
turned bis bpd, and then bo beard the sound of the
blow rr he was rouning awny. The witness could nos
ewonr poritively that Masterson wes tbe persin who
struek the blow, Offcer Post Lestifiod o finding the
deccaied om the aveuue, coveral with bosd. and, cp
taking Lim up. be sald ~Le paroful.” as bis arm was broken,
Om srriving ot the ation house the offiecr agnin asked
how dteccunred,  The deecased answorsd that he would
tell wiore jo the morning, but at present it hurt him to
tulk. I Chureh, of the New York Mospital, testiticd to
mnking the post mertom examination, aod found a severe
compund fracture of the skull.
