It seems that bo bat taken pas¬
sage in the Niagara steamer, and gone to Europe,
on pretence of visiting the World's Fair, where he
way probably slay months, if not years, with his old
crony, Tow Warner. Wilkes is mow in a very pe¬
culiar fix, and none of the associates whom he has
l.'ft behind, either lawyers, agents, reporters, or
stool pigeons, will be able to get hiui out of the
hands ofjustice.

In the Jordan case, he has outraged all engnged
in the proceedings, by cootiuuiug his libels uu the
court in l'oughkoepsie, to say nothing of the at¬
tacks on his old friends, Judge Greenwood Si Co.,
of Brooklyn.

The tenth article of the treaty between the

United Ftates and Great Britain, entered into in
1^12, provides that all persons charged with fbo
crime of murder, or assault with intent to column

murder, or piracy, or arson, or robbery, or forgery,
or the utterance of forged paper, shall be given up
to justice. According to this treaty, a lugithe
