His backers were net
convinced by the losses they then sustwined, and it
was resolved to test the merits of the two horses
this epring.  Voltigear, like Flying Dutchman,
stood very high, having earried away every race;

Thore were faster roces
that day, and cither of these horses could havs |
covered the ground in quicker time, therefore you
should ot judge of their powers by the above re- |
sult. Large sums changed hands, for Voltigenr
wes evenly backed up to the time for starting. s‘!'I:n
railway lines reduced their fares for the occasion,
granting return tickets, thus swelling the hugs |
mass who congregated to witnees one of the great- |
est races ever run in England. No aecideut oe-
eurred to mar the sports of the day, asin the cas:
of the Chester races, when balf a dogen persous were
killed outright, and forty wounded, by one train |
runnivg into another in the Sulton tunnel.

A warm sun with a piercing east
wind is unfavorable for the prowenade, aod checked
the influx of visiters to the Exhibition. The
amount received ot the doors frem the five shilling
visiters' has avernged £2,000 per day—a warm day
sending the receipts up to £2,200—a dack cold duy
lowerivg them to £1,i00. Iudependent of these
sums, the season tivkets find a ready sale: and, in-

elndinilhe exhibitors, there nre frequently forty to
fifty thousand people in the L'r.vaug Palace at one
time.

There is no important thing in politics now to be
mentioned; but a few items, which may, perhaps,
nfter awhile become interesting, shall be given,
The fusion of the two branches of Bourbons, with
the aim to retwrn to France after the Hepublie
shall be “done brown,” is always the most import-
ant joind of every one’s conjecturc—and this new
phase of polities inds many partizans in the ranks
of the statesmwen who are at the head ot the Legis-
lative Assembly. It has been deeided by the ma-
Jority to oppose the re-clection of the President,
aod the remodelling of the constitution; having thus
a purpose to overthrow the present state of affairs.
In order to attain this aim, meetings of all sorts are
held in Paris and in the departments. A grand
dinner ﬁnrty waus given last night, at the houge of
Mme. Poszo di Borgo, at which were present Geno-
ral Changarnier, Guizot, Duchatel, Vitel, Dume
Salvandi, de Noailles, Partoret, de Lavalette, m‘:f
many other tl‘uﬁnflﬂlhﬂl servitors of the Bourbon
and d'Orleans families.

This, 1 fear, will not take
place, for M. Ledrn Rollin would play a very
gubious game, and would run the riek of fosing the
party. It would be teo bad for him thus to expiate
the itc-m of & ** night at the Elysée.”

General Cavaigoae, who is, 1 may say, the more
honest candidate of the tarlg Asfor M. Nadauod,
who is the candidate of M. de Girardin, through
the journal La Presse, 1 consider his nomination
as o mere jew desprit of the able publisher, who is
a wan of bumor, sud uever retrogrades in presence
of an argument.
