MONEY MARKET.
Thursday, Mny 30.0 P. M.

The buoyancy In the stock market still continues.
Quotations for all the leading fancies are steadily ad¬
vancing. and there is an active demand for railroad
Mocks generally. The movement is a healthy one, and
will be, without doubt, sustained. Outsiders have made
their appearance within the past week in large numbersi
and they purchase with a good deal of spirit and confi¬
dence. 'The reports which will soon be made out, show-
in* the earnings of our leading railroad companies for
the month of May this year, compared with the corres¬

ponding month last, will, without doubt, have a very fa¬
vorable influence upon prices for the different stocks,
and prove satisfactory to holders. However great the
per cent increase in earnings for May, we have no doubt
but that the earnings for June this year will show a

greater excess. It must be borne in mind that the re¬

ceipts of our most prominent railroad companies this
year, thus for. have been only from the usual sources of
business. The season for pleasure travel has hardly
commenced; but when it does open, there will be such a

rush as was never before seen in this country. The
masses were never before in such a prosperous con¬
dition. They have the means to travel, and they
will make the first opportunity available. The peo¬
ple of this country have a propensity for travelling and
if they have the means, they carry it out to tho utmost.
The large earnings of our railroad companies are not
merely temporary. They are derived from permanent
sources of income, and the greater they become, the
greater the per cent increase. Railroads connected
dirvctly with this city, are likely to be more productive
than any others. The rapid growth of New York in
wealth and population directs everything connected with
the trade and commerce of the country to this point; and
every mode of communicating with the interior, or with
the seaboard, by land or water, cannot be but most pro¬
ductive, and among the best paying stock investments in
the world. The Harlem and Long Island railroads, the
New Haven and Hudson line roads, and the New Jersey
railroad, all terminating in this city, must grow with its
growth and whatever may be the result of the competi¬
tion going on between railroads in other sections of the
country, those above-named cannot be injuriously
affected. Their geographical position is sufficient to
aecure to tliem any amount of business, and the time Is
not far distant when their capacity wiU be tested to the
Utmost. Those who purchase Harlem and Long Island
at present prices, for permanent Investment, will in less
than two years realise par for them. New Ilaven rail¬
road, two years ago. was selling at ninety per cent;
It Is now selling at 117 per cent. Harlein preferred
was at that time selling at 90 per cent; it now sells at
114 per cent. New Jersey Railroad has sold as low as
00 per cent; It now sells at 113 per cent. Uarlem old
Mock, a few years since, sold at 40 per cent, and no one

woald touch It at that price; It now sells at 74 and 77
per cent, and is Inactive demand at these prlees. Long
Island,*short time sine*, sold at 10 and 12 per cent; it
now sails at 32 a 24 per cant, and the bulk of the pur-
chasas at these prices is for permanent investment.

Five new banks have already been formed In New
Jersey, under the general banking law of that State, and
two more are in contemplation. A certificate has been
Sled in the office of the Secretary of State, for an Insti¬
tution to he called the Atlantic Bunk of Cape May, with
. capital of $60,000 Another bank is to be established in
Cumudnsville. Banks are springing up like mushrooms,
In every section of the country, and, if they goon much'
longer at this rale, they will be as disastrous to the best in¬
terests of all classes as a swarm of locusts to vegetation.
Within Ihe past twelvemonth the banking capital of
this country has Increased full fifteen millions of dollars,
¦early oae half of which has been In this city. New Jer¬
sey will soon be literally covered with banks. The Free
Banking law, passed last winter, Is already beginning to
work. Most of the banks started have no more to do with
the commercial interest of New Jersey, than with Cali¬
fornia They have been established by brokers having
offices In Wall street, who circulate the bills In this city,
and then redeem them at one half per cent discount.
The Issues of these banks are secured by deposits of go¬
vernment and flute securities, and they will doubtless
obUin a large circulation; but the effi-ct of increasing at
such a rate the imper currency of the country cannot
but, ultimately, be most disastrous (Speculation, over-
action in trade, extravagance, and all Its concomitant
evils, flow from a rapid Increase of banks, and the usual
result must follow The supply of gold from California
may be all that la anticipated, and the receipts may be
regular, but rven that will not prevent a financial revul¬
sion It may be put off and the bubble become more in
Bated by the influence of California gold but when It
does collapse, the more ruinous will he the consequence*
The explosion* of 1837 were the result of the enormous

expansion of credit during the previous three years. It
I* true the basis it more solid and substantial now than
It was at that time; but no foundation can he constructed
strug enough to stauil the Immense weight accumulate
jngjuid unless some check I* applied to the progress of
credit*, a crash similar to that experienced in 1837 will
sooner or later take place.

