The influence of the great influx of gold from

California has bad much to do in bringingaabout
thk state of things. Trobably about one hunlrot
ami fifty mliion* of dUlar< in g.ld have come from
the mines on the Pacific side of the continent with¬
in three years. This naturally has stimulated
every channel of trade. Look, for instance, at its
effect upon the shipping interests of the country.
What s;etes of activity mark every ship yard in
every port, and in almost every one of our river
towns which can float a vessel down to the sea.

How vast an increase has there been in the ship
chandlery line.in our cordage factories.in our
sail lofts, and in every branch »f business connected
with the marine service. Then reflect upon the
constant tide of passengers floating in and out of
the Atlantic to the I'aeiflr, the aggregate returning
from < alifoinin enriched by their spirit of adven¬
ture. B« -ides all this, what an immense State ha«
sprung into existence, as if by magic, hereafter to
blend the hardy activity of the New Lnglander
with the oriental case and luxurious manners of
the Asiatic-producing a kind of society on the
western coast of this continent tu.h as the world
never saw, and of which it h»s yet scarcely
dreumed-a people vigorous in war, daring ami
energetic in commercial enterprise, and which, at
no distant day, will break the seals that conceal
.lap ar. and China, and amalgamate the Asiatic and
the faxon races.

Well, this great expansion of enterprise, and of
extravagance as a consequence of it, all grovs out
of the abundance of gold; and but for our success in
obtaining it, long before this our bank' would have
be. n bereft of specie, and a general flare-up would
have v"U'd. We should have been In the -aine condi¬
tion as we were six years ago, when an explosion
would ha v e taken place but for th. famine in Ireland,
which made an extraordinary demand for our bread-
stuffs, and thus tumid the current of specie bu- k
toward* ' ur -hores At the present time, it Is only
the resource |«>ssessed in < alifornia gold that enn-
blts us t< meet the otherwise inevitable result of
the cotton crios in Kngland, which has acted alrea¬
dy with considerable severity upon us. Indeed,
strong as we now s. em, it is tot too much to say
that if the ( alifornia mines were to give out for one
year, tin re would be one of the greatest comuior-
cial j>«ni<'" known -ince l"<t7. Promising as every¬
thing now appears, there are grounds for apprehen¬
sion that California will not continue to yie <1 stea¬

dily her tribute to the world The stories from the
mines sre glowing, but etill they are not altogether
reliable in a commercial point of view. It is quite
possible that the ensuing twelv. months will prove
that any deprudrt.ee f»r a regular supply of gold is
out of the question. The yield must always he an

uncertain one; and ifwt have cornet information,
the diggings have already been swept pretty 'lean
by the adventurous laborers who have v isited them
In this state of things, we cannot anticipate any
tl big lets than the desire of the emigrants on the
Pacific to .titer the mineral regi< ns of Mexico, fruit¬
ful both in gold and silver.

Resolved, That to sell the soil ut such prices as it will
conunund under the monopoly system, is a virtual ex¬
clusion of the groat body of humanity from all interest
in the earth on which they were horn to live, and ef¬
fectually rutuugati s the people to the will of the few.
Upon whom they are as essentially dependant as if they
were their absolute property

Resolved. That iu the light of nature, aud of that Pro-
videuce which is no respecter of persona, the bouuties of
nature belong equally to nil. of which each has the right
to partake to the extent of liis necessities ; there¬
fore, no one ha* a right to more of the earth * surface,
which is u provision of nature, than he can cultivate with
hi* own hands, if lie he a farmer, or to more than he
wishes to use for the comfort of his family if he be a
in. cliuiiic. merchant, or professional man, lest by so do¬
ing, he rob some one else of a supply.

There wax a slight lull In the stock market to-day. and
quotations for most of the leading fancies receded a l'rae-
tion.
