Virginta Folltics—=The New Constitution—
The Oid Deminion Awake.

The spizit of the age s eminently liberal, pro-
greesive, and uiilitarisn.  Revolation is the ordos
of the day. Uvwer the face of ths habitabls ear:h,
the prrvading sentimonts and the prevailing pria-
elples nre, change, improvement, advancement,
progreas, revolution. When Burke declared that
“the sge of chivalry s gons,” he proclaimed the
day of practical thinge. 1t is upon we—we are lo the
midst of an all-pervading revolation. The prew—
stesm — rommerse—switvn—electiriei .y, bave nfeat
od, azd are offestiog, tiowyphs over hoary despol-
Sems avd barharisame, before whish the vietories ¢
Napoleon dwicdle into mere ccones of human
alacghtcr. The republicans of Earope, in arms,
bave fulled, sud may fml—the tyrant of Naples
may gloat over the victims who Gl his dangeons —
the despot of Austria, who owes his throne and bl
empire to the Cosracks, may, in eervile lmitation
of the stardy Nichulas, set up an absolate sy stem—
® tem porary resction in Frasce may reinsiate the
Bourbons or the empire—bat the modern idoa that
the rights of kings are usurpations of She rights of
mev, advances, and s d.fueod with the physical -
provements of thy day. Ner cac we deubt its ulii-

mate universal adoption.

In sur own country, though sebilng out farin the
wan of the nations, the pragross of iberl pric-
alpler, within the lost ten yeuow, has beea unpreoe-
dented, but 2o silently acd caoothly scecmaplished
&8 almost Lo ereapo observaiion. The teansizion,
distinet ae the shangs from the ehiryealia ta the byt
terfly, ard as beau'iful, trantpiviog immedatel;
fore our cyer, ha praresly challeaged ovre atient an
For axumple—and i is & most remarkasie and in
terestiog example—of the old Commonwag'th o
Virginia, proud of her kingly traditions, and dmos

L

officers are elocted by the Legislature; the sheriffs,
and even the county magistrates, are or
commissioned by the Gorernor. Of all the offiziale
of the State, the people, under the existing restrict-
ed and invidious elcotoral system, have oaly the
choice of the Legislature. This constitution, invi.
dicusms it is, 18 great improvement oa the old one,
and has been in operation for twenly years. It
requires no argument to thow that it is full & quar-
ter of a century behind the times. Bug the State
was getting passe and seedy in this old garmens,
and has just taken the urasure, and given out the
work fora new dress of the prevailing fashion—lace
sleeves, closcly-filting eorsage, (for which she has
an excellent figure,) long waist, and flounses. The
differen se is a8 striking as that between the mode of
the French Restoration, and the Parisisn perfec-
tions of the present day.

By the new constitution of Virginis, the system
of uuniversal suffrage is establishod—all free white
male citizens, of sane mind and of tweaty-one
years of age, having resided in the State two yoars
and in the county one year, being entitled to vole.
The Governor, State officers, legislature, judgos,
sheriffs, and even the magistrates, nre mads elective
by the people. This is leaping into the front rank
at & single bound. The lovidious and mischievous
privilege of & multiplication of votes to extensive
landholders, is adolished; ibe ridiculous distine-
tiors between freeholders and houseless working
men, are superseded ; and the right of the people
to the choice of all the officers of their govern-
ment is broadly and frankly admitted.

But the most liberal movement by the Stateis

class of citizens who will be entitled to vole, if the
rew constitution is ratified, are admitted to vote on
the question of its adoption. This will, no doubt,
cwrry the questicn by ae overwhelming majority.
Under the existing restrictions, the aggrogaie po-
pular vote of Virginia is butlittle above 91,000. It
is estimated that the removal of prosent restrictions,
#nd the introduction of uriversal suffrage, will add
to it at least 50,000 votes. Oihers have calculated
the increase st from 70,000 to 75,000 votes. Atall
evente, the inercace will be large, and the oxten-
sion of the franchise will exert a most potential and
salutary effpet upen the destinics of the State.
The heretofore proseribed citizens will be elovated to
an equel fooling with their wealthier neighbous; and
their suffrages in the losal elections will give them
weight and zocial influence in the community. In
a woid, the effect of the new constitution will be to
bresk down the barriers between existing castes, to
elevate the free white working man, to harmonize
society, and to give a practicsl impulse aad dirse-
tion to the spirit of enterprise and improvemens
which has been lately awakened in the State. It
will tend to stop emigration from the State, and to
bring immigration into it. After a sleep of bweaty
years, like Hip Van Winkle, Virgiuia has waked
up, and Is stirzing herself io & very adiirabls
manner to redeemn ber lost time, and to relrieveher
lest ground.

The election for members of Congreas, underthe
old eysten and apportionment, takes plase on the
fourth Thursday in Ceotober. The question of the
ratification of the evnstitution is to be deeldsd un.
der the universal suffrage system, on the samo day.
Members of the Legislature ure also to be elscted,
socording to the old apportionment ; bat if the cew
corstitution !s ratifled, the legislative clection is to
be superseded by 2 mew election, under the now
apportionment, in Decsmber next. Ab the samo
tme, s Governor and Lieatenant Governor, &e..
are to be elected; and next spring, the county offi-
cers will be chosen in another ‘elostion; afier
which the State elections will ceenr regularly from
time to time. On the 2ith instant the whigs held
a State convention, in Charlottesville, for the
nomeization of their State candidates, inclading the
(rovertor; snd on the eame day the demoerats hold
thelr eenveuntion in Staunton, for similar nominations
for the Decomuber elections. The impression seoms
to prevall thet the new conatitution will add to the
democratic prepondsrance in the State; but how-
ever that may be, the aocieat regime is passel,
the supremazy of the standstill polisy s extio-
guisbed; and with the new constitution, & now
epoch opens to Virginis, of pregress and improve-
went. Then will she be on the high road to as-
sume again her primary importance in the Union.
The spisit of the age is progressive. They who do
aot advapee with it must fall behind. Saccess to
