Having come to the United Btates to aveil mynelf, for
the cause of my country, of the sympathy whioh I had
reason to belleve existed inm the beart of the ma-
tion, I found it my duty to declare, in the first moments
of my arrival, that it is my misslon to plead the inde-
pendence of Hungery and the liberty of the European
continent, before the great republic of the United Btates.
My prinoiple in this respect s, that overy nation has the
sovereign right to dispose of ita own domestic aflaics,
without sny forelgn interference; that I, therefore, shall
oot meddle with any domestie concerns of the United
Btates, and that [ expect It from all the frieads of my
cause not to do anything in respect to mymelf, that
could throw dificulties in my way, and, while express-
ing sympethy for the cause, would injure it.

It in with regret that [ must feel the necessity of agsin
making thet appeal to the public opinioa of this coun-
try. nnd particularly to those who profess themselves to
be the frienda of my ceuse, to give one proof of thair aym.
pathy by avolding every step which might entangle me
inte diculties ln respect to that ruie which [ have
adopted, aud which I sgain deolare to be my leading
principle, vis: mot to mix, snd not to bs mixed up with
