Netwithstanding the snow was falling rapidly, a large
erowd, of seversl thousands, of both sexes, assembled in
fromt of the United Btates liotel, st am esrly hour this
evening, awalting the arrival of the torch-light proces-
sion in honor of Kossuth, the arrangements for whieh
were complete ln every respect.

The doors of the holel have been closed, to keep out
the crowd

The excitement in the city is increasing rapldly.

The grand torchlight procession renched Kossuth's
quarters about half past nime o'cloek. 1L was composed
of the members of the various German socleties of Phila-
delphin,

Fifteen hundred torcheslighted up the sosne, and the
ranks of the procemsion contaimed mot less than three
thousand individuals, who, with the large concourse as
sembled before the hotel. bumbered at least ten thousand,

The dense mass wedged up the whole of Chestous
street. from Fourth to Fifth streets, and crowded the
great steps and portico of the old United States Bank
bullding.

Numerous banners, mottos, and insignia were dis-
played. Among them we notised s spirited represonts-
tion of the reception of Haynau at the brewery. French,
German, Hungarisn, Italian, English, snd American
flags, were borne in great numbers,

Two bands of music were in attendance. and pliyed
several American and Hungarian nationsl airs,

* A fine chorus of voloes, from the Mennsrchor—s
G:mmueuuhhn. several songs, in capital
style.

The enthurissm was immense,

The peliing smow storm was at its height when the
prooession formed, and moved up to the hotel; yet the
company stood their ground over an hour, while the
serenade was proceeding, and the soclety’s committes
were walting om Kossuth at his room.

The grandeur of the scepe was heightened not a little
by the fact of the storm—the glare of the torches being
subdued and roftened by the showers of snow falling in
the driving wind.

Korsuth was not able to appear in response to the call
of the company. His place was supplied by Mr. Hajnik,
one of his sulte, who addressed them in German. He
spologized for the Governor, and utmud thanks for
their demonstrations of respect and

The assemblage dispersed shortly aM ten o'clock,
with loud eheers for the Governor of Hungary.

Kossuth will lesve here on Saturday, speak in Balti-
more the same evening, and be in Washington on Mom-
day.
