A military government
similar to tho present, would succeed tho defeat of
Napoleon and hi* troopa. But tho truth it, there
seems to bo ao prosptot, at present, that a sufficient
force can be raiaed among tho oppononta of Napoleon,even to create a oivil war in Franoe. The
other dcapota, with their million and a half of standingarmiea, are decidedly in hie favor, and will
ltaten to no complaints from those who have been
baniihed from Franoe.
Tho coup d'etat of Napoleon is a natural event in

the history of Franoe and of Europe. During the
several former revolutions, the standing army of
Franoe remained almost neutral. Every emnitt
was commenced by the emvrurt, and the barricades
were managed by certain bands of the National
Guard; while the troops of the lino, whose
business it was to fight, looked on in idleness
and stupor, till nearly the close of every contest.
The military of France have just discovered
a great secret. They have at length ascertainedthat they possess within themselves the
elements of strength and force beyond that of all
those unorganized or sudden revolutionists. There
can bo ne doabt that the reoent military revolution
in France is a deed-laid dosicn. formed by the lead-
er* of the army, using Lonia Napoleon merely
u a name and »j mbol in the new destiny and the
new fate which await the French people. With
an army of three hundred thousand men, and a

centralized eirio force of five hundred thousand
office-holders, with supreme power in the departmentsin Paris.these two forces, military and civil,
forming nearly a million of men in possession of
power, with tact, and determination, and oourage,
and want of principle and plenty of demoralizationcanhold France as long as the Roman army held
the empire of Rome, from the time of Aegustus
Cusar to Augustulus.
The true philosophical reading of Franoe and

Europe is very different from, and very opposite to,
that which Kossuth has given to these events.
Europe, in its oivlization, morals, state of society,
government, polities, is, in some respects, in preciselythe same position as it was when Augustas
became master of ancient Rome, under the authorityof the Roman arms, or the Praetorian
Guards. All Europe is now under military despotism.Standing armies, amounting in the aggregateto two millions of men, with ocntralized civic
office holders, probably equal in ail to three millions
more, are now in possession of all power over the
three hundred millions of people in Europe; and
that power, by the same system, they can keep in
their possession for the present century, and perI
haps for two or three centuries more, as the Lower
Empire was held and governed by similar militaryorganizations. What is there to oppose the
union of such physioal and such civio foroe,
combining everything in religion, in commeroe,
in trade, in power, and demoralization, all for the
same end! The democrats ef France have,
on several oecasiens, tried their hand at selfgovernment,and particularly previous to the eleotionof Louis Napoleon, and have shown themselves
deplorably ignorant, impracticable, absurd, and
unequal to the task- The republicans of Germany,

opinions, will nnlte, and snpport the military
governments, Franse included. The immense
armies will keep down all tiHcwtt*.all insurrections.endthe terror which they will carry
throughout Europe will only the more enable them
to establish a new Roman Empire, on a larger
toale, *' with five heads and ten horns," all
united on the same great principle, and Imbuedwith the same seltsk purposes. No
matter if Louis Nspoleoa is assassinated today.thearmy will put another in his place, as

the Pn< torian Guards did in Rome. If the Emperorof Russia loses his lite the next day, or ths
Emperor of Aastria be substituted for another ths
day after, the military ngi»i< has discovered its
po*or over modern civilisation; and the military
i (g/nir, combined with the centralization of the
civil offices, will continue that government as long
as the same system and the same olemeata continuedit during the decline and fall of the Roman
Empire The telegraph, printing, steam.all the
gTeat physical and intellectual improvements of the
age.only tend to give strength aad unity to that
old lloiLan ij«teui oi government which has been
reviteii, .mprovcd, And enlarged in our own day.
Tnese, we contend, are the correct and philosophic*!conclusions which ought to be taken of the recentsventt in Etirnpe, if we read history with due

consideration, aud have no object in riew bat that
oflnstrnctitig humanity and the present ago. In
fact, instead of arguing at all for the return of the

republican em by these recent events, ae Kossuth
wants us to believe, we ought to look further rn respectto our own internets in this country, and the
preservation «t the institutions which have been
erected on this continent, from the hostile Inroads
that the despots of Europe will soon entertainagainst us. Here is the hot-bed sod the
source of all the democracy which hitherto has
agitated to fruitlessly in Europe ; and it is much
more likely that these vindictive, malicious, atrociousdespots of Europe, with all their military and
naval power, may combiac against the liberie*
nnd interests of the United States, than that they

The eaoaea of thia falling off are several. The

first, and perhaps the main eae, la the want of pub10confidence in the management and in the managers.The reoeipts and expense* are net accounted
for in a manner to entitle the stateaMnts of the
managers to credit. 80 much U charged tor
printing, in a lump.so muchfor advertising, in a
lump.so much for thia, and se much for that, in a

lump; and at the end, so much for pictures, keeping
secret the several amounts paid. Is it any wonder
that the public hesitates about supporting an institutionwhose accounts are rendered In this loose
way? The amount paid for pictures is confined to
the olique of managers, comprising some men who,
to say the least, keep their financial accounts very
loosely. Again: This clique, by oertain caucus

management, kicp them*elves in offioc from year to
year, and the mode in which they procure their
citation, is hardly allowable, if not illegal. On
the night of the distribution of ihe paintings, and
when the people are aixious to have the drawing
take place as soon as 1 ossible, the list of officers of
the preceding year, with one or two changes, is pro
pored; and as there is no tine c for discussion, the
