did not see any one else; they were standing by the windowin what I take to be Mr. Forrest's study; th-y
were standing side by side; one of his arm- was around
Mrs. Forrest'* waist Q.Was there any other mirk of
aQection between them' A .I did not see any; I think
bis other arm was by hie side; I do not recollect particularly;I do not know that I could say where her arms
were; 1 shculd think by her side. W .Did anythiag pass
between ber and him? A .I saw nothing; they stood
there about a minute, their heads slightly bent forward,
sud they seemed to be in conversation, they then walked
away and went to a table; I saw them by the gas light
which was in the centre of the room; 1 saw this from
the fecond story; Mrs. Forrest left first, and walked
round the table, and Mr. Willis followed; I did uot see
them afterwards; they did not walk t ut of my sight;
they walked to the table under the gas light, and 1 left:
I am a man of family; 1 have iipt seen Sirs. Forrest
with any other gentleman, exoept with her bu-banl, in
the garden, aud there may have been others with tbeoi,
I think Mr. Forrest was not at home the night I saw Mr.
Wt.Us there; I saw by the pap-re he tvts away.
