We have very little change to report ia quotations for
stocks today. Ob the whole, the market waa a little
more buoyant, but there was not much activity. At the
flnt board Heading Railroad advanced *« per cent ;
Brie Railroad, 1X New Jersey Zine, .»*, with sales to
some extent ; Canton Company, ; Harlem, 3« ; 8ton-
ington. )i ; Norwich and Worcester, At the second
board there was a better feeling in the street, and an ad¬
vance en the leading fancies was realized. Norwich and
Worcester went up \ per cent ; Harlem, ; Reading
Railroad, ; Erie Railroad, ; New Jersey Zino, H j
Sussex Mining Company,;*; Long Island, }+. We hard¬
ly anticipated such a decided turn in steck transactions.
Yesterday everything loeked blue, and holders felt blue.
There were Indications that this would bs a blue day;
but they have proved without foundation. We should
not be much surpilsed to see a speculative movement of
some importance soon after the opening of the new year.
It is some time since outsiders have had a chance In the
street, and if they would eonfine their operations to the
oheap and low prioed stocks, they might make msney.

A great deal of discrimination should be used in enter¬
ing the market now as a speculator for a rise.
The steamship Europa, for Liverpool to day, carried

out $847,494 in specie, principally America^ gold. This
will probably be the bulk of the exportation of precious
metals for the week. We have made up a table showing
the aggregate for the year, which includes the above.
Tht re is ne other steamer from this port for Liverpool on
Baturday. The new arrangement for the winter goes
Into operation on the 1st of January, 1852.
The receipts at the offise of the Assistant Treasurer of

this port to-day, amounted to $54 371 97 ; payments,
$1,146,688 50. balance, $1,122,484 05.
The Empire City Bank will open its doors to the pub-

llo on Friday, the 2d of January, 1862. Jacob R. Pentz,
Efq., is the President. This bank is designed chiefly for
the aeoommodation of the up town inhabitants, who are

greatly In need of such an Institution.
The Citizens' Bank of Baltimore has declared a divi¬

dend of four percent; the linion Bank of Baltimore, a
dividend of three and a half per cent.
The Mercantile Fire Insurance Company, Jas. Wright,

Esq., President, is to commence operations about the 1st
of January, in the new building with a brewn atone
front, on the corner of Broadway and John street, to be
occupied conjointly with the Mercantile Bank. The
stock ($200:000) has all been subscribed, and will be im¬
mediately called In.

A select committee of the Tennessee Legislature has
reported that the Bank of Tennessee has realized a profit
of eight per cent on operations of the year, after leaving
$66 000 to the credit of the surplus fund, which Is sup¬
posed to be abundant to cover any loss. The defalcation
of the late teller Is stated at $16,000, whloh is believed to
be covered by sufficient security.

It will be seen that during the year
there has been hardly one per cent variation in the
rates ruling for sterling bills. Bills on Paris have fluctu¬
ated more than on any other point, and have ruled so
high that large shipments of specie have been the result.
Although foreign exchanges have been steady, they have
been throughout the year against us. AU of our ship¬
ments of rpeoie have not been on account of our foreign
trade. Large amounts have been sent through this port
to Europe, on aocount of miners and others in California.
This has made the aggregate much larger than it other¬
wise weald have been, and oreated an impressian in the
minds of many that our mpply of preolous metals was
becoming rapidly reduced. We annex a statement show¬
ing the monthly exports for the year
Shipment* or Specif. from the Port «f New York.

The abeve table of flotation* for the leading stock se¬

curities in this mar ket; at the begin niflg of each month
of the past year, shows the fluctuations tromtime to
time. This gives all the ups and downs of the market;
and those who have a desire for operations in such un¬

certain thugs as fancy stocks, will derive considerable
information from this comparative statement. Different
causes have produced different effects in the stock mar¬

ket. It would be Impossible to trace all the changes to
any direct cause, for our experience has convinced us

that things in Wall street frequently go by contraries.
Fancy railroad stocks have, as usual, been subjected to
the influences of cornering combinations, and the two

great speculating parties hare experienced their usual
success. As a general thing, the bulls have made the
most money, but it has been a pretty close contest The
advance in prioes has been muoh greater than the pre¬
vious decline; but holders have calculated their profits
se far on paper, they have not realized. When they do,
their profit and loss account may look very different to
what they expected. During the present year govern¬
ment and sound State stocks have not been much upon
the market. Railroad bouds have keen created in im¬
mense quantities, and they have absorbed an enormous

amount of lloating capital. Railroad bonds and railroad
stocks hare occupied nearly tbe whole attention of spe¬
culators; and If another year should be as prolific in the
produetion of this class of securities, there would soon

after be one of those collapses which frequently com-* so

suddenly upon the most reckless class of speculators.
