1 he President ot the United States is aufchoriied, by Ce
fii.ity first section ol the act of I7!l', to establish fit ana pro¬
per regulations for estimating duties ou imported merchan¬
dise, the original cost of which shall be exhibited ia depre¬
cated currency issued and circulated under the authority of
anyforeirn government. In th<> extcutisn ol this power,
oorsuls 1 the United States are required to certify on in¬
vokes ol merchandise shipped from the onuntrie* 'of their
residence and made out in depreciated currcaoy, or in a cur¬
rency th e value of wh'ch ia not tixt d by o ur law*, the value
of such currency in Danish or United States silver dollars.
It is obvious, however, m lar ai the foreign currency consists
of coin, that the most accurate and reliable method of ascer¬
taining its value, aa compared With our own. is by an actual
assay at the mint.
While the result* of *uch annual atsay* will plaoe within

the power o! tho President the lest means of performing the
duty of establishing fit and proper regulations on the sub¬
ject, i hey will also enable Congress to revise auicirrect,
from time to time, by further legislation, the values in cus¬
tom 1 oute receipt* and computations of the foreign coins al¬
ready imeii and regulated bjr our laws. It ii to be observed
that the proceeds of the coins thua procured will, after as
sav. te returned to the treasury and carried to the orodit of
said appropriation for subsequent disbursement, in like

uniform and faithful administratioa of the laws, and afford

a more certain proteetioa to the interests of the govornment
aud the commercial community.
Further legislation in connection with portions ofour com¬
