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This Moerning's Summary.

Our telegraphic intelligence from Washington,
this morning, will attract comsiderable attentien
throughout the country, especially the announte-
ment that the venerable Henry Clay has declared
in faver of General Case for the Presidency. The
democrats in several of the States are now busily
engaged in choosing representatives to the National
Convention. Much confusion and diversity of
opinion existe in the pariy ranks as to who
ghall be their candidate for the highest office in
the gift of the people ; and this movement of Mr.
Clay will greatly tend to increase the excitement.

The report of the Iate Judges and other offizers
of the territory of Utah, was yesterday laid befere
the House of Representatives, and, as a matter of
course created unbounded surprise and astonish-
ment. We are assured that the report was sab-
stantially the same as hitherto published in the
Herarp, notwithstanding the reports to the con-
trary got up by seme of the slow-and easy news-
papers.

| The Next Presidency—-Movements ia

[ Washington and New York.

|  Einece the urnouncement made by the committae
from Washington, that the first of june waszeliot:
ed as the great duy for the weeting ofthe National
Convention to nominste a demoeratiz candid ‘2
for the Presidency, the politiciens of all pazi s,
| throughout the country, seem to have imbibed a
| fresh dote of eleotricity, and to exhibit a.a addition «l
dash cf excitement in sll their movements. "I'ave
characteristice are visible, more or less, in the two
old partics, (whigs and demoerats,) as wellas ia the
more recently organized one, which may be denomi-
nated the * abolition-free soil-anti Fugitive-Slave-
law-anti-rent socialist-and-woman's-rights-party.”
In Washington there are no fewer than eight or
ten candidates fer the Presidency, all of whom
geem to be busy electioncering and spemking to
Buncombe, all the time. The Senate containsfour—
Houston, Cass, Douglas, and Stoskton—beaidcs
two or three who are looking shead for 1856; such
ag King of Alabama, Walker of Wiseonsin, and one
or two others. The cabinet, at the West End of
Washington, contains four candidates—Fillmoro,
Webster, Crittenden and Corwin—besides one for-
midable chap in the War Lopartment, Gen. Soott,
the nonpareil.

It is no wonder, therefore, that the whole power
and energy of the Executive and the Senate are
devoted to electioneering of all sorts and kinds—
speechifying for Buncombe and Kossuth. The
House of Ileprescentatives, and the young men who
dance the polka at the aesemblics, seem to be the
only quiet and sober personsin Washington. Tho
politicinne are moving about in every direction, and
the candidatee of fancy and ambition are marrow-
ing their numbers iuto palpable facts. Wae learn
on good anthority, that Mr. Fillmore will come out
ina fav days, delining his position as a candidate,
and intimating, more or less broadly, that Mr. IWeb-
ster showld Ue the euniee of the whig party—thus giving
the go by to General Scott and the Seward move-
ment in his favor,  On the other side, it is agirmed
positivdy that Hewry Clay, almost on his deth bed)
has boldly declayed in favor of General Cass, as the
man of all others best entirled to the White Howse, for
his bold and decited conduct tn the first movement of tiie
compromise—eonduet far beyond, in decision, that of
Mr Webeter or any other man of that day. In
one of his great speeches, some time since, Mr.
Clay intimated the same idea, and now he leaves it
a# his lust legacy to his best friends throughout
the republic  These movements and intimatious
are procucing preat excitement among the other
Previdential candidates at Washington.

The country, likewise, is getting into the same
state of excitement, on the same subject which we
gee hos broken out in Washington; and the State
of New York, particularly, is leading off uproari-
outly in the way of preparing for the Haltimore
| Democratic Convention, by electing dalegates
The whigs, hereabouts, seem to be very quist,
probubly having made uwp their miads, uuder

The defunet Corporation have been driven from |
office by the peopls, for their corruption, extrava-
gance, and increase of taxation. The preeent mem-
bers bave been put in their places on the condition
and the faith that they will practise retrenchment
ard referm, end adwinister the public purse as ifit |
were their ¢wn.  We are watching their move- |
ments. The cye of ihe whole community isupon
them, and po doubt for a time they will go on
well encugh, a8 every new broom sweeps cloan.
But the day may soon come when the pro-
gress of public demoralization will again make |
iteelf be felt, and the city government will suggest |
the idea of the man in the gospel, out of whom the |

No doubt they will attempt many reforms; but
there is one thing that we would recommend
to their special attention. It is a th rough and
ecarching investigation into the mal-siministratioa
of the funds of the ecity for the last two years, by |
their predecessors inoffice. They have facilities
for getting at the truth, from whish othera are ox-
cluded. Lot them do their duty, by procuring su:h
evidence as will be sufficient to found an indictment
upen, ngainst those who have been guilly of mal-
feasance.

By this statement, it appears that the Church,
South, eince the division, has inoreased, but the
Chureh, North, has desreased. low ona this be
accounted for? The more probable reason is the
recent introduction of Fourierism, rocialism, and
other isme in the North—dispersing and diminishing
all the Christian churches and communities of the
day. It is now probably eight years since Brisbane,
Greeley, Dana, and their associates, the abolition-
ists, ineluding Seward, Raymond, Weed, and
others, have been spreading all sorts of radicalism,
communifm, Fourierism, and socialism. The pro-
grees of theee principles in private life, and in
¢ertain ranges of society, can be seen, to & certain
extent, in the soenes in the divorce cages which
have taken place in our courts of justics; and
gimilar results upen the relicious movement can
now be nscertained by an appeal to figures, and
a collection of facts connected with the Methodist
Church.

The truth of the matter is, that if disunion takes
place in cur day, belween the North and Souths
we do not believe that New England and New
York, or the Northern States, could live underthe
present social systom ten years, wichont insurrection
and civil war. The moment disunion takes plase,
from that moment may be dated the rapid doclino
of the Northern States, until they reach a point of
civilization similar to that in Soutk Ameriea.
