manufacturing people, until we have free adrnis-
s on into your republic for our fabrics. Tho adopt¬

ed policy c f IlagUri it tc render that country the
workshop of the world. to realize that idea, she
extirpated manufactures from three-fourths of Ire¬
land.erusaed the Bill wr.ersin lalia.impoverish¬
ed her farming classes, and is now oompelliig
three haadrod thousand of them to become exiles
each year How far that policy will enable her
to withstand the demands of another war remains
to be to!d A decline in population and a sieoay in
the value of landed mate, are anomalous proofs
of prosperity; nevertbc ices, the Manchester school
express content, cay r.lasost joy. and they count
upon Amer>can and Car-adian demand for their fa¬
bric!, as a rich iield for future operations. The
prograsi that your Northern, aje, and your South¬
ern states, have uade in manufacturing during
the two past years, ought to damp the hopes of the
school o" Manchester, and teach them that other
nations fancy themselves <tuite as well qualified as

Englaad to fabricate cotton clothing. If this pro¬
cess be ao beneficial to Lcgland, it ought not to be
less to tUe Americans who grow the raw material,
or to the Canadians who can furnish labor upon as

moderate terms as Lancashire. I have entered
into this subject at greater length than a letter
might justify, because it will becoma eventually
the tuning |>oint of our destiny.

The report of the committee appointed by the
Lords Commissioners of the Admiralty to inquire
Into and report on the reoent Arotie expeditions in
search of Sir John FnutkUa* together *u j minutes
of avidenoe taken before the committee, and papers
oonneoted with tha subject, has just been printed.
The following is a cop/ of tno report.

Admiralty, Arctic Committee, (November 20, 1851 J
Sir. I. The committee appointed by their Lord¬

ships' letter of the 2id >ctooer, to inquire into and
report on tho conduct of the officers entrusted with
the oommand of the late expeditions in searoh of
Sir John Franklin, and whether everything wu
done by them te oarry into effect their instructions,
and to prosecute the searoh for the missing ships,
commenced their proceedings on the 21th ult ; and
conceiving that tho on'y distinct inculpations are
those contained in Mr. rjnny s letters to thjir lord-
fchips, of the 15th September and 10th October, we
considered it our duty to direot our attention, in
the first instance, to this part of the lUbieot, and
we accordingly examined Mr. Penny himsell, and
all the principal officers of the Lady Franklin and
Sophia, with the view of acertaiding satisfactorily
every cirouniotance connected r.<th tne oxploration
of Wellington Stra'n and the channels discovered
above it, aad how fir Mr. Penny s subsequent
statements aro in conformity with ihise he so dis¬
tinctly expressed in uis iet'.orsof the Hha-.rlllth
August, addross? J to Captain A ustin; and having
obtained all the information In our power, and
most carefully considered the whole question, wo
arc of opinion that Captain Austin could only put
ODe construction on Mr Penny's two letter's re¬
ferred to, and that, having been thus assured by
him that the open water Fouui above Wellington
Straits was (to use 'ais owe expression) from "tne
fearful rato at w hi :h th.> tlie runs (not less than
six knots) through the iound? that divide the chan¬
nel, dangerous even [ora boar, much more toa ship,
unless clvar ol ice. which from its present appear¬
ance would not be so that season,' impracticable
for navigation at that time, and that tho shores
and islands on bota sides had been thoroughly ex¬
amined by the exploring uarties. wivhout any
traces of the missing shipa bsing discoverable, we
do not, think Captain Austin would have been jus¬
tified in commencing a 'research in a direction
concerning which he naturally considered himself
to have roccivcd such authentic information.
2 it will be observed that in Mr. Penny's iotter

ofths 1th August. IS31, (from whioh we extract
tbo preceding paragraph.) he distinctly acquaints
Captain Austin of his fixed determination to return
immediately to England, and that nothing is to he
found in it in any w.iy expressive of his wish for a

further search in Wellington Strait, and the chan¬
nels connected with it. iu his journal, also, (several
remarks occur, all equally discouraging, and fully
indicative of his opinions at that period; and we
can only account for his subsequent ohange of lan¬
guage on bis arrival in Lrgiand. by his considering
(as be himself states in his evidence) that "he
found everybody disappointed;" that it had boon
said "more might have been done;" and that "he
therefore wished to have the means of going out
again;" but wo are bo-ad to state that the ovidjnee
brought before us has not, in our opinion, corrobo¬
rated tho statement that bo expressed to Captain
Austin at the time any suck sentiments; and it will
be seen that Captain Austin distinctly denies hav¬
ing received any communication to that effect.

