face and heart to heart, for thjir generous sym¬
pathy.that noble quality of free men. Gentle¬
men.Often bavo I told it to grave utatesmon, con¬

spicuous by the power of intellect and by the
earnestness of irisdem, that ths very instinct of the
people id always in advanoeto feel what is just and
what is wrong; bcciuso the instinct of a people
brought up ia tho nursery of froodom is like
the conscience of man. which speaks more
tiuth in one single hoavo of the breidt than ail
the cold calculation of a scholar can find out
in the reflection of a week. (Applause ) t
in, therufjre, I say. that uot tho high intellectual
power of somo few who rise to thj top of human
giory, but the inst inct of the people, is tho revela¬
tion of mankind's divine origin The people '.

1 was not era lied in tho velvet
cushions of wealth, but in tho arms of a poor,affectionate mother, whom, a month ago, tho tyryntof Austria killtd, breaking her heart by thepersecution of my sistora. Well, my heart
is overflowing with grief, and grief id not
ekqucnt, you know ; but 1 see the spirit of my
poor inothor smiling on me from Heaven ;
a d telling mo by her tender motherly looks.
"never mind, my son; go on for thy country; go on
for humanity : tho people of the great republic of
tbo rew world, generous, like tho virgin nature of
America, and free, like tbo mountain air of the Al-
leganies.tbo pt oplo will support thoe ; and strongby its aid, and strong by tby own people's lovo, thou
wilt yet raito tho standard of freodom, backed byI the spirit of Washington, over tho ruins of fallen
despotism " (Great npplau.se ) So the spirit ot
my departed inothor calls to me from abov<j, and Iwi'il go on, relying on God.relying on the justiooof my cause, relying on my people, relying on this

| the people ot tho United States, soaring bold and
high on the wings of tho infpiration ot its nobleI influence, like the eagle of your bannor, which

I cuec me. gentlemen, tho emotion of my heart over¬
came tho logic of my mind, and I lost the thread ot my
thoughts iNcver mind; it is tho heart which inspires
to noble deeds, and it is the heart which should
speak when it ia listened to by the heart of a peoplelike you. (Applause ) Well, let mo soo.yos; I
was saying that I am an humble son ot my people,without any pretension to whatever glory at all.
Atd still, 1 have accomplished great thing?, so that
two emperors bad to conspire with all tho forcos of
their tyranny, to arrest for a moment what it was
uiy duty to do, and what 1 hope yol to ajoomplish,it God and America bo with me. (Applause )Atid do you know whence 1 have drawn tho inspira¬tion of my life! l'rom ray people, goatlomen;that is thesonroo ofmy feelings and of my thoughts.I think as my peeple thinks. 1 feel as mypeople feels. Every drop of my blood is the
pulsation in that heart whioh beats in tho breast of
my people. (Applause ) And when oppression
cawo upon us, and adversities weighed hoavilyupon
us, anil tho loudest men became fiilont, and tbo
boldest stopped in their oourso, and tho most reso¬
lute {altered, and the wisest looked around for ad¬
vice. then 1 let them step, and falter, and look,and went to the people on Hungary's mountains,
and on Hungary's plains, and told them " Brethren,wisdom is vain 1 come to y'ou, to know from y ourn.stinct, when the wisdom of the wise is at a loss,
what to advice.

j-tsndard and lead us on We wiil Sallow, and fight,and die, but never will we yield." (Applause)And so we went on," and the unuamci demi¬
gods'" of the peeple (ought like heroes, and died
with a smile on tbeir lips; and tyranny troinbled,
and the purple scit of despotism quakci (Ap¬plause ) Then carao Russia aid treason and 1
toian exile, and my country is fettered with heavv
chains. That is my story, and that is all I can tell
for tbo past. But we aro not broken, andoneo more
I will lead on my people, and my people will follow
mo, in the high lace of heaven to tight over tho
battle for f'eedom once more. (Great applauso )Bat we would h»vo fair play, and wo would have
something more sharp th»n our nails to fight with
for fatherland and humanity. There is my oause.
You want no locture on this subjost. \oi know it
by heart It is there in your heart, written with
burning letters by God himself, who mado you
generous by making you free. (Applause) 1 have
only to say, God bless you, people of Harrisburg.Your sympathy is a bright ray of consolation cast

I
will remember you as long as 1 live, and will teach
my people to include jour name in its daily prayer to
God. Tho Lord bless you and your country forever.
Kemcmber our sufferings, be conscious of yourcountry's power, and speak and aet as bocomes a
fovercign pcoplo. And remember the poor exiled

1 Inngarian who, from tho very beirt of ms heart,bids you farewell, asking you, with tho confidenee

I have nothing to thank; and that \j mora
eJr juently told, by a warm grivsp of the hand,
than by all tie skilful arrangement of words.

