Usitep States.—An intelligent and sagacious
foreigner, who bas travelled & great deal in the
United States, was recently asked the questions al-
ways thrust by Amoricans upen foreigners who have
visited this country, ** What do you thiak of the
United States I *“ Aln' it a great country !"
“ What do you think of oar government !’ Tha
traveller stroked his beard, and replied, ** D) you
with my candid opinion 1" “ Certainly,” said Bro.
ther Jonsthan. * Well, then,” said the foreign
gentleman, ** you area very extensive couatry—
nobody can deny that—but your people are very ex-
citable and envhusinstic, and are apt to be misled
by false sympathics. They seem to me to be always
hunting for something that they never find—ever
in & burry, and never arrive at a resting place, like
runuing round n circular pathway that has no end;
and they think they aro progrossiug bossaze they
are fleet, when the truth is, the faster they go the
rooner they got to the placs they started from, As
to your government, it sesms to me to be s parfect
puradox. You all say thut the primary ohject of
your political institutions is to sccure to the paople,
and for the people, and of the people, ‘a ¢overn-
ment.” This machine is to soeure, protoot, muin

tain, and defend the rights of the peaple. And you
the machioe you have iavented and denomioate * a
government,’ fails of this cbject and purpose—for
by its own construction it is furever employed in
windirg iteelf up. Iivery fonr yoars you eoleet a
President, and vo scon ag he is installed you st
aboutelecting & suacessor. You ohoose 2 now Con-
gress every two yoars, and io the middle of the Pre-
sidemtial torm,  The chief political business of your
people, and of your government, scems to ba the
taruing vu’, and putting in, of oficial functiona-
ries. A President must be a very popalir man to
have governmental control more than two yoars.
You must purden me, therefore, for saying, that [
regard your government a failure as to its profossed
ohjeats and purposes.”

The premises of the forcign travellor may be
conceded, and yet the oonclusion therefrom is the
reverge of that drawn by him, and is favorable to
the ipstitutionrs and govermment of the United
States. This can be proved by logical reasoning,
CGrovernment is an evil, except so far a8 it restrains
vice and erime. Attempts by governmental action
—afliimative action—to advance what the ralers
may deem sound notions, are sure to lead to error
anderdintyraony. Governments are, however, an
evil that is pesessary. The bost government is
that which governs least, The world is governed
too much. If, therefore, the government of the
United States is so continaally employed *“in
winding iteelf wp,” it is the best and rafest om-
ployment, 8o far ag the people are concerned, that
can be devised forit. ‘Che laws for the restraint o
crime are p:etty much the same in all civilized
countries—they may be considered as fundamental
ard ¢stablished rules. They continue to be adwmi-
nistered, as also the laws for the maintenance and
enforcement of private rights, while the govern-
ment may be employed in the outdoor and inmei
dental businees. If the government was not em-
ployed “in winding itself up,” as stated, it might be
doing somothing worse. Harmless humbag is less
injmious than dangerous practical action. Go.
vernmental tinkering iz the apprentice shop
of deepotirm, and the crude material is the
vagaries and theo:ics of those thus employed.
* Too much legislation iz the vice of republies,”
was an ancient mossrobical maxim. It was so in
ancient Rome, and Greece, and in ['rance. If ounr
traveller's sotion be correct, it is mot the wice of
qur federal governmeant--and, on the contrary, the
vice he imputes to it is inertnees, non-metion—
that it j8 ‘““no government,” always ‘‘ winding
itee)f up” to get at work, and yet never getting
at work. This, in our judgment, is ono of its
greatest merits, and a8 to which our federal
govercment i superior to some of eur Soabe
governments. The existence of the federal govern-
ment has not been perilled, and never will be,
expept by attempts to logialate over matters it had
better let alone—by acting over wisely, and exer-
ciging powers tho possession of which®would soon
cause ite dissolution. Our traveller, therefore, com-
pliments rather than dieparages our fedoral govern-
ment by his objection. For ourselves, wo aro
always best eatisfied when Congress are engagad in
apy **innocent” amusemert, debating trifling and
unimportant fanciful topice, such a3 intervention,
which nobody has any gerious iden of; or llogging
in the navy; or the strusturo of the addition to the
Capitol; or ¢ven when we notice it i3 engaged in
little else than intrigues, who shall diepose of and
who skzll fill the public effices—for in sueh case
tho public treasury is in ecsmparatively less peril
from Galphinism, and the people from unwise and
ridioulous legislation on subjectd of more import-
ance. It the people will wateh closely, and ses
that they are not ** taxed” over much or by in-
direct means, ner debts incurred, for the paymont
¢f which they are bound, all is swfa. They
thould reckon at least filty por cont of all that is
taken from them by taxstion, direcily and iadi-
restly, is Galphinised out of the public coffers vy
claime, and jobs, and contracts, and schemes, and
uther peculations.
