be fully estimated or realised at prosent; though

| earth. Its influence can hardly be less upon the age

those points, it will give a new impetus to per¬
sonal aid mercantile intercommunication between
both worlds, and especially the caast oi the Pacific,
and tb is carnot fail to produce a tromendous effect
both in the I ni;ed States and in Europo. It will
open up new avenues for commsrcial inter¬
course, and it will inflaonee the manners and
insii'.utions of European nations, while it
will probably modify onr o*n. Not only
arc emigrants ccming from Europe to this country,
but there arc many going ba?k, who will carry
with tiein republican principles, illustrated byprao
tical euccesb iu the United States From Australia,
too, and tho isles of the Pacific, and from tho coast
of Asia, at tho other sido of that vast ocoan, the
gold discoveries in California have attracted emi¬
gration and vast commercial speculations to tha
United States.
Wh;le these movements are going on iathat

hemisphere, corresponding movements are boiag
made from our Atlantic seaboard to tne ra-nc des¬
tination. A large number of Europoan emigrants,
Cndirg they cannot make money fast enough
in th<.. parts, are every day hastening to the laud
of gold, while thousands upon thousands are com¬

ing here from tho old country to fill up their places;
and thuE this great tide of human beings flo>?s on,
end will continue to flow, as long as tho American
continent holds out inducements to tho energy,
enterprise, and talent of tho nations of Europe.
Emigrants are coming here from various motives;

and men of various classes are swelling our popula¬
tion, partioularly in tho Atlantic cities. At pro-
sent the number excoeds half a million in the year.
We would not be surprised if it reached, for this
jear and the next, the enormous number of one

million annually.
NVith this vast increase of new elements in oar

population which will bo multiplied by procrea¬
tion here.events may be expected in the course of
ten years, perhaps in a shorter period, which, if
now anticipated, would startle every reader with
amazement. A large number of tbe emigrants,
particularly tbovo from the continent of Europe,
re republican in their Eentimeuts, and soma of
ljcm go for red republicanism and socialism, and
other "isms."

It is a two edged
sword, and cuts in eve y direction. But it is popu¬
lar and congenial with a large class of our North¬
ern population, and th olitical aspirants of both

! the great parlies of the day promptly discovered it.
| Cass and Douglas almost camo up to tbe full on-

i dorscuicnt of the principle at the Congressional and
Jackson llall banqaots to Kossuth, in Washington;
and the former Senator has latoly reiterated bin
views in a resolution submitted in the Senate.
Douglas, Seward, Walker, and othor Senators from
tho North and West, may 00 expected to advanoe
similar opinions as the debate progresses But the
sweeping extent of tbe pinetple, if once admitted,
appears to have escaped their attention entirely.
The German vote may be worth having in tho Pre¬
sidential election ; but it would be well to oonsider
the price at wbioh it is to be scoured.

Intervention in behalf ef Hangary, means inter¬
vention everywhere else. We eannot limit the
principle to a special case. The doctrine must ap¬
ply to tho ta.Le causes everywhere. If wo ean
intervene for tbe liberation of Hungary, why not
for the liberation of Cuba and of Canada?
