Tbe tfa»lul«MN of Calinilan-TlM
Report mt the toiumitu* .( tli« legisla¬
ture at last.

Tbe long-expeeted report of the secret committee
of the Legislature appointed to inquiro iaua
..the condition, business accounts, and manage¬
ment of the Commissioners of Emigration," is
before the readers of the Hkkald at last, and
probably before them exclusively. It was the
pnblieation (also exolusive) in this journal of a

report *>f the minority of the Commissioners of
Emigration, in reference to tbe doings at Ward's
Island, that led to the long and tedious investiga¬
tion) tbe result of which it embodied in the docu¬
ment now before os. We regret to say it is not
such as tbe publie hid a right to expect. It veri¬
fies the adage of a mountain in labor, and a ridicu¬
lous uiouse being brought forth. It is a whitewashing
report, and is not likely to give satisfaction to the
people. Dot it has not disappointed ui It is just
what we expected, and long since predicted it
would bo. We knew that tbe holding of a soeret
investigation, with closed doors, in some back room
in Wall street, was not the way to arrive at tho
truth, and we said so. We also knew, from the
puff of Governor Hunt in his message, from what
point the wind blew; and for any practical good
that will be effected, we very much fear the whole
thing is labor in vain, and great expense upon the
State, without any compensating return.
The committee tell us that they informed them¬

selves by personal observation, as well as by wit¬
nesses, of the facts u;on which they have reported.
We trust they did not send the officials word when
they were coming, or that dust was not thrown in
their eyes by sundry ingenious devices. In the
commencement of the deoumeat they state that
there has been an extraordinary inore&se in emi¬
gration for the last four year?, the numbers ar¬

riving in each year at this port being as follows

This raft increase, they jjutly remark, renders it

tbe more necessary that attention should be paid to
tbe proicr management of the emigrant institution.
The act, constituting the Commissioners of Emi¬
gration, was passed in 1847, and sprung from the
public indignation expressed at the frauds prac¬
tised npon emigrants /or a length of time. The
committee say that there has been a great improve¬
ment under the regime of the Commissioners.
Whether the publio, however, will believe them is
at other question.

It b«s been charged by the newspapers and the
publie, that the commission has failed to effect
the proper object for which it was instituted
.that the Commissioners have not used pro¬
per economy in the exercise of their functions,
and ato largely in debt.that persons entitled
to proper relief have been improperly refused such
relief by the Commissioners.that other suoh per-
tots have been wrongly treated in t heir institution?-
that the Commissioners do not afford proper diet and
accommodations, and that their buildiogsarc poorly
adapted to their purpose that the medical organi¬
zation at Ward's Island, under the eharge of the
Commissioners, is detrimental to tho interests and
dangerous to the lives of tho emigrants.that some
of the Commits oners have made their official
position a place ofpecuniary profit to themselves,
contrary to tie oath required oi them by section 10
of chapter 31U of tho laws of 18-18.that they
have exercised unfairness and partiality ia the
discharge of their duties towards runners, for¬
warders, boarding house keepers, and contrac¬
tors.that tbe Commotion is too much open to
influence by shipowners, who have been appointed
Commissioners, and whoso interest is to make the
cost ef the care of those entitled to relief as small
as possible, even at the expense of thoir comfort
and right, to the end of preventing an increase of
the commutation money, or of the expense of pas¬
sengers arriving in their ships.that the Comtuis
sionors have not caused proper caro to bo taken of
the property of persons dying In their cainhttili-
ment, or of minor children required to be taken
charge of by them.that thoir subordinates, ein

ployed to advise emigrants on their arrival, und
others in tbe employ of the Commissioners, hare
been in collusion with and under poy of those
aga'.mt whore imposition, they had been appointed
to guord emigrants.
These are heavy ani serious charges, and the

question is, whether they aro true or falsi*. The
committee acquit of part, fini guilty of part, glos*
over others, and, in refcrenoo to some, they return

a Scotch verdict, " not pro7en," indicating neiiher
positive guilt nor innoicnoe, but leaving roo.n for j
grave suspicion. For the different points on which
they pronounce, or are silent, we refer the reader
to the report itself.
With the exception of the clause prohibiting

shipowners rom being Commissioners, tho reme.
dies proposed in their annexed act are " lame and
impotent;" and one which would have been wo-th
them all together was pressed by amenjoer of tbe
committee, but not inserted in the bill, namely,
the abolition of the present hoard and the appoint¬
ment of three Commissioners, to be elected by ttie
people, and paid salaries, which would be found t>y
experience to be a saving upon tho present syi-tem
of gratuitous services. We may soon take another
opportunity of adverting to thie important subject.
Meantime the report, miserable at it is, affords lo.»d
for reflection, and will suggest to the sagacious
reader far more than it contains.
