MXETIKO AT riTTSBl RO.ANOTHER CANAL PROPOSED

To BE Bt'ILT AROUND THE OHIO 1 ALLS, ETC.
PiTTiBrsn, Feb 0.1852.

A meeting was held here this afternoon, rel%tive to
tbe obstruction of navigation by the Falls of the Ohio,
at Louisville. William Richbaum, Es i presided, and
John Blssell, Esq was Vioe President.

A letter was read by John Harper, Esq, Secretary of
the Pittsburg Board of Trade, addressed to the board by
the committee of a citisens' meeting at Cincinnati, ac¬

companied by a memorial to Congress, urging the
necessity of an additional canal around th« falls at Louis'
ville, to meet the Increasing demands of business.

It was stated that if the bill proposed by the member
of CongTess, frrm Louisville, providing for repairs of the
present canal and locks, without providing other means
of transit, become a law, the trade would be ruined for a
peiiodof two years, by delays, porterage through tb»
cltj of Louisvil e. commissioners, extra charges, Ac

It whs suggested that a new canal be constructed with
locks at least 4G0 feet in length, before the navigation
be inteirupted. which can be done on either side of the
river with little additional cost.

A committee of ten prominent citizens wa« appointor
to cratt a ia-morial to Congress on the subject, and pro¬
cure subscriptions. A number of resolution; were Uso
passed.
