1 gave to you on the 22d ult., a faint deseription
of the effest which comps d'atar has had in Gormany,
whose princes and aristocracy then extolled Louis
Napoleon as the saviour of civilization avd man-
kind. They bave, bowever, sinco considerably diwi-
mished their praizes, avd are beginning to fear that
in the end Le will become dangerous to them, and
they feel chagrined that sn sdventurer, as they
eall him, might become anemperor and their equal.
All tho continental governments are proparing for
events which may come from France, aud are arm-
ing, under the pretext of supprossing entirely the
revolutionary movements in their countries; but as
none¢ any longer exist—ihe Germans being as tame
and submissive as o dog after hehas raceived a savere
whipping--their eecret arming eannot be mistakea.
Louis Napoleon has made too great promises to the
French army, and owes the same too much. Sooner
or later he will be obliged to begin some war or
other. Germany is too well prepared, and he may

therefore turn his views towards [taly, whore Sar
dinia alone offurs to bim any chauce. Ausiria i3
po unserupulous, and #o bitter w its feeling sgainst
that state, that it might even ba willicg to be a

rty with him ; and it ought not t2 surprise us if,
z:iura the clese of this year, Sardinia sha os the
fate of Polaxd, snd be divided beiween France and
Auttria.

There is every sign that the econstruction of
econtivental Europe will becensiderably changed:
the Emperor of Austrin, a wers youth, is conting.
ally told by bis ministers and surrounding persons,
that be is destived to share with Hussia the
Europesan power All his aiu is direeted Lo imitate
the Czar; and whilst be 18 willing to leave the
Orient to bim, he is trying by eve y means—or
rather Sohwarzenberg is doiog it for him, to fix
himself in Germary, where be bas unfortunately
mo one to oppose him serionsly—as the only one who
might do so0, the King of Prussia, lacks every
guaiity of a man, and, acting undar the iollucnce
ol his queen, yiclde everything, even honor, to the
Austrian pretensions Fruesis could never have been
brought duwn solow nor have been huwbled so much
had 1t even lost @ hundred battles, as it is now,
merely by thesyeophaaey of its King, snd the want
of obaracter and the 1mbeoility of the Prussian
Cabinet; even her lust shect anehor, the Zoll-
verein, the will, to ¢very appearaunce, alio luse—
Austria having made propvsals for a goncral cus-
tom uvicn, to embrace all Germavy and lialy,
wherewith it will undoubtedly guccecd, and obtuin
therewith the preponderance not only in all Ger-
many, but also tn ltely Your views, expressed in
the HEraLp of the 2ud ult, have surpnsed every
budy here. You then, at such a distance, foretold
what has ginee been realized ; and your desaription
of the Parisian bowrgevise was strikingly faithiul,
and which applied also fully to the German burghers,
who, if they san eat, drink and smoke in quietness,
care for nuthing else, and preler absolutism it 1t
grants this to thew, than domecracy, which may
require a little more persomal services from them

“The aspect of affaira is more lowering here
than ¢ver. In our late affairs there were but
twen!y-cne dend bodies of Cafires found. We are
nesrly worn out by the fatigue of this never cons-
ing bush woik, with such results to our labor. The
fact is, our movements ure made without eombina~
tion, and to the youngest drum boy it is perceptible
| that s master mind is sadly wantivg to direct them.
The Uatires fight with most gallant determination,
and with an euihusiasm that really secms to grow
with the duration of the war. Certainly there is
not the lcast symptom of their giving in. The
ttrength of the positivns they now take up, and
the way they detend them 18 sstosishing. 'i'hen,
from their perfect knowledge of the country, with
no impedimuents of any kind to obstrust their
movements in the bush, they bring numbers te bear
upon our iselated parties, that nething but
our pinck and diecipline bave been able to
withstand, and that at times with the
greatest difficulty: and should they, by chance, on
a1y occasion, be suceessful, it will give am impulse
to their operations, the result of which it is fearful
tu ¢ontemplate. Une thisg is certain: if it is in-
tended we should exterminate the Unffres, three
tines the force we have won't effoct the purpose.
If the object 18 only to defend and preserve our
own frontiers—and that it will, per jas awt nefus,
como to, snd frem which principle we bave paid
dearly for departing—the present war, with ite ex-
paoditure of treasure and blood, has been most
needleas. ™

T'he writer here points o:t the very eszencs of
the question. We bave erred. and erred egre-
giovsly, in extending indefinitely the boundaries of
the eolony, and we are suffering as we deserve for
it now. he only way in which we can hope for a
gpeedy terminatiem of the war I8 to retire within
our lormer territories. Iz it not madnees for Britain

Had this beea dons in
time, we should not mow be a epectacle to the
world  The eolonists would have looked better to
their own interests aud thelr own defence than
the denizens of Dewning street. A step towards
thiz arrangewent has just been taken, but we ques-
tion if it be not too late A constitution has been
sent out. ‘The charter direots that the business of
the colony shall be managed by a Governor, a
Leglslativa Council, and & House of Assembly.
The Legislative Couneil iz to consist of a chisf
justice, as president, and filteen members, who
wust poseess landed property of the value of £1,000,
or moveable property to the value of £2 000. The
Council is elocted for ton years. The House of
Assembly i2 to consist of forty-six members, who
are to be elected for five years. The franchise is
limited to pants of tenements of £23 value.

