\enticn, and also a Koobes'er nomination, and
both seem to form the principal contest aaeng the
whig iournals, and will be the point of dispute up
to the .. Slaughter House Convention" to be bold
at Philadelphia on the 17iho!Jane. In this di¬
lemma and dispute, seemingly as bad as the demo¬
crats, we hardly know what advleo t» give the
whi^s ; cTtn If we look at historical authority, such
as that of the Koman republic.not the 1-renoh re-

publia.we are equally at a loss to determine
.' which ia which, or who is who " Just let us try.
Two of the greatest men of Home, In their day,

were Cicero and Cu-sar-the greatest of Romaa
oratcrs, and the greatest of Boinan general*. I hey
(loNTuhed cotemporanooualy, about half a century
before the Christian era. and considering that they
were not blessed with tbo lig'it of the Christian
dispensation, they were two very eitraordlnary and
remarkable men. They werj an honor to Home,
an honor to the age in which thoy lived, and ao
honor to any age. The one, by his commanding
elcuei.ee, controlled the Roman Senate, and saved
the Sif.te from open rebellion and civil war, but
yet ho was corrupt and rotten. the other, by
bis prowess in arms, enlarged the boundaryot the republic in every direotion, extending h.;
explorations and conquests even to the .'sl.md of

, Great Britain, defeating aU hia rivals at home, and
uj.cn the strength of hia aword, elevating himself
to the pioud and imposing title of Imperial Dic¬
tator And jet, wiib all the glory which these
illustrious men shed upon the Roman name, w/.h
all tho power and majesty and grandeur which
they added to Kom<-, they each died a violent
death, the one by the assassins of an unprincipled
enemy, and the other by tbe treachery of his
friends

"Webster and Scott remind us, in many res pects,
of Cicero and Ctvsar. Cicero was not more dis¬
tinguished in the Senate of Homo than Webster
in the Senate of the United States; and the moat
brilliant military campaigns of Casar are even
transcended by the splendid line of victories
achieved by General Scott, from Vera Crua te the
city of Mcxioo. Cioero, in his day, protjsted
that be had saved Rome, and Webster has
saved, or helped to save, the Union. C.war
established the invincibility of the Reman ar-

miea; Scott has done tho same for tho Ameri¬
can volunteers. Cicero was eloquent and irre¬
sistible in the cause of his country or his client,;
and Webster has not been found wanting. Lne
great orator of Rome was also somewhat luxurious,
indulging in the baths of Lucca, in hia town housj,
and at his country seat, like the true philosopher,
who believes that the pleasures of tho world are
worth enjoying. The great American orator over¬
tops the example of hia "illustrious predeceeaor;"
be apenda the income of a millionaire on tbe| salary of a clerk, and ia alwayi poor. He
lives modostly at Waahington, and ia a farmor
at Marshfield, and yet a thousand dollars are
to him as one cent, and one oent as a thousand
dollars. Casar wai declared to be vain, ambitious,
and corrupt; while Soott i« also considered aa

having a full share of self-coaceit, "fuss and
feathers," and aspirations for the White House;
but no man can charge hiai with corruption. Here
the parallel between him and the Roman falls to
the ground, in ene point, Ca'sar waa far tho

1

superior cf Scott.in tbe art of iotter writing; but
his dinner was never curtailed to a " haaty plate of
aoup," and he had no Secretary Matey sitting ia
savage judgment over bis literary productions, and
eutticg them to p eces by hia bulletins from the
War Uffiae- It is doubtlesa from this cause that
Soott has bcoome disgusted with', etter writing;
while Caiar, never having been reatricted, wrote
a* handsomely aa he fought. If he won a battle
by superior skill and discipline, he described it in a

atyle of equal superiority over all competitor.
The parallel might be further pursued, even to

the unnatural fate of the two distinguished Ro¬
mans. Scott, like Casar, has a very fair prospect
of being elovated, upon his military glory, to the
head cf the government; and after reaching that
exalted station, he may possibly, like Ca>3ar, and

