On the Hth, the two hostile armies met on the for-
tide plains of Longamile, lying between the rivers
Nuable snd Moule, when one o' the most sanguinary
hatiles kno wn in medern warfare wae fought. We
have, as yet; no detailed cficlal sccount of the en-
gogouwient ; but eye witnesees report the fighting to
have been desperate and daring in the extreme,
leavirg on the field 4,000 men killed and wonnded,
out of aeombined foree of 9,000 strong.  Ong ontire
regiment 18 gaid to have been cul to pieses—not a
men gurviving the figut. ‘This slanghter was
moetiy cliceted ut the poiat of the bayonet. From
the best information we have, the loss om both sidea
gccmws to have been nearly equal ; but Gen. Cruz,

after maintainivg his position for tem hours, re-
treated a short distance, leaving the government
forees in posscssion of the feld, and claiming tho
vistory.
