*1n apite of ull the frivhiful or absurd reports which
mnlevolenece of eredulity bave set in cirealation, Frenee is
oslm, und repoeses with confidence in the wirdom of her
new govermment.  Not that wo adopt with enthusiasm all
his messvres, bat we wheh to see what the offect of them
will he.  This is guoite & novel stato of feeling among us,
and deserves to be tuken notice of to our honor, '

It wos different under Lonis Philippe, for then
every moasure of the government, good or bad, met
with immedinte and indiseriminate opposition. The
bowrgroise did not vefleet that this eonrse would end
in destroying the government. They seo it now
and therefore swear (though too late) that they wil
never be caught in suoh a trap egain. On thi
acconnt (hey feel well disposed towards the new
government, and receive with docility and patience
wonstres which they dislike, snd which serioudy
displesse them. .

Among these it to be reclioned the new decree or
low of tho President agaivst the National Guard,
which he has reduced from 100,000 men to 40,000, at
most.

He suid there were but two powers, ** the sword and
the mind; but, in the ¢ud, the laiter always con-
quers the former.”

Loais Napoleon understands the epirit of his un-
olo's words, and thevefore is founding institutions to
bo in harmony with his great power, in which mind
will march hand in band with the sword.  Notwith-
standing the immense number of votes of the 20th
Degember.

apirited vitizens, had delivered an oration on the
Zdth of July, severcly condemuing the course of the
federal government towards us. ucing an im-
serfect report of this speech and commenting on it,

rocchus proceeded to attribute its sentiments to
the pemf)lv. and make them answerahle for it, there-
upon threatening them with destruction i:y the
whole army and navy of the United States, In the
snme way he bronght up remarks of Governor
Young upon General Taylor, threatening the people
with destruction for them also, and declaring tlfnt.
his (Brocchns's) influence should break him from
office the instant he arrived in Washington. Finally,
the women hissing bim here, he mentioned Wash-
ington, for the firat time, in connection with the
monnmeni, und as if mervely incidentally,  * It re-
winds me, by the way,” he said, ““that 1 have a
commizsion from the Washington Monument Asso-
cintion, to o=k of you (the lmlu-nf a hlock of marble,
as & test of your eitizenship and loyalty to the go-
vernment of the United States.

ealled a specinl session of the Logislature to consider
of the exigency. Thore wus a rupture at onoe.
They would not communicato with that body or no-
tice its existonce. The Ammb'? passed A joint
resolution directing the United States Marshal to
take into his custody the pnlmrs. seals, and funds of
the Seorctary, as about to absoond. Hodia ded
it, and n|nr ying to Judge Brandebury, who, lor
thia specinl purpose, conalituted an United Stales
Court for the first time, obtained an injunction on
the marshal against interfering with bim. The two
houses pnssing also a resolution dirccting an order
to pay km on wocount of milenge, stationery, &o.,
ont of §24,000 placed in the Meeretary's hands for
such oxpenses, ho refused to accopl it, and on the
contrary, wrote them back an fusalting lotter, in
which he pronounced his (the Hecrotary's) opinion
that they wore illegally electod and constituted.
This lettor, duted l'ie}Mmber 25, came Lo the Assem-
bly next day, or Friday, Sept. 26, What they
would have done, or what would have been the
course of their debutes it would bohard to say. But
the ofticers, as if thoy fenred the Assembly really
might take the Seerctary’s ohjoctions for more than
they were worth, resign and be reconstituted whick
could have been done in u week. The next thin
we kuew, they were off Sunday morning, bright auﬁ
early, A. D, 1861,
