Had each nation an individuality pa-
mUarto itssl/t Could, for instenoe, the Arab be
tnMMfonned into the Turk 1 The language and go-
luiaai Mt'on wer® by other na-

gf higher civilisation. as wai the ease in the
gaiepcaa nation*. China had a civilisation pecu-
bariy its own, and a government, language, and
literature, >ta own. It maintained its original indi¬
vidualities. There woe every variety of country,
abounding in rivers aud lakes, and rich in rainoral
wealth ; and she waa a rich and industrious nation.
She adopted an exclusive policy as to all foreign na¬

tions. The question might arise, whether any indi¬
vidual nation a right to abstract itself from all

nations. Our government contemplated to

»pea commerce with Japan by force; and therefore
they may consider another question.whether a na¬

tion had a right to do this. The origin of China
WM not definitely known. It existed two thousand
five hundred years before Christ. The Emperor Chin
then attempted a perpetual dynasty; and that it
might be believed that it commenced with him, he
©oUceted together all Chiueso books and burnt them,
and put to death two hundred and sixty loCrned
men. It was to the works of Confucius, whioh wcro

preserved, that we are in a great measure indebted
for our knowledge of the early history of China.
It embraced 5,300,000 square miles. China had two
millions more square miles than our oxtensive coun¬

try, and a population of three or four hundred mil-
ions.nearly half the population of tho globo; and this
fact had been eonfirmeu by tlioir statistics. Hut theydid not recognise females.houee we doubled thoir
estimate*, supposing females to equal the males in
.umber. In Chinese history might bo found
chronology and mythology. The fabulous periodcmbrncea forty-five thousand vears. It wns be¬
lieved that two brooding powers hatched over Chaos,
the founder of the empire, and that he labored for
eighteen thousand years in forming it, and that
when he died, his* head boeamo mountains. his
breath clouds and waters his veins rivers.his
beard stars.his sweat rain and tho insects that
stuck to his body became people. (Laughter.)Tho Chinese writings have lead to tho conclusion
that Yu founded a colonv on tho borders of tho
Yollow Kiver, and that he commencod his reigncoeval with the Babylonian monarchy. This was
not altogether reliable, because Confucius com¬
menced his history in 7-10 11. C., and tho writingsbeing found not altogether in a perfect state, tho
Chinese attempted an entire correction, and, there¬
fore, they cannot be relied on. The government was
an absolute monarchy; but there were certain
peculiar restrictions.ancient usage had become alaw, and was more absolute than tho monarchyitself, and was inviolable by the Emperor. Tho
present was a Tartar dynasty. In lf>44, China was
taken possession of by the Tartars, and ono re¬
markable fact was that tho conquered people
were decreed to wear a badge of servitude.
At tho time the Tartar chief conquered China, ho
required all the Chinese to shave their heads, excepta small part of the back, which was made ui> into a
cuo. This was indicative of submission to tlie Tar¬
tar jrol.e. He passed an edict that all criminals
should let their hair grow long, so as to make tho
wearing of hair disreputable; and at the present daythe custom exists. The Emperor was said to be
the vicegerent of Heaven. The succession was he¬
reditary; yet the Emperor could appoint his succes¬
sor. All tho provinces were ruled by a governor,who exercised the same power as tho empeior, and
power was so distributed among the Chinese and
Tartar governors as to act as a check ^>n each other.
The government was well adapted to* ho genius of
the |>ec.plo, but the penal code was most severe.He had seen in Canton, on the execution grounds,piles of heads; and in some cases tho executionor
commenced with tho extremities. Home were burnt
and flayed alive. This severity indicated barba¬
rism; yet there was a high degree of civilization inChina'.as a nation, they were noted for their ur¬
banity and politeness. They had schools and
colleges, and conferred degrees. Tho highestoffice-, wcro in the gift of the Emperor, and were at¬
tainable by any ol his subjects, l'bere was no aris¬
tocracy in Cliina, but uu aristocracy of learning,and a!.-o of beggars. Their language wns not an
alphabetical but a symbolical one. There were 214
distinct clement e, and from these an extensive oom-
liinatcn was foi med. The sjtoken language varied in
the different provinces; there were eighteen different
sounds given to the same character. Their litera¬
ture comprised history, ] hilo.-ophy, poetry, romance,and dramatic productions. 'I here was much that
wns valuable in their ] hilosophy; but of science theyhad little knowledge, either of that of modicinc, or
of any other. The Chineso discovered the magneticneedle moro than 1.000 H. C , while the western na¬
tions had not discovered it until tho fourteenth
century. Tho nrt of printing was known to the
Chinese in the tenth century, and gunpowder was
also known by them at an early date. The greatwall employed one-third of all the male populution,and the.v say it cost one generation, aud saved manygenerations it was 1.500 miles long. It now served
simply as a boundary, though it hud been con¬
structed for the defence of the nnfion from the
Tartars. The roads in China were bad. Tea was
known in China as early as the year A. I>. 350.
There were two tea districts.the greon tea, and tho
black tea district. Small feet existed 950 B. C. ; the
origin of the fashion was not definitely known. Al¬
though the Chinese were idolatrous, no human
sacrifices, as far as was known, were introduced.
Bites oi.d ceremonies, which the Emperor and officers
of tho government were obliged to pass through,constituted the national religion. The prineipsil re¬
ligion was the Budhist religion, which was founded in
India, ai.d had been introduced into China in the yearA. 1> C5 Tho Budhists believed that everything camefrom nothing, and was tending to nothing: and (heybelieved in the transmigration of souls. He had re¬
marked the strong resemblance between the ccremo-
ries of the Bubhist religion and the Catholic reli¬
gion. This hnd been remarked by all travellers.
They had monasteries and convents, altars, holywater, aud a holy virgin; and their service wns in
{Sanscrit, as the Catholic service was in Latin.
There was alto a huge number of " Confuciu ts,"who worshipped Confucius rod had several temples.The Chinese hnd not made any advance in civiliza¬
tion for Eome years, and never would until the in¬
troduction of Christianity. There was no strong re¬
ligious clement in the Chirac character. When he
bad been in their temples, the priests had stopped to
look at him. Their jealousy of foreigners resulted
in a great degree from ilv cruelties they had exi«o-rieneed from them. Opium was doing its fearful
work, which was introduced by a Christian nation.
It wa- a great obstacle to the introduction of Chris¬
tianity, because that great evil came from a Chris¬
tian country. There were H) male and 50 female
missionaries, laboring to introduce Christianity, and
their cftorfs were not altogether in vain.
The lec turer concluded his discourse by remarking

