II have recently had an opportunity of conversing
with a gentleman who has resided upwards of three
years in California, was ono of the party who were
the pioneers in that direction, and who, notwith¬
standing ranch suffering and hardship, and havingt« fight their way through the Indians, succeeded m
reaching the coast, and ultimately arrived at Han
Francisco, lie informs me that Ijalifornians, who
have since crossed the country and sold goods, recom¬
mend western people going out there not to listen to
the reports that are circulated, as to the hostile cha¬
racter of the Mormons and Indians; but to lay in
merely sufficient. provisions to last them till they ar¬
rive at the Mormon valley, where they can procure

a further supply, tc enable thorn to reach California,
-ut a cheaper rate than they can haul thciu to the
fonner place.Families going from the Eastern States, he says,fchuuid tit out at St. Louis or in Missouri ; and wl'il
there purebar* Indian ponies or mules, cither o
which tire preferable to oxen ho recommends the
former, where they have been broken in to draw,and which arc a breed between the Canadian and
French poncy. Each individual should bo providedwith a buffalo robe; and with reference to clothes,
they should be light and easily carried; and no more
should be taken than are absolutely uecessary, os
clothing and furniture can Lk> purchased cheaper in
California thnr at St. Ixnws. Saddles the dragoonMiddle is preferable for the plains.and wagons,Should be purchased at St. I .on if, where they arc
acquainted with the description that is required, and
where they can be had ehcaper than else where.
Those going from New York or PhMadelphia, and

who might wish lo purchase Colt's revolvers, the
Mississippi ritle or double-barrelled shotguns, should
obtain them in either of these cities preferringthose which they will tind necessary for killing
game and j>rocuriiig food. Persons having most ex¬
perience of California, recommend others not to gotb«re, at t hi.: late period, with a view of amassing a
fortune, and returning in three or four years; but
only such as shall take with them their fainalics,
and make up their minds to remain there ; and
those only should emigrate who possess the hardi¬
hood to endure the privation incidental to the settle¬
ment of a new country, and snflicieiit patience to
wait for comforts tili tliey can earn them for them¬
selves. Young men, however, are advised not to
abandon any situation they may have in tli 5 Atlan¬
tic States, unless they have Icon accustomed to
hard work.
There arc at present many western families col¬

lecting at ht. Louis; and persons wishing to jointhem should start soon, as |>urlics generally set off
in April for the plains, as eoou as grass begins to
grow and the streams to run. Mining tools and
other implements can bo purchased sd clioap in Ca¬
lifornia, that it is the height of folly to carry them
there; but groceries can be disposed of to advuntagoby parties in the Mormon valley. TUo tiiuo occu¬
pied in going from Si. Louis to Sou Francisco is
about seventy or seventy-live days; and a. road has
been opened, upon which wagons properly construct¬
ed can travel.
An effort liar of late been making here, to oust

Butler King from the collcctorship of California. His
friends sav he is ready and willing to meet anycharge that inay be made against him ; and theywill give security in his behalf to liny amount.

'Iht Aicaragua Route to the Pacific. The Claims of

Cfta liica to a Part of it, fyc.
As the Nicaragua route attracts public attention,

and every! I ng in that quarter seems to be viewed as

regulated and permanently settled, it will be not amiss
to look a little into the political organization of the
Isthmus, and the negotiations which may havo been
entered into by our government to secure the right
.f way or transit.
You are aware that the government of Nicaragua

is not the only one that claims the right of naviga¬
tion of the River San duan ajd the Lake ef Nicara¬
gua. Costa Rica has established claims to the joint
navigation of the river and lake, growing out of the
possession of the border province, Guanaeaste,
whiiti has belonged to Costa Rica over sir.co the re¬
volution, and of which she bus held undisturbed pos¬
sesion during the last twenty-eight years. England
and Spain h«w» recognised Costa liica. with her
northern frontier extending to Laho Nicaragua and
the River Sau Juan; and our own government can-

Hot, without gross injustice to Costa liica, and break¬
ing in upon all the usages and national laws which
have heretofore guided our acts of recognition of
other nations, refuse to rccoguise her with limits

, different I j tn those fi-\ed by her own people anil go¬
vernment.

Nicaragua may claim the province of Guanaeaste;
but she h;;s done nothing for a period of twonty-
eight yems, to possess herself of it, and her whole

c laim rests on the obsolete divisions of the provinces
by the old Spanish government. From the first day
of independence of Central America from the Spanish
crown to the present day, tl.e government of Costa
liica. with the free will and consent of the peoplo
of Guanaeaste, exercised jurisdiction over that
province; the people of Guanaeaste recognizing that
jurisdiction, and voluntarily submitting themselves
to that government. The government of Coita liica,
therefine, bv the possession of the province ofGuana-
caste, wliicu bi tiers on tlio hike of Nicaragua and
the river San Juan, is possessed, in part, of the
sovereignty over that lake and the river, and claims
jointly with Nicaragua, to dispose of that soveroiguright to other nations or individuals. England ami
Spsiu have M.cognizcd that right by recognizing
Costa Rica with her limits as above stated, and this
gevenment annot, without, violating tlio nation ;!
law, do i< ss in tlio premises

