Bell to speak on them.
Mr. Cass, (dem.) of Mich., said that this motion would

place his collcaguu in an awkward position. It would cut
him off In the middle of the speech commenced yesterday
by him on French spoliations.
Mr Badukr, (whig) of N. 0., said he had been in that

situation for more than two months.
Mr. Cass.1 hope the honorable Senator does not in¬

Mr. Bradbury. (dem.) of Mo., opposed the motion, and
insisted upon Unitizing the French Spoliation bill ; and
after some remarks by Messrs. Cass. Shields, Bull, and
othors. Mr. l'ri.cn said he would yield the floor cheerfully
to Mr. Beil. Mr. Clark's motion was then agreed to, aud
the non-intervention revolutions wero taken up.
Mr. Bkll, (whig) of Tenn., addressed the Semite to the

effect that, while ho agreed in tho general tono and effect
Of Mr. Clarke's non-intervention resolutions, ho saw no

oliiectlon to those proposed by Messrs. Cass aud Seward ;
and while ho would vote, perhaps, under all the circums¬
tances, for either of them, ho saw no necessity for passing
anyofthim in tho particular language in which they
now were couched.

against the violation of national laws by Russia. He did
not intend to discuss those subjects at all. but to call tho
attention of the Senate and country to the great Ameri¬
can question, which Wit*, how are we to be aUected by the
present state <4 «&ai» ui tivxo\>*i Utigm* the kMr; *
the overthrow of Louis Philippe, and the succeeding
e< ents which have taken place in France, down to tho
present seeming acquiesc' nco by the French people in
the strong and arbitrary measures of Louis Napoleon.
He traced tho events which followed the French revolu¬
tion throughout Europe, and the unsuccessful effort* for
liberty, and pointed to tho present almost triumphant po¬
sition of absolute power, and the consequent destruction
of all hopes for freedom, lie cited the facts, that
the commercial and financial interests, the mercantile
interests and the stock board, by their contidence. guvo
an aasuracc that those power*, absolute iu their na¬

tion, were to bo relied upon as firm and immovable,
and giving better security to those interests than the
temporary uprisings and triumphs of more free govern¬
ments. England, too, which had been considered as tho
flaming sword at the gate of tho Eastern Eden of liberty,
had given in adherence' and submission to this new state
of things, lie read from a debate in Parliament a speech
of Lord John Rusecll, to the effect that he hope d liberty
may yet, at some future period, appear ngaiu in Europe.
Personal and national freedom was a principle which had

« ver been struggling against power. Why whs th.it strug¬
gle now at an end in Europe? Why was it that absolute
power was fo dominant and supreme.' Tho substantial
people of Europe.those who. in this country, would be
regarded as the bone and sinew.tho commercial ami
financial interests, hnd become satisfied that popular
forms of government did not afford that protection to life,
property, morality, and the obligations of society, which
wire to" be found under more arbitrary and despotic
pewers. What was it that had produced this change in
the minds of these, tho thluklng, andjnot talking people
of liuropu.' It was the introduction and adoption by all
the European forms of popular government, of the ultra,

w .id. fanciful theories of modern philosophy, calculated,
when carried lute ; practical operation, to disturb all the
pre-existing notion* of propriety in all tint was moral,
social, slid religious. It was the adoption of these theo-
ri< i. by the republicans of Europe, together with tho ex-
ee scs of their leaders, when occasionally successful,
which has frightened the timid, alarmed the cautious,
rnd driven oft' the thinking and substantial from
the cause of freedom. 1'hilosopliy governed the actions,
and policy, anil ideas of those engaged in popular move¬
ments in Europe. These philosopher wrapt up entirely
ill tho theories of their on n school, rejected the existing
governments of Europe, because tho«o governments were
not c nfistclit with the practical execution of tb.ir phi-
lcftiphy. t or tli" reme reason, they rejected a republican
government like our own. Nor did they stop here; but
when religion present* d its barriers to tho execution,
practieully. of this philofophy. they hesitated not to in¬
clude tho altar lu the d<*tiuetion of tho throno. He
pointed out tho necos; ity. iu oider to secure confidence

in popi.lar government*. that these reformers should first
ref( rm tbi lr philosophy.get rid of their cunt, of liberty,
fraternity, and equality, and learn that no liberty, fra¬
ternity. i r raua lily, can ovist without limitation. Ilo
then r'jverted to the effeut wliich this philosophy and
spirit would have 'in this country.
