Sunday,
Monduy, and Tuesday nights, the Pluzga de Armns was
one blave of light, Bome idea of the brillianey of the
spectacle mny be gathered, when T state that upon the
paluces of the Captain General, the Intendant, snd the
Court of Bauto Vanls were suspended thirty-six thoussnd
lights, making the whple arca of the Plaza as light as
day. The deLightful musie of the bunds. and the crowds
of ludies eis gromd toileite, coneurred to render the seene in
the highe: t degree pleasant suild inspiriting.  Perhapas,
however, the ilumination of the Bpanish men-of-war in
port, elght in number. was the most boutital teature of
all, Thelr rigging was covered with lamps from the declks
to the trucks; and the lines of light shiniog out in the
darkness, without any perceivalile support, nu en-
chanting and fulry.like aspect.

We havo reccived the Corieo de Caracas to
the 20th.

The nows is unimportant. The country was quiet.

The Congress of the state was in session, The
Senate, on the 12th, debated, for the second timre,
the project of a decree authorizing the President to
¢loze the publie properties of the towns, by means
of the economie juntas of finances. The first article
was rejected unanimously, and the Prezident of the
Senato enid, that in consequence, the project was
rejected.

The House of Representatives adopted the propo-
sition, already voted by the Senate, of a decree
eonceding, ns a national reward, the untilled lands
of the state to the widows, orphans, and fathers, of
the soldiers of the ariny who fought for indepen-
dence.

By a decision of the Supreme Court, on the 9th
ult., General Justo Briceno, Commander Juan Illas,
Jacinto Gutierrez, and Antonic Monsanto, were

discharged from their nccusation of conspiracy, and
completely exonernted. The expenses of the trial
were lelt to the charge of the government.

The last stesmer received again an order to
depart for a fourth expedition, but the eaptain re-
turned. on the 16th ult. to Tampieo. Heo landed onl
some guns, which he directed to Matamoras; but it is
not known yet i they have been reovived,

The question of Tehusntepec is not talked of, but it
will tetminate fatally for Mexico, ns (he inhabitants of
that republic believe, They think they have nothing to
gain with the United States,

Io Yucatan the Indians continned very troublesomo ;
a Mexican captain, with 145 soldiers, marcliéd agninst
them, and killed forty-six men ot the enemy ; he lost
one goldier.  General La Vegs had also organised s com-
pnn{ to put an end to this war, 1o is sccompanied by
the indefatigablo Curate Yela,

M. Luis do In Rosa, lately Minister to the Unitod
Etates, hind arvived on the 10th ult. at Vera Crus, with
bis fumily, on hoard the Tehuantepeo; he went to
Muxieo by the stage eonel. on the ‘.NN.E.

The most important. intelligence eontained In these
papers relutes to the vingular anomaly of the two tariffs

cxisting at the sumoe time in different ports of Mexigo—
the regulnily recognized tarillf of the supreme govern-
ment, snd that established by one of its military oflleera
on the northern frontler. We have already mentionsd
that in Vers Crug and Tampies, poiats particalarly af-
fected by this unequal tavilt, the excitement i3 intense,
and 1hat an indignution meeting hald been held in Tam-
pico.  Petitions und remonst rances without number have
heen sent from both places o the genernl government;
and in Vera Crus the merehants have held o meeting, and
resolved not Lo pry the duties impozed by the existing
regular tarill.  They alzo appointed a committee of their
members to wiit upon the Collector of that port, and re-
quest im to deliver the goods recently imported into
thiir hands. and to suspend the eollection of dutles upon
them until the result of their coergetic remonstrancs to
the l:utrl-ml- government could be known; and in ecuse of
his refustng, they protest against heing made responsible
for injuries the goods may sustaln by being stored in
damp and badly ventilated warelhiouses. as well a3 exposed
to the chances of five. Many of thom have al4o resolved
to close Meir houses the moment any attempt is made to
compel them Lo pay the preseribed duties,

Don Luis Guevars has presented a memorial to Con-
RTress, Ilh‘l'll'l)!{y alludedl to by us. showing the depressing
operation of the existing tarill upon the commeree of
Tampico. amd eontrasting it with the reduced tarifl in
force at Matmmmoros. The quantity of goods and mer-
chandisge introduced through this channel las seriously
aflected the pomeree of other ports of the republic. The
foreign ministers have protested agninst the evils eaused
by the Avalos tariff. and their communication coused con-
siderable debate in the Chamber of Deputies.

