THE PUTHAX DIVOECE CASE.
Supreme Court..Circuit.

Before Hon. Judge Roosevelt.
MA.RT ANN PUTNAM VS. TIIKODOKK K. PUTNAM.

Aran. 30..June* C Watson. who had been watehing

Mr Putnam with Mr Woodhead. Jr., wu examined at
great length, but his testimony wax merely corroborative
of Mr. Woodhead's; the witness on cross-examination.
Mid he wu an Englishman, residing in this country since
1806. and that Mr. Woodhead. Sr.. wan also an Kuglish-
man. many years resident in thin country: he said he watt
not employed to watch Mr 1'utnaiu; be did it a* an net
of gratitude, either to confirm or Jit-pel the doubts that
were in Mr. Woodhead's mind.
Two witnesses (Miwit. Roberts and Southwell) deposed

that it was from tlieir bouse, fronting fourth street, that
Mr. Woodhead and Mr. Watson watched Mr. Putnam's
movements; they also testified to seeing him repeatedly
in that neighborhood, so often as to attract their atten¬
tion
The case for the plaintiff here closed.
The Court asked if there were any special issues to go

to the jury.
Mr. O'Conor replied that the jury could find on the

whole issues
The Court inquired, would the jury have to find on the

marriage, when it took place, the condonation and the
residence?
Mr. O'Conor.The marriage is conceded. It is ad¬

mitted on the pleadings.
The Court.Can we take the admission of the partias?
Mr. O Ccnor's opinion was that the whole cane was

before the jury. The brother of the plaintiff proved the
marriage tie ftjclo. The parties are proved to tie residents
of this State. They would, however, prow the marriage
by Dr. Spring.
Some discussion then took place between Mr. Hoffman,

on part of the defendant, and Mr. O'Conor. about the way
iu which the issues were sent to the jury in the Forrest
divorce ease.
The Judge said he thought the jury should find spe-

