here will not ris« more than fifteen feet. The water at
Wheeling measures forty-six feet, and at Pittsburg twen¬
ty-one. It has fallen twenty feet at the latter place.

STEAMBOATS STOPPED BY THE WHEELING BRIDGE, AC.
Prrrssirfta, April 22, 1862.

The river is still very high. The steamers Pittsburg,
ltrilllnnt, and Messenger, aro detained below -the Wheel¬
ing bridge, and the steamers Keystone State, Alleghany,
and Cincinnati, are detained at Pittsburg in consequence
of being unable to pass under tho bridge, not even with
their pilot houses, much less their chimneys. The loss
to each boat, besides the lo-t to tho State, will not fall
short of $2 500.

partment to various individuals,sinco 1832. together
with a communication from Jamos Glynn to th«
President with reforonco to his transactions in th*
Preble, copy of an extract from the NkwYobk
IIkiui.p, of the 3d January, 1861, 8to., 4co., to¬
gether with instructions given to Commodore An"
lick, and a letter from tho President to tho Kmpo-
ror of Japan, dated 10th May, 1851. The lotter ef
tho President hns already boon published. The
highly important letter of instructions to Commo¬
dore Aulick has not, howovcr, boon yot givon, an4
will be found below. It displays the object of th*
visit to Japan, so far as tho President has given in¬
structions to tho East India squadron, aud is, in
reality, the gist of tho whole affair:.

Ki.faktment of State. Washington. 10th June, 1861.
Commoooiik Joiin H. Aui.icb Sir :.Tho moment to

near when the last link in the chain of oceanic steam na¬
vigation is to be formed. From China and the Kant In¬
dies. to Kgypt. tlicnro through the Mediterranean and the
Atlantic ocean, to Kngland. thenco ngnin to our happy
chores, and other part* of this great continent; from oar
own port." to the southernmost part of tho Isthmus, that
connects Hie two western continents, and from its Paoifte
coast. north and southwards, an far as civilization baa
spread, the steamers of other nations, and of our own,
curry intelligence, the wealth of Jie world, and thousanda
of travellers.

It is the President's opinion that steps should be takes
at once to enable our enterprising merchant!) to supply
the last link in that grcut chain, which uuites all nation*
of tho wnild. by the early establishment of a line of steam¬
ers from California to China. In order to facilitate thto
enterprise, it is desirable that we should obtain from the
Kmperor of Jupnn permission to purchase from his lub-
jictsthc necessary supplies of coal, which our steamers,
in their out nnd imvaril voyages may require. The well-
known jculousy with which the Japanese Knipire hai. far
the last two centuries, rejected all overtures from other
nations to open Its ports to their vcss< Is. embarrasses all
new attempts to change the exclusive policy of that ooua-
try.
The interests of commerce, and even those of humanity,

demand, however, that we should make another appeal
to the sovereign of that country, in asking him to eeli ta
our steamers not the manufactures of his artisans, or
the results of the toll of his husbaudmcn.but a gift of
Providence, deposited by the Creator of ail things in tha
the depths of the Japanese Islands, for the benefit of the
human family.

Ily the President's direction, f now transmit to yon a
letter to the Kmperor of Japan, (with an open oopy)which you ure to carry to Jeddo, his capital, In your
flag ship, accompanied by as many of the vessel* of the
squadron under your command, as may conveniently
lie employed in thin service. A Chinese translation of
this letter will be furnished to you by the United States
l.cgatii n at Canton and sent to your anchorage at IIn^
Kong or Macao,
