though I sec a telegraph message in tho New York
papcis says it was a " splendid charger." The way
in which Kossuth rode him, has been a subject of

. omnient all day among the military, and you never
vi. w anything to equal their disappointment. Cer¬
tainly no person could mistake him for Washington
or Napoleon on horseback.

l'he military disploy is a subject of much con-
gr&tulution among tlio citizens, and deservedly so ;
tt'ey numbered 1 .MOO men, and their marching and
appearance were highly eroditublo to the Bay
Slate, though, perhaps, in ease and activity they
cannot compare with your New York military,
generally, nor in skill and discipline with the
National Guard. They were fine looking inen,
however, and wore well dressed, and did honor to
tiic commonwealth that produced thorn. There
was one company that attracted particular addi¬
tion "tho Tigers." Their marchiiu; was very
steady and soldier like. The contrast DOtween the
gi.neial bearing of the military to tho multitude
here and in New York, is very remarkablo.

The state¬
ment of a correspondent, that tho people wore
frantic to see Kossuth, and therefore broke tho
lines, is a mistake. It wn;i pure mischief, deviltry,
and inn. Nothing "frantic" quite cool, I assure
you. I have seen many large multitudes, but I
never yet saw one so large ns that show so u*tio
enthusiasm. , ,
