TUe Prc«ldcncy . Whig and Democratic
Candidate*.'Proapecta of the Game.

We have yet « month intervening before we can

have anything definite ujion the Presidential ques¬
tion. On the firft of June the democrats hold their
National Convention, at Baltimore. Among the
most conspicuous aspirants far the nomination aro

Cass, Buchanan, Houston, Dickiuson, Douglas and
Many. Some time ago, (Jon. Butler, of Kentucky,
stood pretty well forward us the favorite of the
barnburners; but, between Mr. Brcvkenridgc and
Young Amcrien, he secius to have been substantial¬
ly killed off. Undoubtedly the great struggle at
Baltimore will be between Cass and Bucbanau. Of
the Northern Tote, Cass will have the advantage;
but, from Pennsylvania southward, Buchanan is, by
all odds, the strongest. Douglas will get some

of the now Western States, in addition to Illinois;
and Houston will have the whole vote of Texas, on

the first ballot. It is possible that Cass may have a

majority upon the fust trial, as Van Burcn had in
1844; but the final rejection of Van Burcn may
also be followed up in the final defeat of Cass, under
the two-thirds rule. Nothing is more certain than
that this rule will bo enforced; for it appears that, it
was introduced into the first National Democratic
Convention at Baltimore, by the friends of Van
Burcn, upon his first nomination fortlio Presidency,
in 1836, and has been religiously observed at
every subsequent convention, as the fundamental
law of the democratic nomination, although it was
not until the defeat of Van Burcn, under this rule,
in 1844, that public attention was attracted to the
subject. Hence the mistaken idea that it was first
introduced in '4 1 as the means of defeating the
Little Magician. The rule, then, will be enforced
at the convention of '32; and here the question
arises, which of tlie democratic candidates is most
likely t» command a vote of two-thirds of the con¬
vention"! The South are not partial to Cass. His
opposition to the Missouri compromise line of 36 30,
his doctrines of non-intervention in the territories,
and his doctrines of foreign intervention, are not

adapted to the south side of Mason & Dixon's line,
i r<*«#cs, lie was defeated by Gen. Taylor, and can

hardly, therefore, be set up as a match for Cen.
Scott. Against Taylor, be had only to overcome

' the battle of Bucna Vista; but against Scott, he will
have to overcome the conquest of Mexico. That
will make it hard for (ion. Cass. But. again, as it

I is likely that Buchanan could carry the same States
which Cass did in 1848, and Georgig and Pcnnsyl-

to cleet biui handsomely, the project appears to be
in favor of the old Pcnns.i Iranian.

1 The French people, at home and abroad, seem to be
settling down into a species of quiet and content¬
ment under the recent coup-d'ttal of Louis Napo-i loon, aud ail the decrees and movements th.it have

i followed that bold act of 1 he President. His gov-
err.ment appear- as firmly fiscd in France as that
of any other system which has raised its head freui
1789 to 1852. The opposition to I.ouis Napoleon,
among Frenchmen, both at home and abroad, is
lo-ing ground every day.

A little event has recently taken place in this
city, connected with a French journal here, which
scems to indicate the courso of things we have dc-
scribcd. Home few years ago, tho then proprietor of
the French Covirirr tits Etats Unix, in this city,
now residing in France.Mr. Gaillaidet.sold that
paper for forty thousand dollars, lluring the lust
few days the purchaser from that gentleman has
again di-po-ed of it to a new buyer, and, according
tothc information we la\c received, that whichI formerly sold for forty thousand, has diminished in
value to something like twenty-two or twenty-five
thousand dollars at the pre«ent day. This singular
diminution in the vnlue of a newspaper establish¬
ment must arise, in some measure, from its. man-

'
agcirent, and the successful management of
a French journal springs immensely from its
political character, both at home and abroad.

Thk Catholic CornelL at Baltimoks..A |rand
council of the Catholic hierarchy of the United
States will meet at Baltimore, 011 tho 9th instuut, to
consult uj on the general affairs of the Church in this
country, and to transact such business, subject to
the approval of the Pope, as may be deemed neces¬

sary for the advancement of the true faith among
the heretic* of this splendid republic. Archbishop
Hughes will deliver the opening address in the Ca¬
thedral. v,
The business proceedings of these councils, wo un¬

derstand, are couductcd with closed doors, which is
to be regretted, upon every consideration of good
policy. The conventions, assemblies, and conferences
of the Protestant churches are open to the public,
and their proceedings are regularly published in
tho newspapers, and no harm, but much good, i9
the result. The genius of our institutions requires
that everything ccclcsiastical and political, affecting
the community at large, aud especially the salva¬
tion of souls, should bo open and above-board.
There can he no disputing, that in many essentials,
the Catholic Church in tho United States has
adapted itself wisely to tho peculiar structure of
our republican system, and to the liberal and en¬

