Boar«l of Aldrrmen.
THK PEHtiar. PA VrJ4ERT.

The report of the Committee on Streets of the Hoard
of Assistant Aldermen.non-concurring with the report
of the Committee on Streets of this Board, passed April
lust, to annul the contract for tho laying down of
l'crrine'a combination pavement.was called up. when.
Aid Sti'Htevant rose, and said he waa entirely op¬

posed to the Perrine pavement. He considered it per¬
fectly worthless. and Jjoped the contract would bo r
nulled. The contract stipulated that if he did not fulfil
the provisions of the same, he would pay $10 for every
day that should elapse from tho 1st of December until
the pavement should be finished the 1st of December
being the time fixed for the completion of tho same.
Now, the contractor nover commenced the work until a
resolution passed thia board prohibiting him from taking
up tlio coblo stones.

Aid. Dimman advocated the report, and contended that
the Perrine pavement was not a.* bad as the Russ pave¬
ment, because where ten horses were killed on tho former,
there were a thousand on the latter. He waa in favor of
peimitting the lnying down of the pnvemrnt. and of
giving Perrine a chnnce to teat. it.
Alderman Smith was opposed to the pavement, and

hoi«'d the work would be stopped If they wero going
to lay this pavement, the streets, ho said, would be
blockrdup for months, and when completed would be
good for nothing.
Aldeimun Boi cr moved a reference to the Committee

on Streets, for the purpOM of having tho matter investi¬
gated.

Aldi rman Ptxt was also in favor of a reference; while
Alderman Francis. who contiucn d the pavement a com¬
plete failure, hoped that some Immediate action would
be taken by the Hoard
Aldirman Babk was alto in favor of a reference, and of

giving Perrine a fair chance to try his pavement, whieh
lie considered to be good.
Alderman Tii mavn wishi d to have the matter referred.
Alderman Smith was opposed to the reference, seeing

no necessity for sucli u course.
Aldei man Ward expressed himovlf infavorof annulling

the contract, as Peiriuc failed U. epmply with the pro¬
visions of the same.

After some further remark" from Aldermen Birr. Den-
man. and Prisley. urging thn reference the question was
put, when the motion to refer was carried by the follow¬
ing vote:.
