A few days sinco, a
member of his church wished to marry his own
sister, and applied to Governor \ouug for permission
to do so, and to perform the ceremony. All who
marry nave first to consult him and get his permis¬
sion. The Governor requested that ho would send
his sister to him, and let him talk to her u;K)ii the
subject; he would then advise him to act. She was
sent accordingly ; the Governor found lior youn<*
and likely, married her himself, and, after keeping
her in his house that nigh'., sent her hotno to lie?
brother iu the morning. Tho Governor's lawful
wife, upon a visit at our boarding ho us-) a few days
atterwaius, laughed and talked of tho circumstance
as a smart^thing in tho Governor, and approved his
conduct throughout- This is the woman so much
kiudid by Mr. Kane for her virtues and lady like
conduct.

' I have heard it said on good authority, that the
Moimons intend to form an ullianoe with tho Indians,

This report seems
to be sustained by the fact that the governor and
Uie Moimon sub-agent, S H. Rose, with interpreters
take frequent excursions, with presents, &e.

He, as I have before stated, has abou
filiy.among them two sisters. Heber C. Kembl
ai d \\ ilKiiui Richards, also have harems of women,
fr«n ten to thirty. In fact, all tho leading men in
the Mormon church havo from two to ten. I'hero
are several instances here where men havo married
widows, who have daughters, and now havo tho
mother and daughter both as wives, lleber C Koin-
b!e hus the mother and daughter; A. M. Turpin has
mother uud daughter; C. E. liolton hus mother and
daughter; also John Taylor. In fact, all tho head
men have more or less. it is more unusual to see a

family wilh but one wife, than to sec one from two
jo ten Yet their preacher^ over the couutry, deny
it in tbe most positive terms.
To look at Mormoni.Mii us it is in this valley, one

wou.d think! hut if there was any system in tho
wide world that has been gotten up and propagated
l>y the devil, it is that of tho people called Latter
l>ay Saints. Justice.

Deaii Hik :.Through the medium ofjonr columns1 would respectfully call your attention, and that of
the public, lo the treat tin lit of children in our publicschools in the city of New York. It lias been carried
to n great extent, and with a high hand.-that ojwhipping, /n stalling of my own family, a child
fi\c ycuis of age, that has attended one ol tho pri¬
mary schools under the control ofthel'ubHc Soliool
Society, has been sent home severely whipped, and
the marks of which have remained upon the child
for houts. Not willing to put up with this kind of
treatment of my own daughter, and unwilling to
take her from the school, I desired my wife to call
atid remonstrate with the teachcr, and re<iuest that
she would rcltain l'roni doing so for the future, tell¬
ing her that the child was quite deaf, and could
not hear distinctly.
