It commenced hy alluding to the pro-
tier fituotlon of a meridian, giving a preference to the
i. laf d of Tario as dividing the continents into eastern
and western hemispheres. The present division of the
>v. r' ' was not lint arnl. Kurope and Asia might better
f< nil one part than two, and it would be better to call
South America the sixth part of the world, and to give it
the nnmo of Columbia, and reserve the name .'America''
fbr I he northern continent and the great nation who oc-
riipi d it. uhiht the other part would bear tlx name of
the illustrious voyager. Christopher Columbus The paper
then proceeded to minutely and elaborately describe the
bounduri. of New (iranada. and to enumerate the num-
lxr of adjacent -lands vhieli belonged to her; and on
one or two occasion* pointed at the ''-ritisli fall-icy of the
right* of the king of Mosquito to some of these islands.
Referring to the topography of the republic, the paper
stated that it exhibited an extensive diversity of hi^h
mountains and broad raileys, and presented attractions
of n most In-aiitifid and poetic character Much of this
varied physical asjieet whs formed l>y the Cordeleras of the
AnJis. The country was also intersected by numerous

l ivers, the boundaries of which were also minutely do-
scri1 ed. The paper concluded by promising a further re¬
ft niiee to this snl ji ct at n future time.
After the reading of this document, which possessed

the virtue of not 1>- ing prolix, a vote of thanks *as award¬
ed to the Ct iierui. on the motion of Mr. J. C. Ziuiiner-
mnii.and « copy of the dociiiuent directed to be Inserted
in the society's bulletin.
