TMroRTANT EXTRADITION CASE—AN ALLEGED
CoiaisaL FUGITIVE PROM IRELAND —An impor-
tant extradition case, under the act of treaty
between the United States and Great Britian
and otker foreign nations, is now pending before
Mr. Commissioner Bridgham, in this city. It ap-
pears that Anthony Barclay, Esq., the vigilant
British Consul of New York, elaims the extradition
of Thomae Kaine, an alleged fugitive criminal,
who i churged with shooting at and wounding,
with intent to kill, a farmer named Balfe, in the
county of Westmesth, Ireland, in May, 1853, It is
alleged that this offence, whoever muy be the guil-
ty perpetrator, arose out of that most fruitful source
of ugrarian erime—the evietion of tenantry—a sys-
tem from which more landlords have been immo-
lsted and more peasants hanged than from any
other known to that uufortunate country, where
*‘the wild justice of revenge” inspires the humble
cotter, when driven from the small patch of land
and the home of his forefathors—the mud enhin—
which for centuries his faumily has held. This is,
we believe, the first instance in which a fugitive hag
been claimed in this eity, under the nct of treaty, for
o cupital offence, and the result will be looked for
with n great degree of nationnl interest. For the pri-
soner, it is said that he isa political refugee, having
beén o member of a revolutionary club, and that the
complainant (Balfe) had previously charged other
pereons with the commission of the outrage. A po-
lice constable has been sent to this country, who
has identified Knine e the person charged in the
information of the wounded man. The evidenoce
for the presceution closed yosterdny, and the de-
feree will be opened this day.

be inelined to question the good sense of a commu-
nity that tolerntes and supports a journal exhibiting
guch bluspbemy, such foliy, and such ignorance ng
that which we see daily issued and sold through the
strects of this city at two conts o copy.

It is somewbat strange, too, that almost all of the
bellevers in spiritunl humbug and funaticism, in
every shape and form, come from down Bast,  This
indicates the undue mental developement, even to
the yerge of insanity, which has been going on for
tome few years in that region of the Union. We
generally flatter ourselves that the present enlight-
ened age in thiscountry is a credit to human nature,
and a wondeiful improvement on sume of the ages
that have passed. We point to the burning op
witches at Salem. and to all the strange reveries
and blusphemies and folly that were beliaved in by
our puritan ancestors a century or a ceutury aod a
half sngo, and we consider them as disgraceful to
buman pature. But if we look at the present duy,
we will see that in point of folly, of igno aunce, su-
perstition, blasphicmy, impiety, and fusaticism of all
kinds, there bng been, perhaps, no age which could
furnish such vivid and extraordinary examples of
that nature as that in which we live. The only dif-
furence is, thut there is so muh good sense and prag-
tical intelligence among the rest of the com-
wunity, that these fanatics, whether they sit on
the bench or luy down nrguments at the bar,
or manuge newspapers, or speak from the pulpit
are not able to deceive the common understanding
and plain practical good sense of the community.
They are, therefore, left as solitary examples of
what a defeerive physical organization, or a meatal
cultivation carricd 1o excess, may produce. It
wonld seem that the New Englanders have been
100 loug living to themselves alone, and intermarry
ing with each othes, whiuhcrhilawpheu tell us pro-
duces physical or mental derangrmeat and imbe-
cility; nun ‘pvrhngﬂ the best remedy would be to in-
troduce some fresh currents of blood into the stock
and encournge more co:mopolitan ideasin the “Land
of Stendy Habite.” This would be a gond idea to
drive out the spirite, and ought to commend itself
to the attention of all philauthropists, partienlarly

to that white conted philosopher who is himself so
deeply aftected by the sume disense

Duesos AYRES AND 178 Prosrects.—The politi-
cal and social position of Buenos Ayres is beginning
to attract much more attention in this country than
it was accustomed to have bestowod upon it previ-
oucely to the last revolution, that relieved it from a
tyrannical oppressor. Since the defeat of Rosas, nod
his expulsion from the country, the commercial inte-
rests, here and clsowhere, have been anxiously
watching for the accounts received from thence, in
order to ascertain the principles and character of the
men who have carried out that great revolution,
and to calculate what sort of & government they
may expect to see erected over the ruing of that ter-
rible despotism which bad so long existed under the
regime of the sanguinary Rosas. The intelligence,
however, which reaches us from that remote part of
South Ameriea comes in very minute portions—in
mere dribbles—and so disconnected a8 to requiro &
great deal of attention, care and industey to string
these items together and arrive at an understanding
of the course of events which have taken plave
in that rich and distant country, and draw from
them anything like an accurate opinion of its
present position and prospects. Hitherto, Buenoe
Ayres aud the immense adjucent provinces, wa-
tered by tho numerous rivers of that region, have
only been objeets of interest or contemplation to a
gmall portion of the mercantile community, uod
that principally in this city. The United States
government algo neglected, in the same manner, to
cultivate either commercial or political relations
with those immense tgrritories, leaviog thereby a
wider field for France and Eogland to carry forward
their intrigues in its affairs. It is to be hoped, how-
ever—and we bave seen some symptoms thereof in
the new movements—that the government at Wash-
ington intends to pay wuch more attention in futuré
to our commerciul and political connections with
Buenos Ayres and the countries bordering the La
Plata, than it bos beretofors done.

Infurtherance of these ideas, pervading our go.
vernment and animating the commercial intereats
connected with these countries, there has lately
#pruvg up a great epirit of inquiry relative to the
progress of important events there since the recent
flight of Rosue, und the nuspicions revolution that
has taken place in the internal government. Ac-
cording to all necounts, the symptoms are favorable,
although our infurmation on the subject is confused
and frugmentary. The commercial intorests will, of
course, form the first matter of inquiry and settlo-
ment by the new government of Buenvs Ayres aud
the neighboring provinoes; but we have information
that the socinl and religious condition of theso
countries has alrcady oecupied their attention, aud
received consideration of a favorable nature. The

last sceounts state thut the religious intolerance,
or exclusivencss, which bas prevailod there for many
yeurs pust, b rough the influence of the Catholio
church, hus been so far relaxed as to aliow ail
foreigners und o hors to vbserve nud celebraie their
rel gious rites sud oeremotics in their own way.
This is & great boou—an widvance i the prinoiples
of civil and politienl ts, and it HE-:II.KI tuynrubly
for the disposition and temper of (he new govern-
ment, and the men who ouve brought abuut the
present stato of public affwirs.