reney. Unfortunately for the success of this great
movement, aa exploeinu took place in Pennsylvania,
that completely frustrated the proposed plan. The
Susquehanna llauk was ergaged in the nne important
matter, and the suspension of that Institution, which
was immediately followed by the explosion of the State
Hank of Morris. New Jersey, destroyed at once the hopes
of the financial philosophers engaged, and opened the
eyes of those who had been so extensively duped. For¬
tunately for the people of the West, this denouement to>k
place before the large amount of bills sent among them
for distribution had been put into circulation; and the
receivers of each of the three banks engaged in this
financial operation, hare found It very difficult to tell
which bills were actually in circulation. aDd which were
in the hands of agents, at the tints of the collapse. Bills
which were at that tiiuc in circulation, have been since
bought up by brokers, and the receivers have a very dif-
ficult duty to perform in making proper discrimination
in the division of assets. The twenty-three thousand
dollars in bills of the New Hope Delaware Bridge
Company were, it is strongly suspected, a portion of the
batch loaned to the Columbus Insurance Company to cir¬
culate in Ohio, and the party presenting them underweut
a very severe and tedious examination and cross-examina¬
tion. It Is the intention of the receivers to refuse every
bill, a satisfactory account of which cannot he given;
and, if they succeed in detecting and rejecting the liyga
amounts surreptitiously obtained, the other billholdcrs
and stockholders may get a good dividend. The re¬

ceivers will hold another meeting in a few days, when
the subject will be thoroughly investigated, and finally
disposed of. While the receiver"' are endeavoring to do
their duty in relation to the debtors and creditors of
the New Hope Deluwuro Company, the Susquehanna
Hunk, and the State llank of Morris, we hear very little
about the parties guilty of the swindllug operations
which led to these explosions; and the probability is that
those whose duty it is to bring these offenders to justice,
will suffer them to go at large, to prey agaiu upon the
community. We cannot call to mind it solitary instance
where one of these financiering philosophers has been con¬

victed and punished. Our State prisons and penitentiaries
are filled with burglars and petty larceners.with poor
devils who have, perhaps, been compelled, by pinching
poverty, to perpetrate some small piece of villauy.while
hose who have robbed thousands of their la-t dollar.
who have wasted the means on which widows and orphans
have depended to keep them from starvation.who have
rioted in luxury, while their victims have walked our
streets as beggars.still rank high among our most honor-
aide and respectable citizens, and contiuue to hold places
of trust. The influence of money in our courts of law
is too palpable to be disguised. We need not go back
manj months to find dozens of illustrations of its potency
and power; and it is. therefore, folly to suppose, for a mo
uicnt, that justice will be meted out to those who. of ail
classes of criminals on the face of the earth, deserve the
severest punishment.

Ogdenv-
burgh," as stated. The Northern Railroad is one of the
most successful iu New England. Its stock sells at
seventy-one.Hie dividend of $2 per share, recently de.
( lured, off. The capitul stock of $2,768,400 is represented
by 27.084 shares, at $100 each. The road owes nothing,
and after paying the dividend of June, 1851, has a surplus
on hand of $00,067 60. Most of this is available, and
$30,000 of the amount lias been set aside as a reserved or

contingent fund. The remainder will be required for a
new locomotive, fuel, new freight cars, and repairs of
track. The total income for the year ending April 30
1861. was $287,957 79.expenses of ail kinds. $124,409 91
.net profits. $163 547 88. or within a fraction of six per
cent on the capital of the road. The directors state their
belief that it would have been injudicious to pay more

than four per cent in dividends during the year, but that
in future the dividends will be increased, even if the net
earnings should not exceed those of 1850-'51. They
have been anxious to put the Northern road in the
most efficient condition. They speak hopefully of the
future, in alluding to the recent opening of the Vermont
and Canada, Passumpsir. Ogdetisburgh. and other roods