3. Some desultory conversation, however, oer-
tainly appears to have taken place on this subjeat,
when (,'aptain Austin ami Mr- Penny mot on* tho
11th of August. 1851; and it was for this reason
that the former (very prudently and properly, in
our opinion) pressed Mr. Penny so strongly tor his
opinion in writing.

I. We think, therefore, that Capt. Austin could
only form his judgment on Mr. Penny's written
communications, which, although very laoonic,woro
sufficiently explicit ; and that, under all the cir¬
cumstances ol the oase, much weight is due to the
feeling expressed by Captain Austin in his evidence,
that as Mr. Penny's expedition was, equally with
his own, equipped at the public expense, and receiv¬
ing its orders from the Admiralty, although inde¬
pendent of his authority, he considered himself
bound to abide by the strongly expressed opinion
of the officer who bad. by mutual agreement, un¬
dertaken that particular portion of the searoh, that
" all bad been done which it wa- in the power of
man to accompli h."

5. We bee to remark on this part of the subject,
that although Mr. Penny endeavors to draw a dis¬
tinction between Wellington Strait and the channel
to the northwest, which ne has since nauied <4'ieen
Victoria's Channel, no such distinction appears in
the track chart delivered by him to Gapt Austin
at the time, and which wo annex to this report ; and
we therefore think that Capt. Austin coald not
fairly be expected to recognise any distinction bo-
tween the upper and low^r parti of this channel.

<». It appears to have been under this impression,
which we think Captain Austin fully justified in
entertaining, that, after finding Wellington .-Strait
closed, the ice still presentirg the sauio impene¬
trable barrier it had done in 1S50, he decided on

occupying the remainder of the navigible season in
the examination of Jones's Sound, to which inlet
his own instructions, as well as Mr Penny's, direct¬
ed attention, but which the latter had been unable
to explore in the preceding season.

7. We think that considerable benefit might
have arisen, especially in reference to future opera¬
tions in Wellington Strait, if one of the expedi¬
tions bad icmained near the entrance about a fort¬
night longer, in order to obtain the latest informa¬
tion of the state of the ice in that direction, and
therefore the probable practicability of the naviga¬
tion of this strait, and we think this might have
been accomplished by Mr. Penny, without involv¬
ing any serious risk of being detained during the
winter; but we are olearly of opinion that as no
certain traces of Sir John Franklin's ships had beon
met with in «ny direction beyond their wintering
pUce at Beec hey Island in 1845-(>, and no record
of the route intended to be pursued by them could
be discovered, alter the tuo.-t diligent and 'epeated
search (thus leaving this <iu«3tnn a mere uia'tor
ol conjecture), both Captain Austin and Mr.
Penny were fully justified by ihe tenor of their
Lordship's instructions in not" risking their deten¬
tion in the ice during another winter; an 1 we beg
to add. that all the most experienced Arctic
officers in both expeditions appear to nave nnani-
mously concurred m opinion as to ths expediency
oi returning to ^gland¬

s' . With rcspect to the conduct of the officer? on- j
trusted with the command of the expeditions and
several exploring parties, we most glid'y expres*
our highest ar.d most unqualified admiration ot the
zeal, energy, intrepidity, and perseverance with
which every individual amongst them peloiued
thoir respective duties They appear to have
been animated by a common'leehng ol determination
to endure' every hardship, ani brave every ianger,
in their endeavours to obtain some trace* of tneir
missing countrymen Tne journeys accomplished
under the moil difficult and trying circumstances,
far cxceed. both in distance and 'Juration, any to
be found in the previous records of A retia explora-
tion in those parallels of latitude: and the arrange-
mert.- made by Captain Austin and Mr. Penny
were so well considered and so complete, that all
their fart. if returned (with eniy one ex option,)
in perfec' heal h, auu without hiving experienced
any sulterin^ beyond those whien ,*e:e insepara¬
ble trom severe fatigue in .-ueh inelemsnt regioss.

With respect to the resi.lt "f the Uto c.xned>-
tion, a regards the starch lor the muiir g ship?,
or. which their Lordships desiie our pin ion, wj

may remnrk that. ir. the first place. 1' is a matter
of no fmail interest and importance to hare a.n-jr-
tained with certainty the exact position in whioh
they passed the winter ol I* Cm>. while the careful
and minute eiploration of the coast totheiou.h-
wara and westward by ''apt.

Into oeosiioratioa, w« hart, after a noit eareful
and anxious deUberatioa, decided om reoommM.li if
t6 their Lordships that aa expedition should be 4»-

next y»»r to liarrows Strait, ooMiafcinf of
ship# which composed Captain Austin's

division, namely, two sailing ships and two ¦team-
era. with others to prooeed direot to Beechey Island
and to oonaider that harbor.beyond which we think
one sailing ship and ono steamer should on no ao-
oount be taken.as the base of future operations13. We consider any further exploration in the
direction of Melville Inland or to the southwest of
Cape Walker wholly unnecessary ; and we would,
therefore, propose, that all tho strength and enorgy
of the expedition should be direoted towards tho ox-
aminltioaof the upper part of Wellington Strait,
and we are of opinion that by the adoption of th9
same careful and well considered arrangements
which were attended by such satisfactory results on
the late occasion, this examination may be effected
without any serious risk of lots or danger.