dominion of this djnaBty had a national army, and
all woie divided by tho controversies of false lai*-
limsge rivalries, entertained by Mettornich's Sata¬
nic rMacbiavelism The nations dividod, nono
of them was cocscious of his strongth ; but alt
were conscious of the united strength of a disci¬
plined and largo imporial army, the rogimenta of
which nevf ryot fought one againat another, and
novcr yet t-ho'ok tho preatigo of tho black and yel¬low flag, by tearing it to piocea by ita own handa.
And yet Paris stirred, and 1 made a plain, unpre¬tending speech iu tho Hungarian parliament, and
the hcufo of Austria was at the morcy of tho pooploof ViemiH, and Motternichwas drlvon away, and
his abfolutifm replaced by a promiaa of constita-
tional life In (lallatya, tho odioBity connected
with tbo despotic Austrian rule waa, by Batani«

served hatred ol aristocratic oppression, thoughliving only in traditional romembrancoi, pre¬vailed in tho sentiments of tho people, ovoa

bare of constitutional life "I tio endeavors of iny-helfandmy Irictjds for internal improvements, for
.mancipation of the peasantry, for tho people'arestoration to their natural rights in oivil, political,social, and roligioua respocta, were cranjiod bytie government. Hut the oiium of thin cramping
wa3 thrown upon the conservative purty; and
tLtis tho national force waa divided into antago-
nistica! elements, liesides, tho idea of panalavismand of national rivalries, raiioi by l!u»3ia, and fol-
tered bv Austria, gave to the excitement of tb«
public mind a diversion inimical to the dovelopo-
nient of common political freedom And Hun¬
gary had no nutional army. Ita regimonta
were filled with foreign elementi and scattered
over foreign countries; while our country WM
guarded with well disciplined foreign troopa.And what was far more than all thia. Hungary, by
long oppression, poisoned in ita character, deprivedof ita ancient hcroic stamp.gormandi/ied in ita
saicors.demolished in its cottages and huta-ioa-
presaed with the unavoidable fatality of Aoatriaa
sovereignty, and tho knowledge of Auatriaa
power, tecludcd from the attention of the world,
which was scarcely aware of its exiatenoe. Hun-
gen had no hope in its national future, beoamae 1*
bad no conaciousnesa of its strength, and WM
highly monarchical in ita inclinationa, and gen*»
roua in ita allegiance te the king. No mil
dreamed of tho possibility of a revolution thera,and ho who would have suggested it would onlybave gained tho reputation of a maiman.
Such was the condition of Europe in the firat
part of February,' 1*4* Never yot seemed the
power ot despots more steady, more sure. And
one month later every throco on the Continent
tremble, except tho < zar'a. The existence of dy¬nasties depended upon tho magnanimity of their
peoples, and Kurcpe was fire and tlame And
in what condition is Kurcpe now 1 Every man
on earth is aware that things OJinnot endure
as they are. Formerly, millions believed that »
peaceful developcment of constitutional monarchy
was the only future reserved to Europe by destiny.Now nobody believes that constitutional monarchy
can have yet a future on the Kuropoan Ccsntinent.
Absolatistical reaction goes with all that arroganoewhich revolts every sentiment and makes furioua
the very baby in its mother's arms. The promise,the word, the oath of a king became equivalent to
a lio and to perjury. Faith in tho morality of king*
was plucked out, oven to tho laat root, from the
people's heart The experiment of constitutional
concessions proved dangerous to the absolutistioal
tendency of the dynasties, bocauso they became
aw*re the pcoplo of Europe is no imbecile child
which taLes the mcon for a choese.that it cannot
be lulled to sleep by mockery, but that it will
have reality. Thus tho kings, on the greateat
part of tho Continent, throwing away the mask
of liberal afleotaiions, deoeived every expecta¬tion, broke every oath, and embarked with a full

fnio upon the open bark of irreatrained despotism,hey know that loved they cannot now be, do theyhave told the world epenly that they will not havo
love, bat money, to keep large armies, with which
to keep the world in mvitndo < >n the other hand,
the nation* so assailed in their moral dignity andmaterial welfare, raging at th« idea of being de¬
graded to the condition of a Hock of sheep, kept
only to be shorn.thcM nation* equally detest tn«
working of constitutional royalty, wtu^h proved so

prejudicial to them. Royalty has lost it* prestige
tn I- ranee, Germany, Italy, Austria, and Hungary.
.Both parties equally recognize that the time has
come when the .struggle of priuoiple.i must be decided.
Absolutism or republicanism.the Cuar or the priaei-
plcs of America -toofo is no more transaction, no
more truce possible. The two antagonist principlesmeet upon the narrow bridgo of a knife edge breadth,
ca>taero»s the deep gulf, ready to 9wallow him who
falls. There is no giving way there is no turninground possible. 11c who would givo way to his enemywou'd fall into tho yawning gulf himself. He who
wonld turn round would be poshed down by hi*