The colonists, it seems, will accept this sonstitn-
tion willingly. Before, however, it has reccived the
assent of tho British Parliament and Crown, a eon-
giderable delsy must oceur, and, during the whole
of that period the expense of the war must be borne
by this country. 1t has been a misinanaged cen-
¢ern, from first to last It will, probably, cost the

THE NEW CONSTITUTICN CF FRANCE.

A A S

Opinion of the English Press,

[From the Londen News Jan. 16 |

The Autccrat of France has promulgated the
constitution that mighit have been expected of him.
It is precisely that constitution which the favorite
olown or charlatan of the day might have announo-
¢d with enthusiastio applaute to the audience that
throngs beforo any theatro of the Boulevard du
Templo. It is the very burleaque of represontative

overnment, the parody of every system that has
Euh sericuely essayed in really free countries.
Power without reeponeibility, debates without pub-
licity, & commons house without the faculty of
criginating a law or modi?jinﬁ a budget, an upper
houre without hereditary dignity or elective right,
a government which is nothipg but a police, and
an army whose daty is merely that of gendarmes—
such is the polizical system solemnly proposed
for ard to France in the middle of the nineteenth
eentory-

The congular constitution of the year VIII, from
which the mock system is borrowed, was, it is well
known, an undisguited and ¢omplete dictatorship.
The council of state were the advocates whom the
future emperor paid and consulted. The eenators
were his valeta The tribunete, or lower house,
was cumwposed of his paid talkers, who, when
they tuiked in any way that government did
pot like, were precluded from talking at all
Soon after this constitution was originatly grant
ed, the tribunate =3 the Hozse of Hepre
sentalives was then ealled, chose to disonss and
eriticie Napoleon's two measures of the code and
the coneordat. The firgt consul was indignant at
their auaacity, and withdrew these laws, giving
the trivunate nothing whatever to disgaza They
had no power by the constitution of originating a
law or & motion, conzequently their functions were
suspended, their place beeaw ¢ a sivecure, nnd they
themselves beocame the leughing-atock of the Pari-
sispg. 'The same fate awaite the mock House of
Commong of Louls Napoleon, if, indeed, he oan get
any Frerchmen abave the rank of village schoul-
maetere who would so far demean themselves adto
wear the livery, and receive the pa{. of popalar re-
presentatives without the faculty of doing anything
eave what they were bidden. Why not ssue a da-
orce, that the eervauts who wait behind the chairs
of the guests at the Lllysce, shall take the seats in
the morning, wnd vote the lnws of the President,
iccluding bis own eivil list and their expensea. It
would be just as reepectable and gennine & House of
Commons a8 the valelaille which the mock constitu-
tion summons from the provinees.

Udious as is & dietatorship, the least humiliatin,
form of it is that whichavews what it is, and whie
aesigng remsons for its neceseity. Bonaparte, in
1800, was not without these reazons. The count'y
bad just recovered from civil war and [rom foreign
war, from both of which he whe claimed the dicta-
toniﬁp had eaved it. The representative system
bad in & manner worn itself out. 1is last manifes-
tation was & reckicss and exuberant royalism, that
threatened to give up every boon and conquest of
the great revolution. The exsuse of Bonaparte
was that he wanted to save the revolution, the
benefits and the acquisition of this revelation from
a reckless and oriminal reaption.  To maintain the
revolution, to uphold in office, influencs, and power,
the ideas and the generation which it had pro-
duoced, such was theidea of Napoleon. He was deter-
wined to gave revelutionary 'ransce from the despo-
tic subjugation of Lurope, to endow France with
new lawe, and with a gocial and politieal or zanization
in accordance with thostate of things and of society