" Tippecanoe, and Taylor to*," be murdered by
his fiienda. True, there is some difference between
killing by poinards, and killing by kindness; bat
the result is about the Bame, an the funeral ex-
pemes alike. As for Mr. Webster, it is to
be feared that, like Cieero, after having served
tho country, and aaved the oountry.after hav-
ing waited in patience so long, for "the good
tim* coming," he will yet be destroyed by his ene¬
mies. Cicero was assassinated while attempting
to escape, in a litter, from the vengeance of Antony?
and Mr. Webster, we fear, will have to be oarried
oti in a litter from the Philadelphia " Slaughter-
House Convention, the following being tho pall-
bearerr-Messra. J. W. Webb, Ldward Curtis,
Tom Marsh, ic Co.
How instructive is history.how eurious in iti

striking parallel! of gTeai epochs and great oha-
raoters' How Tory curioas the parallel between
Cicero and Casar of llome, and Soott and Web
iter of this mighty republic! Bat the comparison
cannot be completed short of the Presidential elec¬
tion Webster and Soott may both be permitted,
like Henry Clay, ti retire to the shades of private
life; they cannet both be elected; only one can ba
nominated, and, c*en if nominated, he may lie de¬
feated. And here the parallel will be dostroyed.
The fact is, we cannot settle the Presidential eleo-
tion by Roman hibtory la the approaching cam¬
paign, Cicero will We of little service to Webster,
and Ca'far but a poor ally of General Scott. There
is one Koman fact, however, upon which wc miy
rclj:."the public plunder" will be taken care of.

Theie dwarf." hare been repre-
rente! to tho public as types of a whole race in
Central America.a laoe of priests.and the dimi¬
nutive stature is accounted for by repeated '. breed-
ing in," as it is termed.that is, breeding exclusively
in the same family. There is no doubt that, both
in mankind and animals, the repeated breeding of
near relatives deteriorate] the race, and leads to
feebltness of body, and, in the human species, to
imbecility of mind, and even idiotoy. Bui that it
could produoe a whole nation of dwarfs, is opposed
to czpericnce, to reason, and to tomnun sense.

Every generation removes the kindred and relation
ship further away, so that, instead of a nation be-
ir.g affectcd by it, time weara it out. If wo arc to
believo the Bible, the whole human race sprang
from one pair; and if the theory put forward for
the Aztcc children were true, the whole human
race wo Id be dwarfs, growing less and less every
year, till, at last, men of full age were reduced
to an inch in height. In the Jewish dispensation,
the priesthood were all of one family, yet no such
result followed aj is pretended in the ease of the
Azteo children.
But it is contrary to fact and history. There is

no evidence of any raoe in Central America of
which these dwarfs are specimens, and to take the
word of an interested exhibitor upon such a matter,
would be downright absurdity. We happen to
bave got hold of some facts in relation to this bus;-
nets, which place it in its true light.

A Californian adventurer, whose name we hare
heard, returning from tho land of gold by way of

( hagres, met the dwarfs in question, and bought
them for $"» apieee. They are a cross of a Jamaica
mulatto and an Indian squaw residing near Chagres.
He brought tbem to this city over two years ago;
and having thorn somewhere up town, and not beipg
able to speculate with them, he gave them away to

an acquaintance, wli o calculating upon the gullibili¬
ty of the people of New York, undertook to say they
were of a race of priosts in Central Ameri:a,
believing that by publishing the lie in the news¬

papers, it would pass current, and he would roaliza
more gold by them than he ever did in California.
Immediately the story appeared in the pious Jour¬
nal of Commerce, and since it has been vouched far
in the 7V ibunc and Times, at so many cents per
line.
These abortions of humanity are only specimens

ef what are produced in Mexico, Central Amerioa,
and South Amerioa, by the infinite crossings of
white men with black and red. Tho raoe is dete¬
riorated, and haa become generally diminutive ;
and, in some instanoes, dwarfs are the result, suoh
as the Azteo children ; but as to their being speci¬
mens of a whole nation or race of similar human
beings, it is a pure fiction. The following is a list

In all parts of the world there arc monstrosities,

In the Unitod
States, the Anglo-Saxon race.the Caucasian type,
which is at the head of the human family.is pre¬
served pure by the existonce of slavery, and henoe
its vigor and superiority, as was proved in tho bat.
tie fields of the Mcxioan campaign, one North
American bsing equal t» live of the degenerate
mongrels of tho am alga mated breeds.
Thus do we aocount for tho Ihsus naturcr of the

Aztec children, without resort to the impudent false¬
hood propagated about a protended LilipaHan
race of priests. They are as much specimens of a
race in Central America, as Tom Thumb is of the
iababitants of l<ridgcport. Exhibitions of those
abortions and monstrosities ought to be strijtly pro-
bited by the authorities, or lndictcd by the Grand
Jiuy. They are revolting to human nature,
and must be painful in tho extreme to the mise¬
rable objocts themselves. The " Aitcc children"
arc lar iuere like monkeys than samples of human¬
ity louud in any part ol the habitable globe.