On Italy.By the Rev. l>r. lluirtl.
Tho liev. Dr. Band delivered the eighth of a cotirso

of historical lecture.", on Mo:.<iay evening, the Htn
inst.,at tho Brooklyn Female Academy, to a large
and attentive audience. The subject was Italy.
Tho loct urer commenced with the early history of
Italy, and described its geography. With regard to
the first occupation of Homo wc know nothing fur¬
ther than that it w: s peopled by different families,
the descendant'- of Noah, and was founded about
eighteen hundred and fifty-two years before the ad-
Tent of our Saviour. It Mi governed by seven kings
in sncccssion; after which arose the the republic,
Which, however, waj very oppre- ive on the masses,
who, at last, arose arid compiled the nobles to grant
tribunes of the people. This body bad vast powor.
They exercised the power of veto on any nets of tho
Scuale They were not a branch of the legislature,
aod did not meet with the Senate, but sat at tho
doorlike watch dog-. The republic lasted, through
its various gradations from a civil to a military go¬
vernment, for hundreds of years; during which
period the Homans conquered the south of Italy and
the Greek colonies, ai d extending their conquests,
became, in process < f time, the mistress of all Italy,
and its power became very great, and ultimately ex¬
tended Us boundaries in all directions. '1 he conquestOf Greece was a fortunate thing for the Homans It
was there they borrowed all their learning. Cicerohim*-)! had studied in Greece, although that count ryb*d beer, conquered a good while before his day.Modern Home, continue d the reverend lecturer, co¬
vers some of the hills on which aucient Homestood; but not all Th« ancient city extended seve¬ral miles south of the walls of the present city;but we do not really know how large e\er Home bo-
came It muv ha\e contained four or five millions of
people. The nuildings of the city were principallyof brick ; stone and even marble w«ro scare*.-the
latter being procured from Greece. Tho material
arts of the Roman* were architecture, sculpture, and
painting; hut there is no proof that they attained
¦rest eminence in the arts, excrnt in fresco painting,
in which they showed great skill. They attained
w»mp distinction in music, poetry, aud eloquence ;
but th;ir peel's were not cqubI to those that <.»rtfeoe