'I he consideration of the clams of Costa liica and
the interest of oui citizens, require ion on the p.ut
of our government, and that action I believe would
have been had if the government of Nicaragua, to
which a Charge d1 Affaires has boon despatched from
Washington, could have been found organized, and
ready to treat, with us. And it is also believed, and
current here iii diplo,na'io < tides, ihat, if tlio policy
ufGrcat L tail toward Central America has not
soften d material che.'go by the withdrawal of
I/oid l'almer.'loii lroiu office, an arrangemont will
yet be efleelei! by the co-operation of the govern¬
ments ef the United States and Great Britain, which
will fee ure tlio rights of bo 111 Co fa Riea aid
Nicaragua, ami, at the sumo time, the interest*! of
our own citir.ciis. Costa liic: on her p.Tt, is known
to be willing to aid by legislation, by treaty, or
otherwise, the enterprise of oer citizens, provided
her rights ure respected, and the proper steps tul.cn
to set ure her consent a ;d aid ii that eutcrpri-o.
The only real difficulty in the way of arranging all
matters relating to Central America, consists in
Gliding the government of Nicaragua, no money
haviug, as yet, been voted for an exploring expe¬
dition to the Isthmus.

enact such stringent lawn. Wc aro almost too near
liourbon county to do muck in tho temperance way,
for it is the extensive distilleries in our neighboring
county which furnish the well known " old Bourbon.
The winter has been unusually gay. Balls and

parties have been all tho rage, ana charades and
tableux have hud a fashionable introduction. To
tho absence of a theatre wo have beon favored with
lectures on Astronomy and tho othor scit noes, anil
time has, perhaps, been thus more profitably pa«sed
than in gazing at footlights. B.

JndiuH 'Preublt the Condition of the Anteruan
Forces.Discoveries of Ruh Gold Mines in arl
Pints of the Territory, fyc.
The mail carrier from El Paso del Norte, arrived

here last night, confirming tho aocoitnt previonsly
received of the attacking of a small party of soldiara
on the Jornada del Mucrto by about eighty Mus-
ealero Apache Indians. The Indians had uonccalcd
thtmselves in tho grass and soap weed*, and were
not seen by the soldiers until they were fired upon.
Tfciy succeeded in killing four of tlieiu and wounding
the fifth, who, while the Indiars were securing tho
tuules, succeeded in making his csoape. It hap-
peaed iu the sumo place where poor Brent and a

Mexican were recently killed.
There are not ten serviceable dragoon houses in the

territory, owing to Colonel Summer's starving econo¬
mising policy. Everyone will admitthatthe removal
of the troops from the towns to the frontier was an
excellent measure. But we cannot sa.v as much for
his system of retrenchment which has been put into
operation during the past six months. The re-cult
is that the soldiers have no horses or mules, and are
thus made perfectly useless in pursuing those mur¬
dering band of wild devils, who have become so
bold as to attack soldiers within two miles of their
forts. The regular artny in this territory is a |>er-
feet dead letter, as I'ar a* protecting tho inhabitants
from the Indians goes. The only good ihoy have
probably done is, by their presence iu the country
the Mexicans have been kept from rising and re¬
volutionizing the country.
Rich gold mines arc being discovered in every

part of the territory . A party of soino sixty moil,
principally Americans, left here on Monday last for
liio CS tin., where a rich placer has been discovered.
This placer is said to be richer than any part of
California. This party has taken from this plu«-oall the Americans who could leave. They were n't
well mounted and armed, and supplied w\"h tv/o
months provisions. 1 have no doubt bu* what M.ey
will meet with success. (Jold hae aho bv u dis¬
covered near Dona Ana; out of about thtco pounds
of rock", sixteen dollars worth ol gold was nkeu.
Also near l.o dc Moro, from about a peck of dirt
three dollars worth of pure gold was found. Several
lumps that will weigh from three to nine ounces
each have recently been fouud in the placer foi tymiles from this place. This mine is known to be
very rich in gold, but there is no water. If a com¬

pany were formed with a sufficiency of capital to
tiuild a railroad to the nearest water, it woidd paybitter than any mine in the world! It is an ac¬
knowledged fact, that this territory is the richest,
part of Undo Saiu's dominions in mineral wealth.'
(.old, copper, ircn, silver, tin, coal, and lead are
everywhere abundant.