The papers of the enpitel say that it is certain that Gen,
Unnales has deelared Camargo to he s free port, and the
Porvenir. of Yern Cruz, makes this the subject of a long
article, Our lnst accounts from the Rio Grande make no
micntion of this, and we do not believe it to be true,

I'he project of farming out the revenoe, introdoced into
the Mexican Congress by the Minisler of Finance, has
met with mueh opposition from the papers all over the
republic, The Sigle eays it is assured that the govern-
ment has determined to withdraw the obnoxious measure.

Witness the false information which the
Prosident officinlly stated in his message, that the
differences between the Dominican republic and the
Haytien empire wore arranged, whilo such a desir-
able event is as far off a3 ever—thauks to the in-
trigues of la belle France.

Tsny 80 well advisod: for if you will rofor to the
Revue des Devz Mondes, for Muy, 1851, its pages
corroborate ‘my assortion. That periodical, which
is well known in our States, containa an article on
the empire of Hayti and the Dominican republie,
which, it is confidently reported, has the Fremch
Consul, @en. Raybaud, in Port-uu-Prince, for its
author, and is so filled up with mis-stat ta and

Passing to matters of national interest, Mr. Clay-
ton took up the subject of the compromise acts, and
said that he acquisscod in the propriety of sustmin-
ing them ; that the whigs or Delaware stood by
them now, as they had done whon tho measuroswere
originally t::ud: but that, in his judgment, thore
nover hind beon any real danger of a dissolution of
the Union, and therefore no oceasion for the legisin-
tion ly resorted to in order to profect and
gavo it. The truth waa, that Lhe people of the United
Btates had boen scized with the negrophobia—n dis-
enso which wns very remarkablo in many of its
symptoms. He did not know whether it was ende-
mic or opidomic, though he believed it had once
been confined to a purticular section of the country,
but had Intely sproad itself over the Union generally.

There could be no logislation without the subject of
slavery being brought in in some way; and he had
knownmen at the North, who, when they found
which wns the strong side of the question, becamo

ddenly inoculatod with the malady, and thought

direct falschoods, that one wonders how so respoc-
table & print can demean itself to insert simila
stuff. It is clumsily attempled, in thess pagoes, to
make it appear to the world that the French protee-
torate, or sovereignty, over St. Domingo is the most
ardent desiro of the Dominican population ; while,
in reality, if you except tho President, Senor Baos
{who, to hisown shame be it said, is more French-
man than Dominiean), and a small clique of Fronoh
residents, and their immediate friends, the inhabi-
tants utterly despise Johnny Crapeau with as deep a
Latred as the truo Spaniard detests u Fronchman,

I nm now rosident hore for some years, during
which time I have wutched the proceedings of the
French umumittln%t{ 3 und 1 must confess thut the
ateady exertions of France, undor all its difforent
forms of government, whether monarchionl, republi-
can, or dictatorial, have only had oneai m—nnmely,
to get bold, under some plausiblo appearance, of
the Dominican republic, and to conquar afterwards
the westorn part, under the bluck régime, with com-
parativo facility, thereby rostoring the ** Quoon of
the Antillea™ to the dominion of France ; or, if you
will, since the Dictator has restorod ** the englos™
of Napolceon to tho French army, to the claws of the
ropaciops bird, which, althongh it may resemble
ours in form, hus no relationship with it in charactor.

Tho supposition of an iuwnulx-d comgi d’élat in N6,
Domingo is materinlly strongthened by the pablioa-
tion in the Revue des Liewe Mondes, Louis l'lhili]:pu,
the late king of F'rance, did not venture to fiy openly
into the faco of the Monrog maxim, although ho
longed wuch after the Peninsuln of Samaua, which
ho intended to add to the marvisge prosent of Prines
Monpensier, having flattered himgelf that the Queen
of Spain would give ns dowry Cuba and Porto Rico
to her sister, bidding the young Prinee to sot Samana
up in opposition to Saint Thomas, and to render it
in time the stronghold of thesoe seas, and the key to
the Gulf of Moxico.

Hir dethronement and the revolution interrupted
the intrigue; bul scarcely had Louis Napoleon set
firm foot upon the presidential chair, when the se-
eret machinations were recommenced, and found o
warm_ supporter in Henor Buenaventura Baes, the

 actual President of the Dominican republie, s mu-

latto, by a glave, with whom his futher lived in con-
cubiunge, but elever, nnd edueated in France, where
he hos tmbibed French notions.