cifieally on the issues.
Mr. Wright opened the case on the part of Mr. Put¬

nam.
.Jeannetto McAdam. the alleged pavticeps criminitt. a

very Rood looking young woman, was the tirst witness
called for the defcuce. She deposed My present rcai-
dence is Yonkcrs ; I am twenty soven years of age in
1848 I resided at 109 Fourth street my occupation at
that time was a teacher 1 am acquainted with Theodore
K. Putnam I knew him about two years prior to the
visit of Mr. Woodhead, Sen'r, to our house, in 1848; it
was about the year 1840 I became acquainted with him ;
I was born iu Cork, south of Ireland; I am here about
seventeen years, or rather more; as nearly as I can
recollect now. the members of my family were father
and mother, a younger and older sister, and an inva¬
lid aunt ; I don't remember the date I first walked
with .Mr, Putnam; I may have walked with him
.bout the 17 ih of October : I went with him to
the foot of Bank street; 1 may have gone down to the
foot of the pier; I don't remember how long we stood
tilt re we stood for a moment at the end of I he pier, look
ing out on the river; I recollect we left the pier before
dark: the sun had just gone down; 1 could see entirely
across the river from the end of the pier; I have no
recollection of seeing any pile of lumber there; 1 saw a
person on the corresponding pier; I don't know who it
was; I think the tide was high, and it raised sloops up to
the edge Of the pier, and prevented me seeing him dis¬
tinctly: I observed Mr. Putnam looking intently in that
direction, and 1 noticed the man. and asked Sir. Putnam
if he knew him; 1 don't know what the man was doing;
lie seemed to be dodging about; I saw him tirst as we
walked on to the pier, and .'-poke about him justbefore leaving it. Q.While you were on that
pier, wAs there any improper freedom tukeu with
you by Mr Putnam? A.Not at all; no im¬
proper liberties taken by him at all; I weut home aud
parted with Mr. Putnam near the house; I was at homo
to tea. and we gem-rally took tea at six o'clock; I recol¬
lect walking wHh Mr. Putnam about Thauksgivingday
we had a married sister on a visit with us at our house!
and she u. kid me to take a note to a man in IHeeeker
street and to ask him to take a note to a younger sister,
who was on a visit at Staten Island; my married sister
was going home next day. and she wanted to see her be¬
fore she went: my younger sister had not contemplatedreturning; I took the note, and found the gentleman was
out, 1 asked the servant if she knew when he would
come iu; she raid she was not sure; I asked her if she
knew it he w;u» going to dine at Staten Island that
day: she said she thought not; 1 then thought I
would take the note to the boat myself ; I did
not know the hours the boats went, and I
went into Broadway, to a grocery storo. to look at a
newspaper, but did not find the information I wanted; I
then went into an apothecary's store, and there I found a
newspaper with it in; the hours were one. and I think,half-past two or three; I knew it was too late for the one
o'clock l»oat; I concluded I would have time to perforinanother errand which my mother had given me. at some
distance on the east side of the town; 1 ob.-erved soine of
the churches lil.-mi.-.-ing. and willed t» see some of myfriends who w< re at Doctor Bellows' that day.friendswho lived up in the direction I was going, and whom I
wished to accompany me, and from whom I also
thought I would get information of that morning's dis-
course, as I was unable to attend church that morning;
domestic duties prevented me; I walked up and down,
perhaps three or four times, opposite Mr. Bellows'
church. Until it was dismissed ; I missed myfriends in the crowd, and walked down a blook or two be¬
low the church, and was overtaken by Mr. Putnam and
his little boy; he asked me where 1 was going; I toldhim
I was not exactly sure myself; he asked mi. if I wa-. go-
ing up or down town; I said up. I thought; I then turned
and walked a little distance, when Mr. Putnam proposed
to take an omnibus, as his little boy was not able to walk-
I went up as far as Eighth or Ninth street; I did not tell
him where I was going, as I was not «ure myself; when
we got out of the < nimbus, he said he bad a letter which
he want, d to show me; it w as either the original or a copyof a letter to Doctor Dewey, from bis congregation, wlien
he was about to leave; he said, if I could possibly return
the same way. he would show me the leUer. as he had time
before dinner to take a walk; I went up Ninth street
to Tompkins square, to Avenue A or B; I found the nuin-
iter I was in search of was very near: I executed the
errand and came out; on my way in the p«rk. I met Mr.
Putnam: 1 then recollected* another errand which I had
to perform; instead of going down Ninth -tr.'et we went
down Second or Third avenue towards Houston street,
cms ed the Bowery, and 1 went into a house where my
errand was; Mr l utnam uid not go in with me; I re¬
mained there about ten minutes; it was a matter of do¬
me-lie business; Mr Putnam aaked me how long I should
l>e there, and I told him; I suppo«e he waited for me. for
he WES there when I came out: we went up Broadway; lie
left me at the corner of Fourth street aud Broad¬
way and 1 went directly home; I think it was
l«'twc<n three aud four o'clock, when 1 got home;
Mr Putnam, during that walk, invited me to
take his aim. which I declined; he laid his
band on my arm when he asked me to do so it w.is
about two o'clock I have no recollection of being out
later with Mr. Putnam than between six and seven;
our tea hour was six O'clock, and 1 have always been
home to tea. with one exception, in October or November,
when I had left the house rather late in the afternoon
to go to Doctor Dewey's house, to procure a sermon which
1 wanted, and in my way home. 1 met Mr Putnam, he
then joined me; I stopped at the house of a friend in
Troy street on my way lark, he left me at the steps, and
as he did. 1 remarked to liim that there wa< a man at
the opposite side of the street looking at him
rather curiously, and I a-ked him if he knew
him he said lie did not I think I said also
that 1 had noticed the same inan «before the man
wore a glazed rap; the time 1 noticed him before was on
thanksgiving day; I said I thought h* was a man who
lived n. xt <lf*r but < ne to our heuse. whom I had ob¬
served leading rather an idle life in our neighborhood,
aud who used to be dodging about, watching me and my
sisters: Mr Putnam left me at the house in Troy street;
I r< mained there half an hour and went home alone; I
again saw the -auie man sitting on the curbstone at our
house; I never, at any time, in these walks. m»t Mr.
Putnam by appointment: there wasuti guilty or indelicate
conduct between Mr Putnam and me; he never took any
indelicate liberty with mt there- n> vrr wv any adulteous
or unchaste intercourse between him and me; I have had
int< rvb «> with Mr Woodhead. the father o! Mr- Put-
nam. aliout thr< e tin.-s bet re this -nit wa- commenced;
after the interviews with Mr Woo<lh.«d there wa- no re¬
newal of those walks with Mr Putnam: 1 went to Kurnpe
inOctoUr Ifc.'.o. for th« improvement ot my health, and
remained then about 'ix ni nths with different relatives;