lightened sentiments of the American people; and
this further reform of open doors to tho proceedings
of t lie general councils of tho clcrgy, would still
further contribute to do awoy with those prejudices
and suspicion# which attach themselves to anything
that is «e' r* ' and mysterious in tho ministrations
or business transactions of tho Holy Catholic
Church. The secret of the grout success of the
missionary labors of St. Paul was, as ho him¬
self soy#, that ho " was all things to all men," for
the sake of the Lord Jesus Christ. That is to say,
he conformed himself to the institutions, tho cus¬

toms aud habits, and popular sentiments of tho vari¬
ous nations of people among whom ho travelled, as

fur os consistent with his divine mission. Tho Jesuit
fathers, equally plastic and clastic, have been equal¬
ly successful over the whole world, excepting among
the Celestials and the Japanese, or with such sin¬
ners os Lola Montes and Kossuth. But soon they
will have a fine opening in China and Japan. They
will not be tho first cases in which round-shot and
bomb-shells have openod the way for tho cro33.
Follow ing, then, the example of St. Paul, ofadapting
themselves to tho customs and institutions of tho
country in which they are located, it i '>c hoped
that the Catholic Fathers, at Baltimore, will open
the doors of their council from day to day to the
public, or, at least, to all such as are not horetics
dyed in the wool.
On this point, our venerable Father, His Grace

and Lordship Archbishop Hughes, will have a fine
opportunity to distinguish himself in his opening
sermon. We believe it was the last council at Bal¬
timore that nominated him to the Holy Father at
Home for the Archbishopric which ho now enjoys.
Ho owes them something in return. Let him,
then, us a measure of sound policy, advocate
the plan of open doors to tho Council. Lot
him prove himself not only a good Catholic, aud
a genuine Irishman, but also a true American.
Tho Catholic Church of tho United States stands
forth a bright example to the Protestant churches,
in reference to the politics of the country, and
especially upon the vital question ot slavery. Iho
patriotism of the Catholic population of the United
States is indeed satisfactorily established. They
arc increasing rapidly, by emigration and
matrimony, though not to any very extra¬
ordinary extent by conversions. They will, in
a short time, )>e more substantially powerful in
this country than in any other, and their
continued prosperity will simply depend upon
rendering to tho Pope the things which are the
Pope's, and nothing more, and to the government

J under which they live, the loyalty of good citizens,
whether prelates, priests, or people. This they
have done, and this, we doubt not, they will conti¬
nue to do, even to the int roduction of all such reforms
us inny bo essential to the blending of tho institu¬
tions of the church with tho institutions of the
country.
We have, however, had considerable trouble with

our venerable father Archbishop Hughes. IV ith
all tlic impulsiveness of an Irishman, he has ex¬

hibited, at times, the most singular vagaries.
He flew off at a tangent upon tho common

stbool question, and nothing but constant
watchfulness, fasting, aud prayer, would ever
La\c sufficed to bring him back. But by
faith and perscvcranco we did succeed. Next,
he seemed disposed to follow after Seward, and
other strange gods, in the dirty work of party
politics, and wc had again to rescue him like a brand
plucked from the burning. His last crotchet ap¬
pears to be a desire to raouopollie, all tho church
property in his diocese, to be transmitted to his
successors; so that, as l>y the absorbing law of
primogeniture of England, great estates swallow up
everything around them, the Catholic Archbishop of
New York may absorb the accumulations of tho
church. This is not according to St. Paul, and,
therefore, wc have resisted it, and all with a

j view to the spiritual advancement of our venerable
i Archbishop. Wc also felt relieved on learning
that he had failed of tho Cardinal's red hat,
lest, from his sudden elevation, he should parade
his promotion in Broadway, in his slate car¬

riage and gilded trappings, and w'.th all the
shining gewgaws of a cardinal in P,>mc; aud
because wc feared that the boys would run shouting
after him as after the state earriagoof Lola Montea,
or Kossuth, or llcrr Dricsbach, the lion tamer. For
all this care of our reverend Archbishop, wc havo
received some plenary indulgences from tho Holy
Father at Borne; but wc expect something more.
Will not the Council at Baltimore bear this in mind!
Finally, for all our good works, if the Pope forgets
us, wc have still an appeal to HI. Peter, and espe¬
cially to St. Paul, in the kingdom of Heaven; and
in the presence of these bright spirits wo think wo
shall stand on a level with Popes, Archbishops,
Bi'hops, or priests of any degree.