1 1 If, oa arriving at the proposed rendezvous
early in August, the barrier of ice at the entrance
of the strait rendors any attempt to penetrate it
unsafe or imprudent, it may> perhaps, still be pos¬
sible to convoy boats on runners, or sledges er by
any small "linos" which may offer, and launch
them into the open water above, and by this means
depots of provisions may be advanced to the most
convenient points, and ouch further information ob¬
tained during the remainder of the navigable season
as might very inuoh facilitate the operations of the
ensu.ua; spring.

13. These operations must, in that case, be com¬
menced as early aj possible in the season of 1U33,
and pushed forward with as much rapidity ay is con¬
sistent with prudence, it being clearly understood
by all the exploring parties, that they must return
to the depot at Beecbey Island in good time- for
their euiba.'lation by' the middle of August, at
lato=t. The object ia" view would be to examine
the upper part of Wellington Strait, as far beyond
Mr. Penny s north- western advance as possible; and
if Sir John Franklin did really proceed in that di¬
rection, it appears highly improbable thaf> some
traoes cf hi3 expedition should cot be discovered by
tho exploring parties in their cearoh

16. If. on the other hand, Wellington Strait is
found open and navigable on the arr.v&i oi the ex-
peditiou in the tumiuor of 1801!, we thin... one of the
.^ailing ship?, with a steamer, might proceed at once
to take advattage of this ocportunity, if the oflicer
commanding should judge such a measure safe and
prudent, anu be thus placed in winter quartern in a
more favorable position for commencing the land
search in tho spring of 1353, but with the most dis-
tinct uiuinetious not to ailvanco to such a distance
as to enJang'T their return to the depot, or their
communication with itthneat year; and it should
be enioined with equal strictness, that in the event
of any irreparable disaster to the snips so proceed-
icg.or if they should beoomo firmly tx.'d in the ice
to be extricated during the summer of H v», they
aro to bo abandoned, and the crews brought dowa
to the depot

17 it is, however, proper t'> provide for ono pos¬
sible contingency, namely, tlin% cf the difficulty of
tiavellicgat a late reason, rendering the .-olre.it of
the crew to Beecbey Island more ha aruons to
their lives than their remaining by the ships (if
they are only frozen up) another winter; and ia
that case tho divisiou at Beechey Island, wbick
will be stiil omply provided with provisions, & J ,

must remain also until tho following year; but
this is, we hope, an improbable supposition; and
our confident belief is, that with tho improved
equipments at (l ofpi ances. of all kinds, wuich pi3t
experience will dictate, such an exploration will be
made in tlie early part of 1K5V. to enable tho
whole expedition to return to England before the
close of the navigable season.

18. It is obviously impossible to provide, i" a re¬

port of this kind, for more remote and less probable
contingencies; but thoir Lotd.-hips' instructions to
Captain Au9t:n (par I and?) contain all tho dis-
orotionary power with whi:h an ollioer, under 3uch
cireuniEtanies, can bo entrusted; and we conclude
they will lie embodied in any futuru orders ou the
same subject.

lit Wo have thought it right to request fromthe several gentlemen named in the margiu thoir
opinions on this interesting but most difficult ques¬
tion ; and wo annex their replios, to which wo beg
to "all thoir Lordships' attention.

LO. We have a s<* requested from Captain Aus¬
tin, and the oflicors specially em ployed in his tra¬
velling parties, such suggestions as to practicable
iinprovonunt? in equipments, clothing, and pro¬
visions, ss their recent expericnc no well qualifiesthem to offer. They are annexed to this report,
and will be found of considerable importance.

21. Alihiugh our instructions do not advort to
tie report of the lots of the mining ships received
from an Efquiinaux named Adam Berk, and to
which ^'ir lohu Boss, in his evidence, still attaches
much weight, wo beg to state that a oapor writ ten
by Adam Beck, in the presonee of Sir John Boss
and Captain Oinmanny, and purporting to be tho
substance of information communicated to him by
another Esquimaux, now in England, named Eras
mus \ ork, on the subject of tho loss of the shipi
and the murder of the erewf, haa, onboing trans¬
lated before us by a Moravian missionary well ao

quainted with tho Esquimaux Upguago, prove i
not to contain a single word relating to this ocour-
renoe.

22. Adam Beck's <ul>«oquerit deposition, which