Abtthe
same time they thiow alight on his charaster waien
oxhibits it as somewbat differivg trom the vulga:ly
selfieh idiosyneracy of & morely susoossful uwsurper.
From the commensewent to the elose thoy baur
witness to & mind absolutely enslaved by vensra—
tion for the kmperor, and complotely, if coave-
niently, habitunted to a confusion beotween tho
rights or elaims of the mighty dead, and those of
the mmdividual who hapjeus to bear his vame. No
peasnnt in [rance could profess the Napoleonian
erced with more astonishing naiveté than does the
President of the republic.  And by the side of thesa
convictions—and not in the least inconsistent with
them—there seema to be an oqually servile reapict
for the authority of tho demoeracy inits widest ace
oeptation. Hisseven millions of votes, and his re=
lationship to Napoleon, wEu to have inspiced the
President with a sort of belief in himself as the
trustee of a divine miesion. Motives flowing fromx
thie beliof are the most respectable tha' can be as«
signed for the many flagrant enormitics in iis
corduct gince the 2d of Desember, and for ihe
eomparatively few absurdities in the new condi-
tution. Napoleon manscled the press—Napolion
swept the streets of Paris with grape—Napolon
transported jacobites and royalists pell-mell to
Cayenne. Thess exampies, together with the poll
of the 20th, have prolugly closed the Presiiert's
breast against compunotion for the crueltles whike
are scored against him in the conssience of the
world., In the same way, between rooollections
of the Emperor’s oontinual appeals to univeral
suflrage and his personal improgsion of ite sanstis
ty, Louis Napoleon has preserved thoe unlimied
frapchige against the advice of bis most devoed
counsellors, whilst he has engrafted on his nowin=
stitutions as strange an exoreseence as the wold
has ever witnessed, in tho shape of a perpetial
right of extra constitu’ional appeal to the peojle
sgaiost the Cousutution itself, Somubuc{: g
sarirically defined the theory of Socidism as te-
solving itself 1ts an 1aivite sucsession of strilea.
Louis Nepoieon's idea of progress involves apjae
reotly an influl @ successicn o coups d'dtal. &

The comuencing pacagrapus of the Proclamas
tion strike e ag boghly charnoteristis and illustia=
tive. The Preundeut nsecrts that every sinzle one
of the etandiog ivetitutions of France was cre
by his uncle. ** Vhe grenter portion,” e write
““of the weasures which ecncern the progress 0
industry, of ovwmercs, of literatuce, of sciozeo,
and ot the arts, from the stautes of the
Tueatre Franeans to thoes of the Institute of
Franee, from the institution of ¢ prud’iommes’ to
the ereation of the lLogion of Honor, have been
fixed by the decrces of that (the [mparial) time.
1¢ may them be uffirmed that the frame of sur
focial edifice is the work of the Emperor—
which bas stood firm, resisting his fall sad
the shocks of three revolutions. Wherefore,
sinco they havo the same origin, should not nis
politien ipstitutions have the same chanece of du-
iation?” This last question discloses the fallacy
which is miglending tie Presidont—fatally, woe bo-
iieve, and to his own dithonor. The pal’it.lonl in-
etitations of the empire are out of date, beseuse
they were compriced in the genius of the Emperor
himself, and the Emperor ie no more. 1f Lonis Na-
polecn can till the air at hame with tho roar of
viotorious cannon abrosd—if he can absorb the ine
stinete of independince in the do of domination
—if he can temwpt the oye which would be inguisi-
tive in domestic concerns to loge itself in the wide
Frolpecl of & conquered continent--he may govern

‘rance, though be acoord to Fremebmen & muoh
ecautier meacure of {reedom than ia rantsed in
hieconstitutien.  lle who can bend the hero’s bow
may enter upon his entire inheritance. But if this
is beyord his rench—and compass 16 he ocertainl
cannot—the poeople will turn his Eolilim! contris
vences ngainst him na ensily as they turned the
charter against Charles X. Wo arc not propared
togay tbat rational freodom is imposeible uader
the new institutions; but if Louls Napoloon pro-
ceeds a step further in the imperial eareer of fran-
dulent ururpation, he may be sure that the me-
ebanicul chocks he crentes will last just up to the
point—which is always renched eventua!ly—waaere
public opinion becomes stronger than terrocism.

The text of the French comstitution, which we
have now before us in & mors complete form, ea-
ables us to pursue the obeervations we hava al-
ready made on tho proclawation by whish it a
accompanied, and on tho general tenor of these in-
stitutions. But even now it mast be remarked that
this echeme is rather an outline than a complete
work, ard that much depends on the various Jaws,
'ﬂccﬂ;u'. and Senofes Consults by whioh the pros
Ject leto be completed. Such a constitution see
cures nothing, for it opposes no direst or fnsur-
wountable obstacle to any sctz of the [Lxecutive
]-ower, though it might still, if liberally sonstrued,
eave n greater latitude for the expression of opinion
than the declared sdversaries of parliameniary gos
vernment bad desired.

Of the powera assumed by the Prosident in his