Kvenunont woa ooaaeqneuUy wry inaifrnifloont.wing, in review, front the bunding of Home, byKomuliu, to the time ef AogMtus, the founder of
the republic, end coming down to the period when
Constantino removed the government to Couatanti-
nople, the lecturer traced the deeline of the Roman
empire. This transfer forced them to withdraw hor
armiee from Kngland and other portion* of Hurope ;
and the western ]>ortion of thin mighty empire went
down. From that day to thia, Italy ha* had sepa¬
rate government*. The Germans then took posses¬sion of northern Italy ; after whom, tho Lombard.*
broke in, and nnmed that portion now known oa
Lombardy. The Haracens overrunning the southern
part of Italy, the 1toman empire wus divided, and
in the twelfth ocntury the Normana took possession.In that and the succeeding oentury, a groat manyfree cities grew up; and, in prooess of time, ft dozen
or more small republics rose up in that country. In
the oourse of time these were also overthrown, in
consequence of tho conferring of too much power
upon n few families. Coming down to the present-time, the lecturer stated that thore now exists iu
the Appenines, a small republic, called San Marino.
It boasts of an existence of fourteon centurios. It
contains five small villages, and about soven thousand
inhabitants. Their government consists of two Con¬
suls, called Captains, who are elooted every three
months, and a legislature of 300 members. Their
standing army, some years since, consisted of forty
men, but it has since been reduced to one man. Tho
security of this republic lies in its insignificance.
Both Charlemagno and Napoleon passed tneui by as

unworthy of conquest. In regard to tho Italians of
the present day, tho lecturer contondod that incor¬
rect opinions had been formed of them by Ameri¬
cans. They were not a laxy pcoplo. Thev mightbe idle, because they have nothing to do, being so

miserably governed. They aro a bright and quickwitted people, and j*>sscss as much iutelligenoe as
any othor peoiile in Europe. If tboy had a training
like our New England people, in two centuries theywould be the first j>eople in Europe. Tho looturer
attributed their present condition to tho Catholio
church, which tells them, "all you have got to do
is to believe;'' and to the State, which says, " all
you have got to do is to oboy." He then referred
to tho fine arts, for which Italy is celebratod. Archi¬
tecture nnd- sculpture had flourished beyond mea¬
sure. They had also fine paintings, and the country
whs full of good musicians. Tho music of tho finest
churches in our largest cities is not to bo compared
with the music in many of thoir parish churches.
Eloquence, however, had not flourished in that
country, in consequence of tho strictness of the go¬
vernment . Tho reverend lecturer concluded his lec¬
ture amidst a round of applause.

On Loafers.By Professor Patton.
Last Tuesday evening, Ilev. William Patton, of

Hartford, Conn., delivered one of tbo series of tho
peoples lcetures. in Broadway Tabernacle. Subject