There can be no doubt but that Lopct hiiu If wa-

when he sny.« 'i.at this people are not adequate to
their own necessities, and that they are too feeble to
aescrt the powers which they possess.too timid to
peril anything, even for the attainment of their fa¬
vorite desires. The writer satisfactorily proves this
assertion by a chain of elaborate reasoning. Wo ad¬
mire the force aud truth with which he has presented
the magnanimity of this country towards a compara¬
tive powerless state like Spain, and the observance of
the strict honor which has guided the8tates in regard
to Cuba, and the way in which he holds up to just
conte mpt her petty pride, which lies at the bottom
of her complaints, and which, some day or other,
might excite our just resentment. And what support
will Cuba derive from England, who makes the con¬
dition of her interference tho abolition of her slave
institutions! ("an degradation go further, both in
regard to the national existence of Cuba, or in the
degraded stale of her " free" population! We think
not. Can any nationul or political institution lie on
a more rotten basis'! We can well understand the
.. clemoney" of the Queen of Spain, in pardoning the
American prisoners. There were many political
grounds for this step. Cuba cannot, long exist as
she is; and, in all probability, her change of desti¬
nies may soon be brought about by the couduct ofher
own and tho Spanish authorities, an well inter¬
nally as externally, towards a neighboring empire,
which has no superior iu power among the nations
ofthe world. "The Pre- Adamite Earth Relations of
t.Vology to Theology," is a review ofa work by a Dr.
Harris, an English independent minister. The wri¬
ter, like tlio author of tho work ho reviews, evident¬
ly starts upon his subject with two facts, to which
it is sought to bend the science of geology, to its
great jarring with chemistry, astronomy, and tho
other sciences. We havo no desire fo dispute tho
truth of the Bible, or the existence of a God and a

Trinity, ns developed by it; but wo havo a right, to
complain of ingenious and circumscribed reasoning,
and that confined to a single brunch of science, to es¬
tablish any premised facts. and those, too, of niat-
teis of revelation, ofiecord, and offnith, which, we

thought, wore til regarded as a part of religion,
und with which the seieueos had nothing to do. As
a matter of argument, it is not right to make axi¬
oms of those very points which the logician seeks to
prove; ami what satisfaction, in point of reason,
can result from such a course? That there is a great
deal of profundity of thought exhibited, is appa¬
rent; but plain scientific tacts, plainly considered,
would tend more to develops the utmost attainable
truth that finite man is capable of possessing. This
class of writers pursue science and knowledge to tho
point where it oversteps the bounds ol the human in¬
tellect, and then full hack on their preconceived reli¬

To the Hon. Ihr Common Council nf (He City of Sew York :
The officers of the New York V'iro Department. iwhciu-

bled at a Board of Kngineera and Foremen, at Fire¬
man'! Hall, on Monday evening. March 8. 1803 have
noticed with extreme surprise the organisation of so
many, and tho proposed organization of other, now tire
companies: and believing that such measures will not
conduce to the benefit of the department, and ar« opposedto the Interests of their fellow-citizens, they do refpeotftillybut earnestly remonstrate against the same, far the fol¬
lowing- among many other reasons1 With but two or three exception", they not re¬
quired; and upon which mo«t important oigcction. are
bailed tho arguments in favor of others, hereafter a«slgnud.
The total force up to Dec. 1. 1S51. never exceeded thirty-
five engines, fifty-one hose, nine hook and ladder, auil
three hydrant companies ; and but seldom ttuit number.
there always existing more or loss vacancies, in conse¬
quence of companies disbanded, suspended, or withdrawn
from the service. Upon reference to the proceedings ot
the Common Council during tho three years preceding
Dec. 1.1861. your honorable body will jierreive that the
number of new eompauics. of each class, organized within
that period, was five engine, ten hose, and three hook, and
ladder com|«nies total eighteen ail average of six
eompauics per year.
There have been organized, or aie in pnviws of organi¬

sation. since the above date to the present time, a period
of less than three mouths. Fix engine, two hose, and ono
hook and ladder company.total, ulne; or at the rate of
thirty-six comt>anics per year, compared to tho average of
the preceding three yearn Again, of tho eighteen com¬
panies formed during said three years, three were to till
vacancies; whereas the nine slnco organized are strictly
and exclusively new companies.
Knt there lias not been a proportionate increase in

the growth of the city during this )>ortod, and tbo
average numb«r of fires and alarm* is no greater now
than it was previously Ilenee there is no data ujton
which to base this euonnous addition to the force of the
department, and which is unparalleled in its annals, ex¬
cepting only the occaaion when tweuty-four companies
were organized at one mooting of the Co.nmon Council, in
1839. and from the blighting effects of which upon the
welfare of the department it took years to recover.

2. The addition of more ennt|>uuies than are required is
injurious instead of bencfleial to the department.
Tpon reference to the records of the hose companies,

Ilenee, and natu¬
rally. a superabundant force would impede the operations
or that portion on duty, and greatly impair its efficiency
An honorable rivalry is one of the strongest guaranties of
power, especially and peculiarly in Ibis arm or the public
sirvicc; but the proposed additional companies being un-
neee»Fary. the conflict or interests will become more f're-
qui nt. and the public good will lie forgotten in a mea¬
sure. though unintentionally perhaps, unde.r the excite¬
ment of an unwholesome contest for supremacy.