The Reviee des Deux Mondes tells us that this
patriotio citizen of the Dowminienn republic wroto
once to the French Consul in Port nu Prince:—
“You have only to indicate the means which fyon
congider most wpproprinte to convince Franco of our
sincere desire to place ourselves under her powerful
protection, whatever the sacrifices mny be which
we must bring to obtain it.” 1 have scarcely to
add, that ihciuit offered was Samana, or even the
independence of the republic, if France should de
mire it.

Buch as may oxpress nstonishment at similar
sentimenta from the executive of the Dominican re-
public, will be still more surprised if thay continue to
rend on for m short distance. They will find that
Senor Baex, the President, has recently appealed to
the French honor to induce the acceptance
the young republic, ton net, and urges, that he has
in his hands propositions which have been made to
him by an Ameriean Charge d'Affairs, Mr (ireen,
gent to Hanto Domingo with full powers, * but,”
snys the patriotie chict of the Dominican republie,
**us long as there is a spark of hope that Franee
will necept my propositions, 1 will wait with resig-
nution.™

The sutbor of those precions State decrcos from
Fanto Domingo, accuses Mr. Green of having had
for the objeet of his mizsion to produoe the annex-
ation of Santo Domingo to the United States, and
that although his exertions for such a purposc had
been ‘*bratal,” they had been open, while the
Euglish eabinct employed only intrigues, which
wltogether failed.

The objects of My, Green's misaion i well known
—itwas a job of the whiga—the son of a politieal
uFI;mwut to the ndministrntion was thereby om-
ployed, and the futher's mouth stopped by thatstiat-
ngem, while the cabinet, anxious to proeure infor-
mation about a republic of which scarcely more
than the name was known, selected young Green,
who, by the situation he had formerly held in
Mexico, seemed to be n proper person for the mis-
sion; but from all 1 uoulw] learn, and observe from
his actions during his stay here, he never aimed
after annexation.

1 cannot tell you any thing of the intriguesthe Bri-
tish cabinet is accused of, us I never heard of any ;
but I can well recollect the common talk of the
streots, that Dr. Carmivero, then Minister of For-
eign Affuirs of the Dominican republie, had beon at
the English Uonsul's, and offered him the Protecto-
rate, promizsing that the British colors should he
hoisted on the forts, i he would accept it in the name
of his government, and that the same Senior Baes,
who is now President, and who was then a Senator,
went to the British Consulate to the same effect.
The answer which the gentlemen received was, that
the Consul knew his government did not aim after
territorial aggrandizement, but desired merely the
prosperity of the young republie, hence their offer
wonld not be acceptable to his government. He
added, however, E{muld any other color be hoisted
on the forts than the Dominican fiag, it would be
the signal to him to strike the British flag at the
Consulate. This fact is 30 well known in the city,
that only a person, who fabricates falsehoods in the
manner the authors of the articles in question does,
eould assgert snch fables.

His nim ia very elear ; he nceuses the Ministers of
France of the most palpable negloet. While the
United States and England, he says, have uselessly
endenvored to procure u l'uotinF in Banto Domingo,
it hag repeatedly been offered to France. Accord-
ing to hie view, M. Bastide and hig succesgors have
heen sndly deficient for not having permitted the
tri-colored flag to bo hoisted in Sante Domingo.
Their apprehiensions of offending thereby the United
States, he styleachildish, “*Our Iethargg,” he rays,
is the less excusable, as there oxisgt neither political
nor financial obstacles that might be given as an
excuse to prevent our flag from flying at the Lﬂauin-
suln of Sumiaoa. We have not even the trouble to
varry it there—it requires only a monosyllable, o
mere nod with the head, to conquer the finest mari-
time position aud territory of the New World, the fu-
ture eutrepot of the two hemisphieres—the koy to the
two oeenns.  Why do you say this se openly, ms
e objocted to us. Good God ! because it 18 well
known 3 beoause the whole world, excepting our-
Feives, areaware of it ; beesuse such o legitimate
and handsome object must be sustained with the
vicor open—because others alrendy dispute them-
eclves publicly for the honor and profit to carry away
this finthiul sentinel, who for the last eight years
L auswered 1o the gue wive of  barbarity
France !

Shades of Monroe. this e at least plain ! Under
provious eirenumstances, the bombastie tendency of
the article would probably have raised little atten-
tion; it is however, different with the Dietator, Lonis
Napoleon, st the hend of Prench affairs, and it be-
hooves us, that fa blle Franoe be closely watch-
od.