. "The natural history of that numerous class of bi¬
peds 'yclept loafers."
He premised his discourse by saying that, aftor

the lcctures delivered beforo lyceums and institutes
for tbo last twenty years, numerous as the leaves of
the forest in autumn, and sometimes as dry, it is
somewhat difficult to find a novel subjcct. History,
geography, astronomy, geology, Shakespeare, the
Crusades, Oliver Cromwell, Bonaparte, and all other
subjects are exhausted in lcctures. Genius has been
described and philosophised on ; the Anglo-Saxons
have been traced back to a nude pair who lived a
long time ago, in a garden in Asia; revolutions
have been descanted on, and ourowu country lauded
and glorified. Our Union, too, has been sa/ed from
total destruction, in five hundrod speeches and lec¬
tures; and the age lias been historically aud phrcnolo-gicallv examined. Where, then, should ho find a

topic! Natural history opens wide its portals, giv¬
ing a great variety of subjects to tho lecturer : in¬
stead of wandering with poets and transcendental-
ists, youth proceeds now on a tour of observation in
astronomy or geology ; but what subject in natural
history should he adopt 1 He would select some¬
thing as close to ourselves as possible. He would
select the gmvx licnio, in the class of Mammalia.
He had a higher duty to perforin than the classifica¬
tion of races and families lij skulls, hair, or skin; but
he would invest igate the distinct habits of the species.He proposed, therefore, to discuss a very remarkable
and extensivo species of tho genus homo, called
ordinarily "loafer" a term which has tho merit of
being pure Anglo-Saxon.it was supposed to be do-
rivea from the German laufen (to run), if the
statement of peculiarities common to this genus be
rightly apprehended, there would be no difficulty of
recognizing the species in any country. The raiment
has in reality nothing to do with loaferism, more than

a biass collar round a dog'sncck signifies what breed
he is. The two reliable murks are in dispositionand in life. A feature of the loafer's character is
unwillingness to work ; he loves idleness, and would
\ustly prefer 1 hat others should support him; ho
would wonderfully enjoy Eden, where fruits grew
without cult nation, uud ho would linve nothing to
do but enjoy himself. Tho probability is, if ho
could have directed his own creation, ho would
have bad himself made a vegetable, not an animal,
ai d that he should be planted in a deep soil. It is
thought, indeed, that laziness is the true original
sin or depravity of the human race. It is said that
there is n eaudated race in Africa, wh» have
a rudimental tail a few inches long, but thoy
must not cn that account be brought down to
the level of the monkey. The second peculiarityof the loafer is his lite.ho is a poetical, tran¬
scendental philosopher, believing in tho beautyof life j*r sc. It suffices that he lives, that
he bus in himself tho sublime fact of existence. These
two traits will identify tho specics wherever you
meet it. As wherever through the world you would
see the upstretchcd ears and tho descending tail,
and hear the bray, you would recognise the donkey,
to nintter whether starved or well fed, so can tho
loafer be rccognizcd cither in rags or broadcloth.
He adapts himself to the most contradictory circum¬
stances of wealth and jiovcrty, ignornnco aud educa¬
tion. It is through ignoranco of this that natural

( philosophers do not always catcgomo in the speciesthose who have a perfect right to a place in the class.
The lecturer then proceeded to analyze and exhibit
very wittily the various characters of loafers. the
youthful and adult vulgar loafer; the musical loafer,
who is generally a brawny Swiss or Italian; the
fashionable loafer, a very exquisite mid highly
finished variety; the wealthy ana retired loafer; the
military and naval loafer, who maybe termed tho
loafer in uniform, (the army und navy wero nurseries
ofloaferism, and the greatest blessing would result
from the general and contunportincous disarmament
of tl.e amies and navies of all nations;) tbo politicalloafer, n gieat \aricty in this favored land not tbo
statesman, but the adventurer on the sea of polities

. Congress is the Paradise of such loafers; the aris¬
tocratic loafer, r variety principally found in the old
world, and existing net by the grace but the pa¬
tience of God and tho sufferance of tho people.In this country there is no pcifcct speci¬
men of this variety, though there were soma
approaches to it in the South, where society is com-

] oscd of workers, and those who own them. The lat¬
ter arc the aristocratic loafers, .-oinewhat resemblingthe Eurofsnn species. (Sutained applause, com-
mingltd with hisses from all parts ot the house )
The la t spccics of loafers, which ho could not pass
by, were the " ccelcsiastical loafer" a variety pecu¬
liar to the church. Their numbers increased in pro*
] orticn to the poverty of the people, till in Italy t!i y
numbered one tenth of the population. In bringing
liis lecture to a close, he would warn his bearer
against the fundamental principle of loaferisin.un
willingness to work. Labor is never rilo; its evil'
are only in its prostitution for base purposes. The
great end of life can be secured only by taxing our
energies, manual or intellectual. He a street sweeper,
be an avenger, if need be, but do rot be a loafer,
vulgar or musical, fashionable cr wealthy, ecelo-
siast'cal or military, God t.< ver made an idler; that
v;a.j the creation of the devil.

incwNved to an lunount far beyond that indicated bythe printed report* ofth* British government, which,1 know, are, from mattxs of interest, made to apr
peer as small ax possible. Suchi* KuglLsh policy, andit ie pursued in ell part*, of the world where t>he
drive* a thriving trado* and it is worthy of notioe
taut while t-bc, by he*peculiar system of govern¬ment , enhance* her revenue, and never fail* to sus¬
tain and protect hoc merchant* and mercantile
marine, our own government is becoming more and
more, in each succeed:ng year, indifferent to the per¬formance of tho duties, of the mission for which it
was crcatod and i* sustained. Couunerce paya all, or
nearly all, oun revenue, and yet tho governmentgrudge* encouragement to the power that sustains it,and look* coldly ugon the mercantile effort* that
would give dignity to her commerce, elevation to it*
sucecBoce, and pride and houor to our enterprise*.My object in writing this communication is not to
enlarge upon the manifest and criminal negleot of
our government iu the mat tore abow roferrea to, nor
upon the losses which our merchant* and othor Ame¬
rican citizens experienced from, it* inaction; but
simply to notice tne fact that there i* no country,which we know anything of, thai offers *uch groat
commercial inducement* and advantages a* Airioa.
All that is required is to know what to do, and
whero to do it, and to have tho protecting arm of
the government extended over tho offort.
My experience of sofao fifteen yours, both in offi¬

cial and private capacities, has given me, probably,a more extended knowledge of that country than is
poracRscd by any othor American. I propose to turn
thia experience to good aceount, ami it will afford
mo greut pleasure to give the result* of my expe¬rience, in aid of any legitimate mercantile advouturo
that may carry with it tho elements of success,
founded upon the knowledge which is necessary to
insure it.

A single, but momentous fact now occurs to rao,by which it will bo rcudored apparent to you and
yeur readers how readv the British government is to
take hold of tho valuable suggestions of other
people, and to carry them out successfully, ho tho
coat what it may. Tho movoment made last winter
at Washington, in ordor to establish a line of
steamers to Liberia, attracted, at onco, the atten¬
tion of that government, and a contraot ho* boon
entered into, dt which, in Octobcr next, a line of
powerful Britisii steamers will be established, to run
regularly upon tho western coast of Africa. If our
own government would give a like aid to tho efforts
of our merchant traders, whore great objects lifeo
this aro to bo carried out, no nation would thus got
tho advantage of us, and auticipato our projcctodenterprises.

In this connection, and generally up«n tho mor-
cnntilo resources of Africa, my namo has of late
been mentioned by a part of tho public press, and I
have been called upon to deliver a aories of locturea
upon that intorosting subject. I would, therefore,
beg to observo tliq£ 1 am prepared to give to tho
mercantile community a paper on the resources and
value of the trade of that country, and in regard to
tho advantages to be derived by American enter¬
prise in its active prosecution.

End cf the Carnival in New Orleans Celebration
of Mardi Gras.Dcscrijition of the Procession.
Masked Balls.J^ate Newsfrom Mexico.Loss ofaFrench Brig and all on Board. IVreck of the BrigEdu-ard.s.Catherine Hayes.
A very successful attempt was made yesterdayto revive tho old custom of celebrating Mardi Gras,

the last day of tlie carnival. In 1836, before tho
city was divided into separate municipalities, it
used to bo a regular holiday with the Creole popu¬lation, and was celobrated with great splondor. Of
late years, however, the spirit of knighthood has
been on the wane among m, and Mardi Gras had
ceased to beeomc a gala day. 'l'ho consolidation of
the municij alties, and the admission of Lafayottointo the City Union, seemed to call up reminis¬
cences of tho prosperity and glorious times of tho
old city, and a general desire prevailed to cole-
bratc the occasion by restoring the gaieties of a
custom which had been more honored in tho
breach than in the observance. It was accord¬
ingly arranged among tho Creole and American
young gentlemen of tho city that a grand mosqueparade should take place in the afternoon, 'lhe
ragged and barefooted association of juveniles com¬mented their fun, however, in the morning, bycovering their dirty faces with masks, and throwingflour at the darkies on the stroots, much to the
merriment of the wayfarers. At noon frolicksomo
parties on horseback and in cabs, dressed in tho
most grotesque manner, began to apj>car in tho
streets, and j-oon became quite numerous. On com¬
ing in contact with the "Ragged and llarofootod
Association" flour became freely distributed on both
sides, and the streets rang with tho wild shouts and
laughter of tho boys, especially whon they would
get the better of tho flour coutcsl. A strapping black
mask on horseback, representing ftwoueh in Bloomer
costume, had her compaction suddenly changed to
snowy white by a handful of flour, as she came dash¬
ing down Royal street, whilo roars of laughter and
hurrns greeted her from the bystanders. An iminonsc
concourse ofpeople assembled at the corners of Royal,Canal and ht. Charles streets, as the maskers in¬
creased, to witness tho fun of the day. Ry half-pastthreo o'clock, Hoyal street, from Canal to E.iplnnado
street, was densely crowded with nromcnadora, and
tho balconies of tho botols and private houses
swarmed with beautiful and elegantly dressed ladies,
to witness the procession which was forming in Or¬
leans street, opposite tho 0|>era IIouso- The maskers
moved about four o'clock, headed by a large band
of music, in a largo open wagon, tho performers be¬
ing disguised as monks in gowns and cowls. Next
came the grund attraction of tho day, a company ot
some two hundred wild Arubs on horsebqfk, dressed
in robes of white and red, with gold und silvor tinsol,and sabres. Their hugo moustaches and beards gavethem quite n warlike appcaranco, but tho only
weapons they used wore packages of sugar plums,which woro lrccly thrown to tho ladies on tho gal-IwlN.

Next followed a large open carriage, beautifully
| festooned witli flowers, drawn by four horsos dooo-' rated with ribbonds, and ridden by two postillions.It contained four gallant knights, dressed in tho! costume of tho days of Louis XIV. Anothor car-1 riiige, gaily decorated, contained fivo persons magni¬ficently nt tired.two in the costumo of Charles II.;

Ptytltr..This action was brought by tho plaintiff, a
Mij^ rarnuated teaman, against the defendant, who
is the Governor of tho "Sailors' Snug Harbor," to
recover da mages for refusing to permit tho plaintiff
to enter and remain in tho said ".Sailors' Snug Har¬
bor," as an inmate, &c., and for driving the plaintiff
from the premiss. Tho late Captain liohcrt uichard
Itandall, by his will, devised a largo real estate in
tho upper part of Broadway, in this city, to trustees
to lease tho same, and apply tho ineomo to tho snp-
port of aged and dccrepid seamen during thoir lilo,
and to erect buildings for thoir accommodation in
which they should reside. The Legislature incorpo¬
rated tho trustees named in tho will, and authorized
tho purchase of n site, and the erection of build¬
ings on Staten Island, which was done. T'io in¬
come from renting said kinds being very large.
The plaintiff, an old seaman, was admitted into
the Harbor " as an aged and decripid soaman," in
1847, and continued there until tho November fol¬
lowing, when the defendant wns Governor, to whom
he applied for loarc to go to Charleston, to procure
evidence to establish his claim to a pension for
wounds received by him whon engaged in tho Unitod
State* revenue de|»artment. Tho complaint is silent
ns to tho answer given by the Governor ;
but the sailor went; and on his return,
in January, 18-18, ho entered tho Harbor, when
tho defendant drovo |him from tho place, and
kept him out of the premises, whereby ho became
dependant upon the charity of his friends for his
maintenance.
